	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 2, 2005 (1), the Board of Supervisors continued the appeal hearing for TM 5193RPL3TE.  The reason for the continuance was to allow the applicant the opportunity to submit environmental studies related to changes in circumstances related to fire protection, stormwater, traffic, and biology, and related to changes in the project description, since the project’s Environmental Impact Report was certified in 1983.  The first iteration technical studies have been submitted and reviewed; the review resulted in a requirement to reduce the project footprint and the number of residential units from 156 to 137.  While good progress has been made, there is not enough time to revise and approve the Tentative Map and technical studies, and to make a final recommendation to the Board at the November 2, 2005 hearing.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is an appeal filed by the applicant of the Planning Commission’s decision to deny the Tentative Map Time Extension.  The Tentative Map Time Extension application proposes an extension of the expiration date for TM 4713RPL6, and renumbering remaining anticipated phases of the project.  Units 1 through 5 have been recorded and a portion of Unit 6 was recorded as Unit 6.  This corresponds to original Units 1, 2, and a portion of Unit 3 as illustrated on TM 4713RPL6.  The unrecorded portion of Unit 3 and Units 4-6 would now be designated as Units 7-10, which includes the subdivision of 60.7 acres into 48 residential lots, 3 open space lots, and 3 office/professional lots.  The site is within the Country Town Regional Land Use Category of the General Plan and is subject to the (21) Specific Plan Land Use Designation (1.65 dwelling units per acre).  The office/professional lots are subject to the S88, Specific Plan Use Regulation and the residential lots are subject to the RS1.17, Single-Family Residential Use Regulation.  The project site is east of Mission Road, north of Stage Coach Lane, and is bisected by Ostrich Farms Creek.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to increase device registration fees in accordance with Assembly Bill 889 (Chapter 529), which was supported by the County of San Diego and was chaptered on October 5, 2005.  AB 889 increases annual device registration fee caps over a three-year period beginning January 1, 2006. Current statutory fee caps have been in place since 1994. 

On October 9, 2002 (2) the Board of Supervisors approved fee adjustments as a result of an annual fee review conducted by the Department of Agriculture, Weights, and Measures.  The device registration fees were increased from $20 to $40 for one device and from $30 to $40 for two devices, taking the fees to the statutory maximum of $40 for 1-3 devices.  Due to State-mandated caps, all other device registration fees remained unchanged, which has resulted in the continuing need to partially fund the inspection program with General Fund revenue.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The 2005-07 Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures Operational Plan includes $1,120,450 device registration revenue including $363,000 new revenue, which resulted in a net General Fund cost of $335,670. The $363,000 new revenue was anticipated based on the introduction of AB 889 legislation. Current revenue estimates, based on the chaptered legislation, project $1,221,108 in device registration fee revenue in Fiscal Year 2005-06, $100,658 more than budgeted, which reduces the projected net General Fund cost to $235,012.

In accordance with Board Policy B-29, the proposed fee increases will recover full cost to the extent legally possible under AB 889.   The proposed fee adjustments will result in no current year costs, no annual costs and no staff years for current fiscal year. 

Because the proposed fee increases will be implemented over a three-year period, the projected revenue from AB 889 increases each year. Increased revenue from AB889 is projected to be $464,000 in FY 2005-06, $771,000 in FY 2006-07 and $1,094,000 in FY 2007-08. The new revenue reduces the projected General Fund cost for the program to $235,000 in FY 2005-06, to $99,000 in FY 2006-07 and to $120,000 in FY 2007-08.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT

	
	Amendments to the device registration fee statute in 2005 (AB 889), that cap the fees that county officials may assess, reflect a consensus agreement between county officials and retailers. Both the California Retailers Association and the California Grocers Association registered support for AB 889 as amended. The proposed graduated increase in fees over the next three years results in a minor to moderate impact on the retail business community. 

Potential changes to device registration fees, as a result of AB 889, were presented to a meeting of industry representatives on October 3, 2005. Industry representatives thanked the Department for providing fair and equitable enforcement. They also indicated that they understand the need to increase fees to maintain the program.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 21, 2005 (4), the Board approved a five-year full cost recovery water rate schedule for the Campo Service area that included funding for the operation and maintenance of a supplemental uranium reduction system.  

Installation of a uranium reduction system will meet Federal, State and local standards, and provide an ample and safe water supply to the Campo community.  This is a request for authorization to negotiate and enter into a 10-year renewable sole source lease option with Basin Water, Inc. to provide a uranium reduction system with monthly maintenance and disposal services for the Campo water system estimated at $56,000 per year, plus a one-time mobilization fee of $30,000.  On September 22, 2004 (3), the Board approved a five-year renewable sole source contract with Basin Water, Inc. to provide uranium reduction and disposal services for the Campo Hills water system.  That system serves the Campo Hills development, which is adjacent to the proposed Campo Service area facility, and will perform a similar function.  Use of this firm will provide economy of scale and optimize efficiencies between the two systems. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	$30,000 is currently budgeted.  Requested appropriations of $28,000 will fund the installation.  Funding sources are current and anticipated revenue from user fees. Current year cost is $58,000, with a subsequent annual cost of $56,000.  No additional staff years will be required and there will be no fiscal impact on the County General Fund as a result of this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This project is a subdivision consisting of 46fillin "" \d "" single-family residential lots, 6 open space lots, and a total of 68.98 acres.  It is located in Fallbrook, southeasterly of the intersection of Gumtree Lane and Stage Coach Lanefillin "" \d "" (Thomas Guide, Page 1027, J-2fillin "" \d "" ).

The project is being brought before the Board for approval of final map, secured agreement for public and privatefillin "" \d "" improvements, and acquisition agreement for easements necessary for off-site improvements.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Operational Plan.  If approved, proposed action would result in one-time costs of $5,475 (for acquisition of off-site easements) in the Facilities Management Internal Service Fund, which will be offset by deposit from the subdivider.  There will be no additional staff years required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 26, 2005 (5), the Board of Supervisors introduced an Ordinance for further consideration and adoption on November 2, 2005.
The Department of Environmental Health has over one thousand mobile food facility permits which expire on December 31st of each year.  This large number of permits   expiring on the same day creates a workload strain on staff as well as produces a backlog in permit processing. 

This is a request to approve an amendment to Title 6, Health and Sanitation, of the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances to change the expiration date of mobile food facilities to distribute the permit processing of mobile food facilities between two months of the year instead of all mobile food facility permits coming due on the same day.  Mobile food facility permits would expire either on December 31st or March 31st of each year. This amendment will essentially divide the permitting processing in half between the two expiration dates.  This distribution of permit processing will improve service to the mobile food facility operators and reduce the unmanageable workload for permit staff.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact resulting from this action. However, if approved, this request will result in a one-time delay of the expected permit fee revenues of approximately $90,000 for “prepackaged” mobile food facilities of 90 days and potentially less penalty fees being generated due to billings coinciding with normal operating practices of “prepackaged” mobile food facilities.
