	<The catastrophic events of two of the largest fires in California history, as well as a number of other significant fires over the past six years, highlights the need for the San Diego region to be on constant fire alert.  In an effort to minimize the threat of future wildfires, the County has invested over $180 million dollars since 2003 to improve fire protection and emergency medical services.  These dollars translate into enhanced protection of life and property.  

As a result, the County is now better prepared with two new firefighting helicopters, over 70 pieces of additional or replacement apparatus (including 34 engines and water tenders), the installation of mass notification systems such as Alert San Diego and Reverse 911, the formation of the San Diego County Fire Authority, an improved regional communication system and new Emergency Operations Center, as well the removal of over 500,000 dead, dying and diseased trees that presented a dangerous fuel load.  

These are just a few examples of the improvements that have been put in place to further protect lives and property against the next major fire.  Today’s presentation will highlight the significant changes that have been implemented to make this region and the unincorporated areas of San Diego County safer and better prepared for future wildfires.>>

The Board, in accordance with State law, directed County staff to prepare a summary impact report pursuant to Elections Code Section 9111, and present it to the Board on November 4, 2009 with a recommendation to either adopt the ordinance or order an election to place the Initiative providing for the siting0 of a new recycling center and Class III solid waste landfill in the East Otay Mesa area of unincorporated San Diego County on the June 8, 2010 ballot.
Today’s request is to receive the Impact Report, adopt a resolution placing the initiative measure on the June 8, 2010 ballot and to provide staff guidance with respect to ballot arguments.>>

If the initiative measure is passed by the voters, there will be an additional cost of approximately $200,000 to the County to prepare the necessary amendments to the General Plan, Zoning Ordinance and other County Ordinances and policies. 	<San Dieguito Park, located in the unincorporated community of Rancho Santa Fe (Thomas Guide page 1167, J-6), offers a variety of recreational activities including playgrounds, exercise stations, a basketball court, pavilions, a wedding gazebo, large open lawn areas and picnic areas.  
In 2007, Miracle Field ball field was constructed in the upper area of San Dieguito Park for individuals with disabilities.  This field is regularly used by local and regional groups, including the Miracle League of San Diego, for baseball and softball leagues.  Currently, the park lacks sufficient accessible restroom and storage facilities in close proximity to the field. County staff has worked closely with the Miracle League to provide a new restroom and storage building adjacent to the field that will accommodate all users of the park.  The Miracle League of San Diego has raised an additional $200,000 in donations, to supplement the existing $400,000 designated, bringing the total project budget to $600,000.  

The requested action will accept the Miracle League of San Diego donation of $200,000 in accordance with Administrative Code 66 and Board of Supervisors’ Policy A-112, Acceptance of Gifts and Donations and authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise and award a construction contract to construct an Americans with Disabilities Act accessible restroom and storage building.  If approved, construction is expected to begin in early 2010 and be completed in summer 2010.  >>

	<Funds in the amount of $400,000 are included in the Fiscal Year 2009 –10 Operational Plan for Capital Project 1008292, San Dieguito Park ADA Ballfield project.  If approved, this request will result in additional costs and revenue of $200,000 for a total project cost of $600,000.  The funding sources are the General Fund ($400,000) and a donation from the Miracle League of San Diego ($200,000).  Costs to date include $22,985 for staff time spent on design and analysis of the project.  If approved, the proposed action will authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise and award a construction contract estimated at $475,000, including contingency.  Remaining project funds estimated at $102,015 will be used for related project costs that include design, survey, material testing, inspections and project management. 	< MacroButton NoMacro The Mountain Empire Community Center, located on County-owned property in the unincorporated community of Campo (Thomas Guide Page 1298, B-7), is leased by the   non-profit agency, Mountain Health and Community Services, Inc.  The Campo-Lake Morena Community Planning Group, community center staff and local residents have long desired to build a playground and picnic area near the community center to enhance local programs and local residents’ enjoyment of the site.

The Mountain Empire Community Center Playground project includes construction of a junior and tot-lot playground, a shaded picnic area with barbecues, and related improvements.  Plans and construction documents were recently completed and funding sufficient to develop Phase I of the project has been assembled.  Phase I of the project includes the playground and tot-lot along with related infrastructure. If approved, construction is scheduled to begin in January/February 2010 with completion in the summer 2010.

The requested action will establish appropriations of $343,000 Mountain Empire Park Land Dedication Ordinance funds for construction of Phase I of the project.  This will supplement existing funding of $107,000 for a total budget of $450,000.  The requested action will also authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise and award a construction contract estimated at $400,000, including contingency.  Remaining project funds of $50,000 will be used for related project costs, including inspection services and project administration.  >>

	< MacroButton NoMacro This is a request by the applicant to vacate an open space easement and irrevocable offer of dedication totaling 1,079 acres.  In 2001, the easement was dedicated and the irrevocable offer of dedication acknowledged by the County of San Diego and City of Chula Vista as biological open space.  The easement and irrevocable offer of dedication were recorded in relation with the Otay Ranch Subregional Plan and the Otay Ranch Phase 2 Resource Management Plan.  In order to vacate the easement and irrevocable offer of dedication, both the County of San Diego and the City of Chula Vista must approve the vacation request.  If the vacation is approved, the land will remain designated as open space as shown in the Otay Ranch Phase 2 Resource Management Plan and will remain as a hardline preserve as designated in the South County Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea Plan, however the easement and irrevocable offer of dedication will no longer exist.  The proposed project includes a substitution of land of equal value and acreage so there will be no resulting loss of open space.  

The proposed substitution of open space land will be granted to the County of San Diego and City of Chula Vista.  The subject property is within the General Plan Land Use Designation of Specific Plan (21) and Impact Sensitive (24).  The Regional Category is Environmentally Constrained Area (ECA) and Special Study Area (SSA), and the zoning designation is Specific Plan (S88) and Limited Control (S87).  The easement and irrevocable offer of dedication are located off Otay Lakes Road, east of SR-125 in the unincorporated Otay Community Planning area. (Thomas Guide Page 1293, B-G/4-5)>>

The County of San Diego and the City of El Cajon entered into an agreement in 1961 for the City to construct, operate and maintain a sewer line located on Gillespie Field.  As part of this sewer line a manhole was located in the area where Taxiway Delta was later constructed. The City and County now desire to raise the elevation of the manhole to be flush with the taxiway elevation to provide access to the sewer line. 
Additionally, as a result of relocation required from the construction of transit and storm water channel improvements, a portion of the City’s sewer pipeline was moved from its original location by third parties.
