	The Corrections and Standards Authority (CSA) has made funding available for California in an effort to assist probation departments in establishing or strengthening the foundation for a Disproportionate Minority Contact (DMC) reduction effort.  This is the second year of a three-phase year-to-year grant project with year one being competitive and the following years being application only.  This is a request to apply for Phase 2 grant funds from CSA.  If approved, the Probation Department will submit a grant application for up to $175,000 for Phase 2, January 1, 2008 through 
December 31, 2008, to continue to improve the on-going DMC efforts in the region.  The continuation of this grant will preserve interagency collaboration and will continue to reinforce San Diego’s leadership position statewide.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If the grant application is approved, the San Diego Probation Department will receive up to $175,000 for DMC efforts in the region.  No staff years are included in this application.  Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Adopted Operational Plan.  If this grant application is approved we will return to your Board to request authorization to accept the grant funds, establish appropriations and procure the services of a consultant.  No additional staff years are requested.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 6, 2006, the Board received the “San Diego County Healthcare Safety Net Study,” prepared by an independent consultant, the Abaris Group.  The study was commissioned at the request of Supervisors Cox and Roberts to provide a long term assessment of the region’s healthcare safety net.  On December 12, 2006, the Board approved the Action Plan for the Safety Net Public-Private Partnership, and directed staff to work with community partners to implement the plan.  The Action Plan was the result of extensive discussion with stakeholders on the recommendations in the Abaris Report, and focused on four areas – Legislative Advocacy; Care Coordination; Enhancing/Leveraging Funding; and South County Issues.  

Today’s report represents the culmination of six months of diligent work by a public-private partnership of hospitals, community clinics, physicians, consumers, health plans, the County and other stakeholders.  More than seventy specific recommendations have been developed to address the four priority areas.  A number of items have already been implemented by your Board.  A comprehensive list of tangible actions are now being recommended, with particular focus on advocacy for key legislative and regulatory priorities; a countywide competitive solicitation to identify and fund best practices/strategies; and streamlining the eligibility and enrollment process.  Support for these efforts provides an opportunity to significantly enhance the safety net in San Diego County. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request was approved by the Board on December 12, 2006 and carried over in the Medical Care Program FY 07/08 Operational Plan.  Five million dollars has been set aside to fund proposals for improving access to care.  There will be no change in net General Fund and no additional staff years.

The last option on the current contract expires June 30, 2008, and HHSA desires to ensure this critical service continues uninterrupted.

	Funds for this request are included in the FY 2007-09 HHSA Operational Plan. Funding sources are Social Services Administration Revenue, Realignment Funds, and Miscellaneous Health Revenues.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 11, 2003 (7), the Board of Supervisors approved an Option Agreement for the purchase for a 0.78-acre site in Alpine, for construction of a new Alpine library.  The site is located north of Alpine Boulevard and is a portion of a property owned and occupied by Alpine Community Center. (Thomas Guide, page 1234, B6).   The total purchase price under the Option Agreement was $256,000.  At the direction of the Board, grant applications were made under the California Library Bond Act (Proposition 14) to obtain funds to construct a new Alpine Library to replace the existing leased facility. The grant applications were unsuccessful.  The option to purchase was subsequently extended through December 31, 2007.  As one condition of the extension, the appraisal was to be updated to reflect current market value of the property at the time the County exercised its option to purchase.  A recent appraisal update indicates the current market value is $435,000.  During the past three years, option consideration payments totaling $36,800 have been paid to the seller for the original option and two extensions. 

The Board is requested to set a hearing for December 11, 2007, to consider exercising the option to purchase the 0.78-acre library site from the Alpine Community Center for the appraised value of $435,000.  Option consideration payments totaling $36,800, previously paid by the County will be credited toward the purchase price, leaving a balance of $398,200.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds in the amount of $10,067 are budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Operational Plan for Capital Project 1000037-Alpine Branch Library Land Acquisition.  The funding source is General Fund.   If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $448,200, based on funds made available from Capital Project 100180-Alpine Branch Library, to be used for the balance of the purchase price of $398,200, title and escrow fees, staff costs to process the purchase, and due diligence costs related to the acquisition, totaling $50,000.  There will be no additional staff years as a result of this action.  Once funds for construction of a new library facility are identified, staff will return to the Board for approval of a funding plan and the library construction project.

	This is a request to approve a total expenditure of $111,892 in Emergency Shelter Grant Program funds for Fiscal Year 2007-2008 for homeless services in response to the County’s 2007 Emergency Shelter Grant Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA). The four programs recommended for funding through this NOFA will provide emergency shelter and services to the region’s homeless persons and families.   The recommended actions will also authorize the Director of Housing and Community Development, in consultation with County Counsel, to implement the above actions by negotiating, executing, and amending contracts that include an initial six-month term, and two one-year options to renew. The options to renew are contingent upon availability of funding and satisfactory performance by the recipients of the 2007-2008 contract awards.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	A total of $198,631 of Emergency Shelter Grant funds for this program is included in the 2007-08 Housing and Community Development Multi-Year Project Budget, a special revenue fund, and $111,892 is recommended for spending in FY 07-08.  The total amount is based on the 2007-08 Federal Emergency Shelter Grant entitlement amounts.   The remaining $86,739 funding amount will be allocated for future year options if awarded.  The funding source is the U.S. Department of Housing and Community Development.  There will be no net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	New Alternatives, Inc. is the County’s service contractor and lessee at San Pasqual Academy.  The current Service Agreement and Lease with New Alternatives involves its lease of County-owned land and facilities and operating the residential program for adolescent foster youth at the Academy.  The Board originally approved New Alternatives Operating and Lease agreement on July 31, 2001 (1).  In June 2003, the County Planning Commission approved modifications to the Major Use Permit for the San Pasqual Academy.  The modification allows for future construction of additional facilities on the campus.   

New Alternatives proposes to construct new student housing as a tenant improvement at the Academy to house 48 more foster youth.  Under the terms of the current lease, New Alternatives is responsible for all costs for tenant improvements. New Alternatives proposes to sublease approximately five unimproved acres of the San Pasqual Academy campus to the San Pasqual Foundation which would provide the financing and take the lead on the construction project.  The proposed student housing would be owned by San Pasqual Academy Foundation during the term of the sublease and become property of the County upon expiration of the Master Lease on September 30, 2016.

The construction of the 48-bed student housing building will also necessitate the build out of classrooms and teachers offices in the remaining unfinished shell space at the San Pasqual Academy Technology and Career Information Center.  The proposal by New Alternatives and the San Pasqual Academy Foundation will allow the County to use funds for improvements to the Academy Technology and Career Information Center that were previously budgeted for new student housing.

The Board is requested to approve:

1) A Third Amendment to the New Alternatives’ Operating and Lease agreement with the County.  This amendment will address certain issues related to the proposed tenant improvement project and update operational requirements.

2)
Consent to New Alternatives’ sublease of a portion of the San Pasqual Academy (a ground sublease) to the San Pasqual Academy Foundation to facilitate the proposed tenant improvement project.

FIRESTORM 2007 RECOVERY -- DEBRIS REMOVAL TO PROTECT THE PUBLIC HEALTH, SAFETY, AND WELFARE (District: All)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The October 2007 Firestorm created massive destruction and devastation.  For this reason, the County must act now to respond to the natural consequences of such a disaster including extraordinary amounts of debris. A proactive stance on debris removal is important to the County environment, and will protect the health, safety and welfare of the entire region.   Burn ash and other fire debris left in place, or handled and/or disposed of improperly, poses a significant and ongoing risk to air quality, water quality and drinking water.
The County formally declared a State of Emergency on October 21, 2007. By October 25th the County began to provide services to fire victims at four ‘one-stop shop’ facilities known as Local Assistance Centers; and by October 27th the County activated its Erosion Control Program, began to perform Erosion Control Homeowners Assessments, and opened five erosion control assistance centers. 

The County of San Diego must manage debris removal from private property to avoid risk to the health and safety of our residents.  Immediate risks include exposure to household hazardous waste, electronic waste and debris, and inhalation hazards such as ash and asbestos. County oversight is necessary to ensure the vast area of San Diego County affected by the fire can become safe as soon as possible, fire victims can begin to rebuild, and the area can recover economically from this disaster.  

This is a proposal to appropriate funding from the State of California and from the County, and authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to hire contractors to complete a comprehensive debris management program. It is also a proposal to give the Chief Administrative Officer, or his designee, authority to negotiate and execute any necessary documents, including but not limited to cooperative agreements with local, state and federal agencies, supplemental worksheets and grant applications, to ensure debris removal can be accomplished quickly and appropriately.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds are not budgeted in the Department of Public Works for this project.  If approved, private property debris removal would result in a current year cost of approximately $30,100,000.  Sources of funding for this project are State Office of Emergency Services ($23,100,000) and the County General Fund fund balance ($7,000,000).  It is anticipated that the County and State may be eligible for up to $15,000,000 of private property insurance reimbursement for this program.  Of that, $3,750,000  (25%) would be the County’s share.  There will be no subsequent year funding and no additional staff years required.

Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to procure, negotiate, award and amend, as necessary, any contracts for fire debris management, including the removal and disposal of debris, at fair and reasonable pricing, subject to the approval of the Directors of the Departments of Public Works and/or Environmental Health for programs administered by those departments.

5. Authorize the Chief Administrative Officer, or his designee, to negotiate and execute any necessary documents, including but not limited to cooperative agreements with local, state and federal agencies, supplemental worksheets, and grant applications, to ensure debris removal can be accomplished quickly and appropriately.

6. Waive the requirements of any Board Policies that require solicitations, advertising, or other competitive procurement practices, including but not limited to the advertising requirements of Board Policy A-87, that may hinder the prompt clean-up of debris.

7. Exclude property owned by any members of the Board of Supervisors from the County’s debris removal program proposed in this Board letter.
