	INTRODUCTION OF AN ORDINANCE ADDING CHAPTER 16, SEX OFFENDER LOITERING ORDINANCE, TO TITLE 3, DIV. 2 OF THE SAN DIEGO COUNTY CODE OF REGULATORY ORDINANCES (DISTRICT: ALL) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	There are more than 4,000 registered sex offenders in San Diego County, the vast majority not on probation or parole.  While living in our communities, these individuals adhere to just one restriction: each must register a home address once a year or whenever they change addresses.  Sadly, many sex offenders who are required to register have disobeyed the law and have failed to do so.  Experts believe that there is no “cure” for sex offenders and recidivism rates remain disturbingly high.  Experts also warn that sex offenders, particularly child predators, frequent areas where potential victims are present.  Individuals already convicted of heinous crimes against children cannot be allowed to loiter around schools, parks and childcare centers, preying on additional victims.
Currently, there is no State law or County ordinance that prohibits those who are required to register as sex offenders from loitering around places where children typically congregate.  Several cities in the region have already adopted ordinances to address this vulnerability.  The County also needs to take action to protect children and families in the unincorporated area.
Today’s action brings before the Board of Supervisors an ordinance that prohibits those who are required to register as sex offenders from loitering on or within 300 feet of public or private schools, parks and other child-oriented locations with the intent to commit a criminal act.  This action will add to the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances, Title 3, Division 2, a new Chapter 16 entitled “Sex Offender Loitering Ordinance.”

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Driving while under the influence of alcohol continues to be a major contributor to traffic crashes and deaths in San Diego County.    

It is imperative that we as a County do all that we can to curtail the senseless loss of life and injury that comes from irresponsible people who decide to drive while under the influence of alcohol.  A promising new device has been shown to help law enforcement better monitor DUI offenders, particularly repeat DUI offenders.  Alcohol-detecting electronic ankle bracelets pro-actively deter offenders from getting behind the wheel and causing injury or death. 

Today’s action will direct the Chief Administrative Officer to work with the Sheriff, District Attorney, and the Probation Department to investigate the feasibility of implementing an alcohol-detecting electronic ankle bracelet monitoring program for DUI offenders in San Diego County and to return to the Board in 90 days with recommendations and options for such a program.

The Workers’ Compensation Fraud Program ($3,995,480), Automobile Insurance Fraud Program ($1,000,000), and the Disability and Health Insurance Fraud Program ($450,000) grants are for the period July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.  The Life and Annuity Insurance Fraud Program ($300,000) grant period is July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2008, and the Organized Auto Insurance Fraud Program ($1,290,000) grant period is July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2009. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Partial funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan in the amount of $5,450,528 and in Fiscal Year 2007-08 in the amount of $5,587,499.  The additional appropriations for Fiscal Year 2006-07 costs and revenue totaling $929,500 of new grant funds for FY 06-07 plus $20,000 carried from previous years, for one-time costs, are included in this letter.  No County match is required for these grants.  If approved, this request will result in the addition of no additional staff years.  The department will reclassify and fund vacant unfunded positions to accommodate the staffing needs.

	This is a request to ratify the submission and authorize the acceptance of two grants administered by the U.S. Department of Justice’s Office of Justice Programs (OJP) totaling $315,845.  The grants, the 2006 DNA Capacity Enhancement Program and the 2006 Forensic Casework DNA Backlog Reduction Program, will augment the Sheriff’s Crime Lab’s current Deoxyribonucleic Acid (DNA) analysis capabilities and facilities.  The grant funding will aid in reducing the turnaround time on DNA cases awaiting analysis and examining evidence from unsolved homicide cases, some of which date back several years.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan.  The funding source is the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs.  If approved, this request will result in $315,845 current year costs and revenue and will require the addition of no staff years.  There is no local match for these funds.

	On May 19, 2006, the San Diego County Cal-ID/Remote Access Network (RAN) Board, a county-wide advisory board that makes recommendations on the distribution of the Cal-ID funds, authorized the procurement of an Automated Fingerprint Identification System (AFIS) upgrade with funding from the Sheriff’s Fingerprint ID Trust Fund. The AFIS is a computerized network that stores and processes fingerprint and palm images. The Sheriff’s Department has a contract with NEC Corporation of America for AFIS maintenance that was executed on July 21, 1998 (12), and expires on April 15, 2009. This is a request to amend the existing contract with NEC for procurement of an upgrade to AFIS.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds of $1.4 million for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan.  Appropriations of $79,169 are requested for additional hardware and sales tax. The funding source is revenue from the Sheriff’s Fingerprint ID Trust Fund. If approved, this request will result in estimated current year costs and revenue of $1,479,169. This request will not require any additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Over the past several years, law enforcement agencies across the United States have been experiencing difficulties in the area of recruiting and retaining qualified applicants.  Unfortunately, the San Diego County Sheriff’s Department is no exception and is experiencing difficulties in recruiting both Law Enforcement and Detention/Court Deputy Sheriff classifications.  This combined with a high attrition rate due to retirements and increased competition with other agencies, has resulted in severe manpower shortages for our County. 
The Sheriff’s Department currently has 229 vacant positions in both Deputy Sheriff classifications.  This shortage prompts mandatory overtime and the cancellation of days off to meet minimum staffing levels.  

The Sheriff’s Department is seeking to recruit and hire 300 deputies in Calendar year 2007 to fill these existing vacancies.  As an over-arching strategy, a professional advertising plan must be developed. 

The Sheriff’s Department lacks the expertise to fully develop this type of advertising plan. This is a request for the Sheriff’s Department to release an RFP for selection of an advertising vendor(s) to assist in developing advertising materials for the Sheriff’s Department.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Sheriff’s Department Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan.  The funding source is General Purpose Revenue.  If approved, this request will result in current year costs up to $150,000.  This proposal will not require additional staff years.

	MOVING BEYOND REVERSE 9-1-1 TO THE NEXT GENERATION OF COMMUNITY NOTIFICATION TECHNOLOGY (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 22, 2005 (18) your Board approved the CAO’s recommendation to solicit proposals for a community notification system, which resulted in the purchase of the Reverse 9-1-1 high velocity phone calling system.  With this system, the Sheriff has the ability to contact the homes and businesses within the unincorporated areas of the County and its contract cities during an emergency.  The telecommunications and mass notification system markets, however, are rapidly evolving, and the technology is advancing exponentially each year.  While Reverse 9-1-1 currently provides a valuable and relatively cost-effective means to make emergency notifications, calling home phones through traditional phone lines is quickly being overtaken by wireless and text-based technology.  The County must position itself to utilize the emerging technology to ensure the ability to quickly and effectively communicate with the public during an emergency. 

If approved, this request will allow the County to continue to utilize Reverse 9-1-1 while the acquisition of a new and more technologically advanced County-wide mass notification system is conducted.  Once procured, the new system will be utilized as the primary means of mass notification, and Reverse 9-1-1 will provide a valuable role as a back-up system.  This will allow the County to have both a modern, wireless, and text based method of notifying citizens, as well as a traditional phone line-based system. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request has not yet been identified.  The Office of Emergency Services will consult with the Unified Disaster Council (UDC), a joint powers authority between the County and all 18 incorporated cities, to explore funding options, including the use of Homeland Security funds.  A sampling of the marketplace for mass notification systems returned a very wide range of costs and fee arrangements.  Vendors may offer a pay-per-use model or offer an annual fee with an unlimited messaging capability.    Upon the review of the proposals, recommendations requesting approval to award a contract, with information on the cost and source of funding, will be brought to your Board.  Funds for issuing the competitive solicitation, which is estimated to be $8,000, are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 25, 2006 (6) the Board of Supervisors adopted amendments to the County’s Social Host Ordinance that strengthened the provisions of the ordinance. In the course of amending the existing social host ordinance, a new subdivision (a) was added to Section 32.1508.  The existing subdivisions of Section 32.1508 were re-designated and re-lettered accordingly.  However, the re-designated and re-lettered subdivisions contained references to the existing subdivisions that should have been changed to reflect the re-designation and re-lettering.  This action would make those changes, reflecting the original legislative intent.  

Due to the impending holiday season, during which there may be occasion to apply and enforce the County’s social host ordinance, this corrective ordinance should be declared by the Board of Supervisors to be an urgency ordinance necessary to protect the health and safety of the public, pursuant to Government Code section 25123(d).

On September 15, 2006, the County of San Diego’s Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) was notified of a second one-year grant award for these projects.    Today’s action will authorize acceptance, and appropriate $181,517 in FY 2006-2007 State funding, to support the two pilot projects.  These actions will meet your Board’s objective to improve outcomes for children and families in the foster care system and meet the goals of the County’s System Improvement Plan.

	PROVIDING TAX RELIEF TO HOMEOWNERS INSTALLING FIRE SPRINKLER SYSTEMS (DISTRICT: 3)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Current State of California Revenue and Taxation (R&T) Code stipulates that fire suppression equipment is not considered “new construction” and therefore is excluded from reassessment when installed in an existing structure.

In the case of a calamity rebuild, the portion of the rebuild that is equivalent to the existing dwelling before the calamity, is considered, “existing structure” and no additional assessment is made for fire sprinklers, whether fire sprinklers were in existence, or not.  
Any construction that did not exist prior to the calamity would be considered “new construction” including fire sprinklers and would therefore be assessed at a new rate.

New fire sprinklers are also assessed.  For example, if the original house was 3,000 square feet and the new house is 4,000 square feet, then the original base value would be re-established.  The additional 1,000 square feet would be valued as “new construction,” including the costs of fire sprinklers.  Yet under current law, if a homeowner voluntarily placed fire suppression sprinklers in an existing dwelling they would be exempt from re-assessment.

This is a request to authorize the Chief Administrative Office to draft a letter for the Chairman’s signature outlining the Board of Supervisor’s position urging the state legislature to amend current state property tax laws by removing the stipulation that fire sprinkler systems in new construction be assessed in the overall value of the dwelling, or building.

As a Board, we should encourage fire safety, not discourage it by supporting additional taxes.

	The County has received a request from the California Statewide Communities Development Authority (the “CSCDA”) to conduct a public hearing as required by Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code in order  to issue tax-exempt revenue bonds (the “Bonds”) in an aggregate amount not to exceed $70 million on behalf of Southern California Presbyterian Homes (the “Borrower”).  The Borrower will use $55 million of the Bonds to refinance a construction loan for the new facility located at 7450 Olivetas Avenue located in La Jolla (the “Project”).  The remaining $15 million will be used for another project located in the City of Duarte who is also conducting its own TEFRA hearing.

CSCDA is a joint exercise of powers authority consisting of numerous California cities, counties and special districts including the County of San Diego.  Section 9 of the Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement requires the local member to approve the project and the issuance of bonds before the CSCDA may issue bonds and to hold a public hearing for purposes of satisfying the public approval requirement of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code (the “Code”) of 1986.  Similar approvals have been given to other conduits financed by CSCDA.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 15, 2002 (19) the Board directed the Chief Financial Officer to take the necessary steps to issue Certificates of Participation (COPs) via the capital financing program sponsored by the San Diego County Capital Asset Leasing Corporation (SANCAL) and on January 12, 2005 (13) the Board approved the financing documents to issue COPs through SANCAL for the construction of the new Edgemoor Skilled Nursing Facility.  Design issues with steel fireproofing, steel fabrication, and heavy rains during the winter of 2004 caused substantial delays to the project schedule and a significant cost increase to complete the construction of Edgemoor.  The project is now planned for a completion date of August 29, 2008 with occupancy anticipated in December 2008. 

On November 1, 2006 (11), the Board authorized the Chief Financial Officer to seek long term financing for the Edgemoor project in an amount not to exceed $43.6 million in COPs to fund increased project costs and capitalized interest payments.

Being presented for approval today are the financing documents to issue additional certificates of participation in lease agreements with SANCAL to pay for additional costs associated with the construction of the new Edgemoor for an amount not to exceed $43.6 million.  This financing is scheduled to close on December 13, 2006.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The issuance of up to an additional $43.6 million in Certificates of Participation (COPs) will result in an average annual lease payment of approximately $3.4 million, subject to market conditions.  These annual lease payments will be reimbursed through approximately 46% of federal financial participation available under SB 1128 and the balance from proceeds available and coming due from the sale and lease of surplus
property at the Edgemoor site, which are being deposited into the Edgemoor Development Fund. Of the maximum of $43.6 million to be issued in COPs, $35.0 million will be deposited into the project fund and the balance will be used for capitalized interest and costs associated with issuance of the COPs.  In May 2006, the Board appropriated $15.0 million of general fund fund balance to maintain progress on the project.  Of that $15.0 million, $5.3 million has been spent to date, leaving $9.7 million of available general fund fund balance.  On November 1, 2006 (11) the Board authorized the County to recover the $5.3 million spent.  Therefore, of the $35.0 million in bond proceeds that will be used for the project fund, $5.3 million will reimburse the general fund, $9.7 million will be substituted for the general fund fund balance remaining as a source of revenue for the project, and $20.0 million of bond proceeds will fund the increased costs related to project completion.  If approved, this request will result in additional appropriations and revenue of $20.0 million in Capital Project 1000235. There will be no additional staff years as a result of this action.
