	REMOVING THE DESIGNATIONS OF "AN AREA DEVOTED CHIEFLY TO GRAZING" AND "OPEN RANGE" FROM THE BARONA RANCH INDIAN RESERVATION (DISTRICT: 2)

(CARRYOVER FROM 10/27/04, AGENDA NO. 7)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 27, 2004 (7), the Board of Supervisors continued the item to November 23, 2004.

In 1960, the United States Department of the Interior, Office of Indian Affairs, requested the County to either fence the portion of Wildcat Canyon Road that traversed the Barona Indian Reservation or declare the area "Open Range."  On July 19, 1960 (85), the Board adopted an Open Range ordinance that included the Barona Indian Reservation. Open Range is a legal term for areas where livestock are allowed to freely roam and they have the legal right of way when crossing the roads.  Subsequent State law changed the designation for these areas from Open Range to "an area chiefly devoted to grazing." On January 10, 1974 (1), the Board declared the Barona Indian Reservation an area devoted chiefly to grazing.  

In March 2004, the Barona Tribal Gaming Authority applied for a license from the California Department of Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) to sell alcoholic beverages at certain locations within the Barona Valley Ranch Resort and Casino.  On June 14 and 15, 2004, ABC held an administrative hearing to determine whether or not the requested license should be issued.  During the hearing, representatives from the Barona Band of Mission Indians testified that the only remaining cow on reservation land is fenced and that the Tribe has no plans of expanding cattle grazing operations.  Testimony from tribal representatives at the ABC hearing regarding the state of cattle grazing activities on the reservation reflects the change in use of reservation land from “an area chiefly devoted to grazing” or “Open Range” to resort and gaming operations.  

This is a request to repeal sections 62.1107. and 72.263. of the San Diego County Code to remove the "Open Range" and "an area devoted chiefly to grazing" designations from the Barona Indian Reservation.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	As a result of the proposed action, the County may elect to remove signs warning motorists of the possibility of livestock on Wildcat Canyon Road.  The proposed action to remove the designations of “Open Range” and “an area chiefly devoted to grazing” does not require the removal of these warning signs to be effective.  If the County elects to remove some or all of the signs, funds for this activity are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Road Fund.  There is, accordingly, no anticipated fiscal impact from the proposed action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 27, 2004 (1), the Board of Supervisors continued the Hearing to November 23, 2004, at 9:00 a.m., reopening the Hearing for public testimony.

On October 6, 2004 (1), the Board of Supervisors closed the public testimony portion of the Hearing and continued the Hearing to October 27, 2004 at 9:00 am.
The project proposes to amend the Steele Canyon/Loma Del Sol Specific Plan and to modify the Major Use Permit for the Steele Canyon Golf Course to allow the use of groundwater for irrigation purposes.  The proposal would allow intermittent groundwater extraction to supply all or portions of the water needed to irrigate the golf course and the common landscaped areas within the residential portion of the development.  Groundwater is proposed to be drawn from eight wells and would be used to irrigate 150 acres of golf course and 12 acres of common landscaped areas, which includes roadside landscaping, four pocket parks, and a clubhouse area.  Also, the Major Use Permit Modification includes a change that would allow the golf course to be private.  This Specific Plan is located northerly of Jamul Drive between Cotton Springs Lane and Fowler Canyon Road and is on the boundary between the Valle de Oro and Jamul/Dulzura Planning Areas.

	The Board of Supervisors has placed a high priority on strengthening regional preparedness for acts of terrorism or other disasters as reflected by prior Board actions approving priority projects to improve emergency preparedness.  Today’s action requests Board authorization to accept an initial allocation of $575,000 from the federal government to participate in a prototype surveillance project to detect bioterrorism events or other public health emergencies.  This action will also establish appropriations and authorize Purchasing and Contracting to enter into negotiations and subject to successful negotiations to enter into contracts to further strengthen the County’s ability to rapidly detect and respond to bioterrorism or other public health emergencies. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the FY 2004-2006 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in an increase of $575,000 in current year cost and revenue in the Health and Human Services Agency.  The funding sources are the Department of Homeland Security and Defense Threat Reduction Agency. There will be no change to net General Fund costs and no additional staff years in the Health and Human Services Agency budget.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	In order to ensure the accuracy of public assistance benefits provided through the Health and Human Services Agency to eligible low-income individuals and families in San Diego County, the Agency conducts monthly quality control case reviews by centralized staff and line supervisors.  

Currently, review results are maintained on more than thirty separate single-user databases and other systems that are not linked. With over a thousand benefit cases reviewed monthly, the capacity of these systems will soon be reached. Additionally, maintenance and management of these databases, compilation of management reports, assessment of data, and implementation of quality improvement strategies place  increasing demands on  staff resources.

Today’s item requests the Board of Supervisors to authorize the competitive procurement of a Quality Assurance and Supervisory Case Review database for the Health and Human Services Agency.  The new database would increase performance efficiency of  quality assurance tasks by combining data from current distinct  databases.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Operational Plan.  If approved, this item will result in an estimated $250,000 Fiscal Year 2004-2005 cost and revenue, and an estimated $50,000 in annual costs and revenue in subsequent years.  The funding source is the State Fraud Incentive funds.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years required.

	MENTAL HEALTH SERVICES, CONDITIONAL RELEASE PROGRAM CONTRACTS AND EXTENSIONS  (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Conditional Release Program is part of the California Department of Mental Health’s statewide system of community-based treatment and supervision for judicially committed clients and mentally ill offenders.  The primary mission of the Conditional Release Program is to protect the public’s safety by reducing and/or preventing re-offenses after clients are released into the community by the Superior Court or the State Department of Corrections.

Clients in the Conditional Release Program receive core clinical/case management services established by the California Department of Mental Health.  These services include weekly individual and group therapy sessions, monthly home visits, random substance abuse screening, twice monthly psychiatric visits, regular contact with significant others, and a thorough annual mental health assessment.  The State funds these services through a revenue contract with the County of San Diego, Health and Human Services Agency, which maintains contracts with community providers.  

On May 8, 2001 (2), the Board approved the Conditional Release contracts for terms ending December 31, 2004. Today’s action will authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to extend the current contracts for six months to June 30, 2005 while the County releases a Request for Statements of Qualifications (RFSQ) to create a list of pre-qualified firms, which is expected to be limited due to the specialized nature of these services. Approval of this action will authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate with the current contract providers and any other interested, qualified, and licensed providers, and award contracts to other licensed providers as they become qualified, for contract terms of one year with four renewal option years through June 30, 2010, plus an additional six months if needed. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds are included in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in FY 2004-05 cost and revenue of $89,500. There is no change in General Fund costs and no additional staff years. The funding source is the California Department of Mental Health Conditional Release Program Grant. The grant funds are anticipated to be available for fiscal years 2005-2006 and for the following four years. The contracts are contingent on continued grant funding.

The annual submission of applications to the California Department of Insurance seeks to continue funding of the District Attorney’s Automobile Insurance and Workers’ Compensation Insurance Fraud Programs, which have been in operation since 1989 and 1992 respectively.  The Automobile and Workers' Compensation Insurance Fraud Units investigate and prosecute fraudulent automobile and workers' compensation insurance claims in order to reduce the frequency and severity of future insurance fraud.  Fiscal Year 2004-2005 applications are now being accepted for funding of enhanced investigation and prosecution of automobile and workers’ compensation insurance fraud.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Operational Plan in the amount of $3,892,181.  The District Attorney applied for a total allocation of $4,819,645 million in Fiscal Year 2004-2005 to allow for program expansion.  If the grant awards exceed the budgeted amounts and if appropriation changes are required, the Office of the District Attorney will return to the Board of Supervisors.  The funding source is the California Department of Insurance.  The Adopted State Budget did not impact this funding source.
