	CONTINUED SUPPORT FOR EMPLOYEES ORDERED TO ACTIVE MILITARY DUTY  (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Since 1996, the Board of Supervisors has pledged to support all County employees serving in the reserve military who are called to active military service by ensuring that they receive the same level of salary and benefits while on active duty service to the U.S. Armed Forces as they would in service to the County of San Diego.  On September 25, 2001 (21), on initiative from Supervisors Cox and Roberts, the Board amended the Compensation Ordinance for employees ordered to active military duty to combat terrorism following the attacks of September 11, 2001.   Most recently, on October 29, 2002 (2), the Board of Supervisors adopted a Board Letter docketed by Supervisor Cox again extending the Compensation Ordinance through December 31, 2004.  

Our nation is engaged in military conflict in Iraq.  Members of the armed forces nationwide are being called into active duty in support of the continuing fight against terrorism both at home and abroad.  It is vital that the County reaffirm our commitment to support all County employees who are called into active duty, no matter where or under which campaign their military service may occur.

To date, 98 County employees have proudly served our country in the war on terrorism.   Approval of today’s request to extend the compensation ordinance leave provision through December 31, 2006 will ensure that the twenty-two employees currently on active duty will continue to receive the equivalent of their full County salary and benefits.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This report summarizes the first quarter status of the County’s Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan as measured by projected year-end fund balance.  The projected fund balance from current year operations for the General Fund is $44.2 million and for all budgetary funds combined is $84.4 million.

This letter also recommends budget adjustments to establish appropriations from available Fiscal Year 2003-04 fund balance to reimburse departments for Quality First payments made to employees and to make various other budget adjustments to ensure that obligations are met, to correct amounts budgeted, or to otherwise enable the effective delivery of County services.   Further, the Board is asked to make necessary certifications and ratify revenue agreements or accept grants for various programs contained in the County’s Operational Plan. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for a portion of these requests are not budgeted. These actions will cancel budgeted appropriations and the related sources of funding in the amount of $10,805,650. If approved, these actions will establish additional appropriations of $20,745,580 resulting in a net increase in appropriations of $9,939,930.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County Library has received numerous gifts from individuals and groups that are interested in promoting library service to their communities.  County of San Diego Administrative Code, Section 66, permits the acceptance of gifts by the administrative head of each department of the County, subject to ratification by the Board of Supervisors.   A report of all individual gifts not exceeding $5,000 is required as well as Board of Supervisors approval to accept individual gifts over $5,000.    This action will ratify or accept gifts received by the County Library between the period of July 1, 2003 and June 30, 2004. 

The Board of Supervisors authorized the County Library on November 10, 1998 (54) to apply for California State Library Literacy Services grants in multiple years, through 2008-09.  The grant for Fiscal Year 2004-05 in the amount of $91,120 has been approved and funded by the State.  Board of Supervisor’s approval is requested to accept the grant.

On December 4, 2001 (18) the Board of Supervisors authorized the County Library to have on-going authority to apply for and receive grants for staff education and enhancement. The California State Library’s Public Library Staff Education grant for Fiscal Year 2004-05 in the amount of $20,576 has been approved and funded by the State.  Board of Supervisor’s approval is requested to accept the grant and establish appropriations in the amount of $20,576.

The State Library offered two grant opportunities for federal Library Service and Technology Grants with short application filing deadlines.  The short application deadlines did not allow time to seek approval from the Board of Supervisors prior to submitting the grant applications.  The County Library applied for both grants: a $40,000 Global Languages Materials grant and a $25,000 California Cultural Crossroads grant.  The State Library informed the County Library that both grants have been awarded.  The Board of Supervisors is requested to ratify the County Library Director’s action to apply for the grants and to accept the grants.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Acceptance of the County Library Report of gifts has no fiscal impact in FY 2004-05.  The County Library received $584,018 in FY 2003-04.

Literacy Grant: Funds for this request are budgeted and the funding source is a California State Library Literacy Services grant.  This request will result in current year cost and revenue of $91,120.  No additional staff years are required.

Public Library Staff Education Grant:  Funds for this request are not budgeted and the funding source is a California State Library grant.  This request will result in current year cost and revenue of $20,576.  No additional staff years are required.

Global Language Materials Grant:  Funds for this request are budgeted and the funding sources is a federal Library Services and Technology Act grant.  This request will result in a current year cost and revenue of  $40,000.  No additional staff years are required.
California Cultural Crossroads Grant:  Funds for this request are budgeted and the funding source is a federal Library Services and Technology Act grant.  This request will result in a current year cost and revenue of  $25,000.  No additional staff years are required.

	The Fiscal Year 2004-05 Citizen’s Option for Public Safety (COPS) Program provides $2,409,540 of State general funds to the County of San Diego for the purposes of expanding front line law enforcement services, enhancing criminal prosecution, and augmenting Sheriff detention services. The County’s allocation is to be distributed as follows: $690,084 for the Sheriff’s law enforcement services; $859,728 for the Sheriff’s detention services; and $859,728 for the District Attorney’s criminal prosecution services. In accordance with the COPS Program funding requirements, the Board of Supervisors is requested to receive and allocate the FY 2004-05 funds to the Sheriff and District Attorney in accordance with spending priorities established by those departments. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	District Attorney:

This request will accept $859,728 in Citizen’s Option for Public Safety Program funding, $2,627 more than the amount included in the District Attorney’s FY 2004-05 Adopted Operational Plan for this proposal.  Based on over realized COPS funding, the District Attorney will increase budgeted FY 2004-05 salaries and benefits by $2,627.  If approved, this request will result in current year costs and revenue of $859,728 and will not require the addition of any staff years.  No matching funds are required. 

Sheriff:

This request will accept $1,549,812 ($690,084 for Law Enforcement and $859,728 for Detention Services) for the Sheriff’s Department in Citizen’s Option for Public Safety Program funding, $337,847 less than the amount included in the Sheriff’s FY 2004-2005 Adopted Operational Plan for this proposal.  To realign COPS Program funding with State funding, the Sheriff will decrease budgeted FY 2004-2005 salaries and benefits by $337,847.  If approved, this request will result in current year costs and revenue of $1,549,812 and will not require the addition of any staff years.  No matching funds are required.
