	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 9, 2005 (3) the Board of Supervisors set the Hearing for December 7, 2005 at 9:00 a.m.

On January 15, 2003 (9), at the request of Supervisor Bill Horn, the Board authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to take the necessary steps to begin work on a draft master plan for the San Luis Rey River Park and coordinate efforts with Caltrans and SANDAG staff working on the improvements to State Route 76.  The proposed regional park would stretch approximately nine miles, parallel to State Route 76 along the San Luis Rey River from the Old Bonsall Bridge to Interstate 15.  The park would protect the San Luis Rey River and surrounding sensitive habitat, as well as offer active and passive recreation opportunities, including trails and sports fields.    On July 13, 2005 (5), the Board established appropriations in the amount of $5,000,000 for acquisitions in the San Luis Rey River Park.

The Board is requested to set a hearing for December 7, 2005 to consider the purchase of 116.56 acres of land in Bonsall from San Luis Rey Downs Enterprises, LLC for the appraised value of $3,200,000.  The land is located between Mission Road and Old River Road (Thomas Guide, Page 1067-J4).

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Should the Board approve the purchase of the property for $3,200,000 on December 7, 2005, funds for the purchase will be provided by existing budgeted funds available in Capital Project 1007108 – San Luis Rey River Park Acquisitions.  If approved, there will be a current year cost of $3,200,000 for the acquisition, no annual cost, and no additional staff years will be required.  Management of the acquired property will be funded with existing budgeted resources in the Department of Parks and Recreation.

	TRANSPORTATION IMPACT FEE REVIEW AND ADJUSTMENTS (DISTRICTS: ALL) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) was changed in 2002 as a result of a court case which eliminated the “de minimus” exception to the requirement to consider cumulative impacts from development projects.  In response to this change in State law, the County of San Diego designed the Transportation Impact Fee.  The Transportation Impact Fee allows developers, large and small, to deal with cumulative traffic impacts by paying a fee rather than conducting expensive individual studies.  These fees will be used to defray the costs of constructing transportation facilities necessary to accommodate increased traffic generated by future development.  When combined with public funds to correct existing capacity deficiencies, there will be resources to provide a transportation system that operates at an acceptable level of service throughout the unincorporated county.
On April 13, 2005 (1), the Board adopted the Fallbrook and Ramona Transportation Impact Fee Report, and the County of San Diego Interim Transportation Impact Fee Report, and adopted Title 7, Division 7 of the San Diego County Code as the enabling ordinance for the Transportation Impact Fee programs.  Part of the action directed that staff report back to the Board after the ordinance was in effect for 180 days with any needed changes.

This item provides the report and includes a request to adjust Transportation Impact Fee Ordinance fee schedules to 1) amend Section 77.208, categories, to reference the SANDAG Guide of Vehicular Traffic Generation Rates For the San Diego Region; and 2) simplify and clarify language related to calculation of credits and reductions. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Adoption of Transportation Impact Fees adjustments will result in no current year costs and require no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	These fees provide developers with a mechanism for complying with requirements of CEQA related to identification and mitigation of cumulative traffic impacts.  The program allows developers to contribute a fair share to fund infrastructure improvements needed to serve new development.

	APPROVE ESTABLISHMENT OF APPROPRIATIONS IN THE DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH AS A RESULT OF THE PASSAGE OF THE MOSQUITO, VECTOR, AND DISEASE CONTROL ASSESSMENT (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 13, 2005 (1), the Board of Supervisors accepted and confirmed the results that property owners supported the Mosquito, Vector, and Disease Control Assessment by 61.46%.  The Fiscal Year 2005-06 budget that was approved with this Measure is $9.5 million, of which $2.3 million is one-time costs. Since these one-time costs will not recur in Fiscal Year 2006-07, the second year budget will be considerably less, resulting in a decrease in the benefit assessment rate paid by county property owners.  

Board of Supervisors action is requested today to approve: (1) the establishment of appropriations of $2,575,241 to begin the implementation of Vector Control Program improvements and enhancements approved by property owners; (2) the addition of six (6) permanent positions to provide vector control services; and (3) the purchase of twenty-nine (29) additional vehicles. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Department of Environmental Health: 

Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of Environmental Health. The funding source is the Vector Control Benefit Assessment.
If approved, this request will result in current year direct cost of $2,523,737 and revenue of $2,575,241.  Services proposed for ongoing funding will be included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan for FY 2006-07 and 2007-08. Cost and revenue amounts will be adjusted for negotiated salary increases, other cost adjustments, or service level changes.  Approval of this request will require the addition of six (6) positions. 

Fleet Internal Service Fund: 

Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The funding source is an operating transfer and revenue from the Department of Environmental Health.  If approved, this request will result in estimated current year costs of $730,447, and subsequent year costs of $165,591, which will be included in the Fleet Services Internal Service Fund Spending Plan, and will require the addition of no staff years.

Find in accordance with Section 15061(b)(3) of the State of California               Environmental Quality Act Guidelines that it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the activity in question may have a significant effect on the environment and is, therefore, not subject to the California Environmental Quality Act.

2. Find in accordance with Section 15262 of the State of California  Environmental Quality Act Guidelines that the appropriation of $100,000 to engage a consultant to advise on a process for implementing the proposed Vector Habitat Remediation Program, and related activities by the Department of Environmental Health, are exempt from California Environmental Quality Act as a project involving only feasibility or planning studies for possible future actions which the Board of Supervisors have not approved, adopted, or funded.

3. Approve the request for six (6) additional permanent positions to provide vector control services. Direct the Department of Human Resources to classify these positions at the appropriate levels.

4. Establish appropriations of $1,904,642 in the Department of Environmental Health to provide vector control services, based on unanticipated revenue from the Vector Control Benefit Assessment. (4 VOTES)
5. Approve the purchase of twenty-nine (29) additional vehicles.

6. Establish appropriations of $670,599 in the General Fund Contribution to Fleet Internal Service Fund to provide funding to the Fleet Services Internal Service Fund for the purchase of twenty-nine additional vehicles, based on unanticipated revenue from the Vector Control Benefit Assessment. (4 VOTES)
7. Amend the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Fleet Services Internal Service Fund Spending Plan in the amount of $730,447 to provide funding for the purchase of twenty-nine vehicles ($670,599) and related vehicle depreciation, fuel, and maintenance ($59,848) based on an operating transfer and charges in the General Fund.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Traffic Advisory Committee (TAC) meets every six weeks to review proposed changes or additions to regulatory traffic controls.  Twenty-four items were on the Committee's October 7, 2005, meeting agenda. The Committee recommends your action on seventeen items, as seven items were continued prior to the meeting. Items 2-A and 2-D were continued at the request of the Valle de Oro Community Planning Group. Items 2-B and 2-C  were continued at the request of the Lakeside Community Planning Group.  Items 5-A and 5-B  were continued at the request of the Rancho Santa Fe Association. Item 5-C was continued by staff. All seventeen remaining items are recommended for action, with two items (Items 2-F4 and 2-F5) requesting a continuance to the next TAC meeting.

This item also includes a TAC recommendation (Item A) regarding storage of recreational vehicles on residential streets. The California Highway Patrol and County staff constantly receive citizen complaints expressing frustration with numerous recreational vehicle owners who continually store their vehicles on residential streets.  
The existing 72-hour parking maximum is not providing the necessary level of control to address these situations. Many of the recreational vehicles have the same wheelbase size as commercial vehicles and cause sight obstructions and other traffic problems.
To address this problem, the TAC requests that the Board direct the Chief Administrative Officer to research the feasibility of amending Section 72.126. of the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances which prohibits the parking or standing in residential areas of commercial vehicles having a manufacturer’s gross weight rating of 10,000 pounds or more to apply to any vehicles; and to research the process in which state regulations addressing the parking or standing of recreational vehicles on residential streets have been implemented.

	General Plan 2020 project is the comprehensive update of the San Diego County General Plan.  The General Plan establishes the future growth and development patterns for the unincorporated area of the County.  Currently the Department of Planning and Land Use has a contract with Wallace Roberts & Todd, LLC, to provide consulting services for General Plan 2020. This request for a contact amendment is to solely extend the time period for the contract to November 1, 2007, in order for the consultant to complete the tasks outlined in the current Scope of Work.

	The Department of Public Works has a need for consultant services on an immediate and temporary basis for design engineering for various Department of Public Works projects.  Use of consultants will enhance the Department’s ability to complete project designs in a timely manner. 

Four engineering consultant firms were selected in accordance with provisions of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services: Boyle Engineering Corporation, Carollo Engineers, Nasland Engineering and Pountney Psomas.  Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for architectural, engineering, environmental and other professional services.  This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  
Board Policy F-40 describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection.  In accordance with provisions of the policy, the selection committee interviewed consultant firms from the Joint County/City/Port of San Diego consultant list for Civil Engineering Services.  The firms selected were ranked highest among firms interviewed for this project.
This is a request to approve four separate agreements with individual firms to provide design engineering services for fees not to exceed $250,000 each for Boyle Engineering Corporation, Carollo Engineers, and Nasland Engineering, and $200,000 for Pountney Psomas.  Agreements will end on December 30, 2008, or when funds are exhausted or services are no longer required, whichever shall occur first.  The agreements authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date and adjust billing rates on an annual basis to fair and reasonable rates that are mutually agreed upon.

In this eminent domain action related to the Valley Center Road widening project,  by vote of all Board members present and voting “Aye”, (Districts 2 & 4 absent), the Board authorized Payments and expenditures of not less than $105, 650 to acquire and improve properties necessary to the project.
Item 15D:  An item involving potential litigation: By vote of all Board members present and voting “Aye”, (Districts 2 & 4 absent), the Board accepted the terms of a proposed settlement that will avoid the need to take enforcement action.



There being no further business, the Board adjourned at 10:46 a.m. in the memory of Mary Sherrill, Evelyn L. Smith, Jason Baldwin and George H. Wright.
