	OVERVIEW:

	
	The California Air Toxics “Hot Spots” Information and Assessment Act is a state-mandated program enacted in 1987 to evaluate toxic air contaminant emissions, determine what emissions present public health concerns, notify affected members of the public, and reduce significant risks.  

The law requires the Air Pollution Control District (District) to publish an annual report of program efforts and results.  The 2002 Air Toxics “Hot Spots” Program Report summarizes the program elements, current program status, emission estimates, health risk assessment results, current public notifications status, and conclusions drawn to date. 

In 2002, the District continued to update and refine its estimates of toxic air contaminant emissions from stationary sources.  The 1,800 businesses inventoried under the program emit approximately 1,600 tons per year of toxic air contaminants, a reduction of 80% (5,025 tons per year) since 1989.  These current emissions represent 11% of the total 15,400 tons of toxic air contaminants emitted in the region annually.  The majority (69%) of emissions come from automobiles and other mobile sources.  The remainder is emitted by area sources (17%) such as consumer products and architectural coatings, and natural sources (3%) such as wildfires.

The District continued to monitor declining ambient levels of toxic air contaminants at its stations in El Cajon and Chula Vista in 2002.  Since 1990, a 60% reduction in the incremental cancer risk from measured air toxics has been observed in El Cajon and a 52% reduction in Chula Vista.

Also in 2002, under the leadership of Supervisor Cox, the District collaborated with community members and the Air Resources Board to identify the causes for high levels of hexavalent chrome, a potent carcinogen, measured in the air in a neighborhood of the Barrio Logan community.  Several hundred air samples at 20 locations were collected and analyzed.  Two nearby plating shops and other possible sources were investigated.  Progress reports were provided regularly to residents and a local community work group.  Emissions from one plating shop were identified as a significant contributor to the high levels.  The shop was shut down, hazardous materials removed, and contaminated soil excavated.

The Air Pollution Control Board is required to hold a public hearing on the 2002 program report.  If approved, the report will be disseminated to city councils, local health officials, and other interested persons as required by state law.
