	This letter recommends budget adjustments to cancel and or fund various appropriations in the Redevelopment Agency’s Upper San Diego River Redevelopment Improvement Project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for a portion of these requests are not budgeted. These actions will cancel budgeted appropriations and the related sources of funding in the amount of $797,537.
If approved, these actions will establish additional appropriations of $675,000 resulting in a net decrease in appropriations of $122,537.  

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Waive Board Policy A-91, Mid-Year Budget Changes.

2. Cancel appropriations of $675,000 in the Redevelopment Agency’s Upper San Diego River Redevelopment Improvement Project Capital Fund and related tax increment revenue due to decreasing debt in relation to accumulated available resources.  

3. Establish appropriations of $552,463 in the Redevelopment Agency’s Upper San Diego River Redevelopment Improvement Project (USDRIP) Capital Fund for administrative costs based on FY 04-05 fund balance available. (4 VOTES)
4. Cancel appropriations of $122,537 in the Redevelopment Agency’s Upper San Diego River Redevelopment Improvement Project (USDRIP) Housing Fund and related revenue from the USDRIP Capital Fund due to decreasing debt in relation to accumulated available resources.  

5. Establish appropriations of $122,537 in the USDRIP Housing Fund for administrative costs related to management of the USDRIP portion of the Redevelopment Agency based on FY 04-05 fund balance available. (4 VOTES)
