ORDINANCE NO. 9455 (New Series)

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ADMINISTRATIVE CODE REGARDING

CALWIN PROJECT, LONG-TERM ASSIGNMENT REIMBURSEMENT

The Board of Supervisors of the County of San Diego ordains as follows:

Section 1. Section 497, regarding “CalWIN Project, Long-Term Assignment Reimbursement”, of the Administrative Code is hereby added and reads as follows:

SECTION 498:  CALWIN PROJECT, LONG-TERM ASSIGNMENT REIMBURSEMENT

This assignment premium is intended for use for long term assignments to the CalWIN Project that will last one year or more, and meets IRS guidelines for the payment of income taxes on the reimbursements received.  This premium will be subject to the guidelines set forth in the CalWIN Policy Long-Term Assignment Policy, developed by the Welfare Client Data System (WCDS) Consortium, dated August 14, 2001, or its subsequent amendments.

Section 2. Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect thirty (30) days after its adoption.  Within fifteen (15) days after the date of adoption of this ordinance, a summary shall be published once with the name of those members voting for and against the same in the newspaper of general circulation published in the County of San Diego.

Section 3. Operative Date. This ordinance shall be operative the first day of the pay period following the thirty (30) days after its adoption.
