ORDINANCE NO. 9508 (NEW SERIES)

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 496 AND ADDING 

ARTICLE LXII (COMMENCING WITH SECTION 940)

TO THE SAN DIEGO COUNTYADMINISTRATIVE CODE

RELATING TO THE OFFICE OF EMERGENCY SERVICES

AND AUTOMOBILE ALLOWANCES

The Board of Supervisors of the County of San Diego ordains as follows:

Section 1.  Section 496 of the San Diego County Administrative Code is amended to read as follows:

Section 496.  AUTOMOBILE ALLOWANCE.


Each of the County Officers and Executive Management Staff hereinafter designated, as such designation may be hereafter modified from time to time, may elect to be paid a monthly allowance as hereinafter set forth for the use of a non-County vehicle in the performance of their duties subject to the following conditions: 

(a) The allowance shall cover all costs of acquisition, maintenance servicing, lubrication, fuel and operation of said vehicle for such County use. 

(b) Each such officer shall at his/her own expense for the period covered by such allowance provide insurance protecting such officer in the use of such vehicle against liability for bodily and property damage in not less than the following amounts:  bodily injury, each person $100,000; each accident $300,000; property damage $25,000. 

(c) Election to utilize the allowance shall be in writing and filed with the Chief Administrative Officer. 

(d) The following table of rates of automobile allowances are established, and officers authorized to receive such allowances shall be paid that monthly amount set forth in the allowance rate appearing after the title of that officer:

Section 2.  Article LXII (commencing with Section 940) is hereby added to the Administrative Code to read as follows:

ARTICLE LXII  

      OFFICE OF EMERGENCY SERVICES

Section 940.  RECOGNITION OF OFFICE OF EMERGENCY SERVICES.

There is in the County an Office of Emergency Services, hereafter in this Article referred to as the Office, under the supervision of the Chief Administrative Officer.  All references in this Code or the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances to the Office of Disaster Preparedness shall be deemed to refer to the Office of Emergency Services.


Section 941.  RECOGNITION OF DIRECTOR OF THE OFFICE OF EMERGENCY SERVICES.


There is in the County and in the Office a position of Director of the Office of Emergency Services, hereafter in this Article referred to as the Director.  All references in this Code or the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances to the Director of the Office of Disaster Preparedness shall be deemed to refer to the Director of the Office of Emergency Services.  Such position shall be in the Unclassified Service of the County and shall be filled by appointment by the Chief Administrative Officer in accordance with the County Charter, Rules of the Civil Service Commission and County ordinances.


Section 942.  DUTIES OF DIRECTOR.


The Director shall act under the supervision of the Chief Administrative Officer and shall exercise general supervision of all functions of the Office and shall comply with all local, state and federal laws, regulations, and directives.  Director shall perform all functions authorized to be performed by the Director of the Office of Disaster preparedness in sections 31.101-31.104 of the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances.


Section 943.  DIRECTOR TO APPOINT PERSONNEL.


The Director shall appoint and employ such personnel as may be necessary to conduct the business of the Office.  All appointments and employments made by the Director shall be in accordance with the provisions of the County Charter, Rules of the Civil Service Commission and County ordinances.


Section 944.  DIRECTOR TO PREPARE BUDGET AND SUPERVISE EXPENDITURES.


The Director shall prepare and submit to the Chief Administrative Officer the required annual itemized estimates of expenditures and revenues for the Office. The Director shall supervise the expenditure of all funds allocated to the Office and review expenditures of those funds.
