AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 

364.3 OF THE SAN DIEGO COUNTY 

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE TO ADD A 

NEWLY ESTABLISHED ZIP CODE TO THE

DIRECT MARKETING TRAVEL FEE 

ZIP CODE DESIGNATIONS

The Board of Supervisors of the County of San Diego ordains as follows:



Section 1.  The Board of Supervisors finds and determines that it is necessary to add a newly established zip code to the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures’ listing of zip codes for the Direct Marketing Travel Fee, due to the addition of a new zip code by the U.S. Postal Service.  The Board also finds that the addition of this new zip code will not result in any change in the travel fees charged by the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures.  



Section 2.  Section 364.3 of the San Diego County Administrative Code is hereby amended to read as follows:
