AN ORDINANCE ADDING SECTION 72.128.


TO THE SAN DIEGO COUNTY CODE RELATING TO TRAFFIC


REGULATIONS IN THE COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO


              The Board of Supervisors of the County of San Diego ordains as follows:


Section 72.128. of  the San Diego County Code is added to read as follows:

SEC. 72.128. ROAD COMMISSIONER TO ERECT DISABLED PARKING SPACES.
        The Road Commissioner shall erect and maintain "Disabled Parking Spaces" 

signs complying with provisions set forth in Section 22511.7. of the Vehicle Code where 

a Civil or Traffic Engineer licensed by the State of California has determined traffic 

safety and/or roadway operation will be enhanced, the proposed “disabled parking” sign 

is supported by the applicant (or guardian) meeting the requirements designated by 

local authorities in accordance with Section 22511.7. and the proposed “disabled 

parking” sign shall be supported by the Community Planning/Sponsor Group (where 

applicable). If there is opposition to the proposed “disabled parking” sign the matter will 

be reviewed by the San Diego County Traffic Advisory Committee as a full item and a 

recommendation will be submitted to the Board.   The Road Commissioner shall also erect and maintain "Disabled Parking” signs when designated by the Board by resolution.
