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Asian Citrus Psyllid Treatment Options for Retail Nurseries
Currently, three of the pesticides approved for treating ACP (Asian citrus psyllid) are labeled for use at retail nurseries.  This document addresses use of these pesticides.  To be used at retail nurseries, the pesticide label must list “industrial” sites.  To treat plants with a pesticide not labeled for industrial sites, a retail nursery must obtain written approval from CDFA to transport their plants to a production nursery within the quarantine area.  This meets the site requirement of the labels not approved for retail nurseries.  It is up to each retail nursery to find a production nursery willing to help.  Industry groups such as CANGC may be able to provide assistance. 
The pesticides approved for treating ACP at retail nurseries are:
Merit 2F Reg. # 432-1312

Merit 2F can be used in non-production retail nurseries based on language found under the heading for "Recommended Applications" that state: "For use only in and around industrial (emphasis added) and commercial buildings and residential areas.  Per Department of Pesticide Regulation guidance, "retail nurseries" are considered an "industrial" non-agricultural use.  
CoreTect Tree and Shrub Tablets Insecticide Reg. # 432-1457 (SLN CA-080016) and
Tempo SC Ultra Reg. # 432-1363 (SLN CA-080015)

CoreTect Tree and Shrub Tablets Insecticide and Tempo SC Ultra can be used in non-production retail nurseries based on language found under the heading for "Directions for Use" that state: "For use in and around residential areas, industrial (emphasis added) and commercial buildings.  These directions can be found on the appropriate SLN for each product.  
A licensed and registered pest control business, the retail nursery owner, or employees of the retail nursery (trained per 3 CCR 6724, with the training documented) may make the application.  If applied by the retail nursery owner, or employees, operator and site identification numbers (OID/SID) are required for CoreTect Tree and Shrub Tablets Insecticide and Merit 2F because Imidacloprid (active ingredient for both products) is on the groundwater protection list.  Monthly pesticide use reporting is also required.  All label requirements must be followed.  
If applied by a PCB, the OID/SID are not required.  The PCB is required to submit monthly pesticide use reports.  
Three Pesticide Groups

Pesticides approved for ACP treatment fall into three groups.  The use requirements differ for each pesticide group, and depend on who makes the application, see Options #1, 2, and 3 below.

Three Options for Who Can Make Applications at Production Nursery Sites
All options are classified as production agricultural applications.  Therefore, compliance with all applicable laws and regulations is required.  Some of the requirements are as follows:
· All restricted entry intervals (REIs) must expire before plants are handled. 

· Pesticides may only be handled by a licensed/registered pest control business (PCB), owner, or properly trained employees. 
· All label required personal protective equipment must be worn.

· Fieldworker training is required for employees who work in a treated field within 30 days, plus the restricted entry interval, following a pesticide application.
· The production nursery must display and maintain pesticide application specific records for their employee pesticide handlers and/or fieldworkers. 
· Pesticides must be applied under an operator identification number / site identification number (OID/SID), or a restricted material permit when required. 
· A unique site identification number (SID) must be assigned to identify each individual retailer’s plants and corresponding production nursery location. 

· Pesticide use must be reported using the unique SID assigned to each retailer, regardless of the associated permit or operator identification number.
1) Option #1 - Hire a PCB to treat at production nursery location:
· PCB may apply a California restricted material - a permit is required:

i. PCB may obtain a permit for the retailer in the retailer’s name with a letter of authorization. (Note: Agricultural permits are to be issued to the operator of the property or their Authorized Representative), or  

ii. Retailer may obtain the permit, but permit would be conditioned to allow possession and use only by a PCB.   

iii. PCB shall have available a copy of the use permit and written recommendation by a licensed pest control adviser, the operator of the property, or authorized representative covering each agricultural use application of a pesticide that requires a permit. (CCR 6632)
· PCB may apply a federally restricted material – retailer obtains OID/SID
· PCB may apply a non-restricted pesticide – retailer obtains OID/SID
· PCB reports pesticide use under restricted material permit/SID or OID/SID uniquely identifying retailer’s plants and provides copy of use report to the retailer. 

· PCB provides application specific information via Application Completion Notice (CCR 6619).  

2) Option #2 - Retailer treats own plants at production nursery location:
· Regardless of Pesticide Group the retail nursery is responsible for:

i. Obtaining an OID/SID/RMP issued in the retail nursery’s name. 
ii. Pesticide use reporting.
iii. Displaying application specific records for their employee pesticide handlers and/or fieldworkers.
iv. Training employee handlers and fieldworkers.
v. Meeting all worker safety requirements for employees.
· If retailer applies a California restricted material, a permit and qualified person are required:

i. Retailer may obtain the permit in retailer’s name for use at the production nursery location. 
ii. A qualified person* is required to apply for the permit, and apply or directly supervise the application.
· If retailer applies a Federally restricted material, a qualified person is required:
i. Retailer obtains OID/SID in retailer’s name for use at the production nursery location. 
ii. A qualified person* applies or directly supervises the application.
· Retailer to apply a non-restricted pesticide, an OID/SID is required.
3) Option #3 - Agricultural production nursery volunteers or has a volunteer
 to treat the retail plants, at no cost to the retailer, although the retailer may provide the pesticide.  At the production nursery location:
· Volunteer nursery assumes responsibility for:

i. Obtaining OID/SID or SID specific to retailer’s plants under current volunteer’s OID.
ii. Applicable Federal and State pesticide laws.
iii. Reporting pesticide use for the retail plants separately from any other plants.
iv. Displaying pesticide application specific records for employee pesticide handlers and/or fieldworkers.
· If volunteer applies a California restricted material, a Restricted Materials Permit and qualified person are required:
i. Volunteer may obtain new permit or amend their existing permit with new SID uniquely identifying the retailer’s plants.
ii. A qualified person* is required to apply for the permit, and apply or directly supervise the application.
· If volunteer applies a federally restricted material, a qualified person is required:
i. Volunteer obtains OID/SID in own name or adds new SID to existing OID.
ii. A qualified person* applies or directly supervises the application.

· If volunteer applies a non-restricted pesticide, an OID/SID is required.
* A qualified person is someone who holds a private applicator certificate, qualified applicator certificate or qualified applicator license in the proper category (Category D – Plant Agriculture).  
Pest Control Businesses and Operators making pesticide applications are responsible for observing all applicable laws and regulations in addition to following all label directions.
