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2015 Agricultural Hazardous Materials Inventory Program Regqistration Notice

The Agricultural Hazardous Materials Inventory Program protects public health and the environment from accidental
hazardous releases and improper handling and storage of hazardous materials. This is achieved by conducting inventory
inspections and business plan reviews. The County Board of Supervisors approved an annual registration fee of $100 per
site for the Agricultural Hazardous Material Inventory Program. This fee offsets a portion of the costs of conducting
regulatory activities and providing information to local fire departments.

Facilities meeting threshold quantities of inventory are required to participate in the program. If your facility stores
products classified as hazardous materials for use, not waste, in the following or greater amounts, please pay the required
fee:

e 55 gallons of a liquid e A highly toxic compressed gas in any amount
e 200 cubic feet of compressed gas e An extremely hazardous substance
e 500 pounds of a solid substance

If you reduce the stored quantities of items below the threshold or no longer store them, there is no fee. Please contact us
for a closeout inspection.

REGISTRATION: Your 2015 registration fee is due upon receipt of this letter. If payment is not received by
February 1, 2015, collection amounts associated with Small Claims Court and administration costs may result in
additional fees.

CERS Information

On January 1, 2013, a change in State law required unified program facilities to submit facility and hazardous material
inventory information using the California Environmental Reporting System (CERS) instead of paper forms. More
information about this system can be found at http://cers.calepa.ca.gov. The information entered is accessible to first
responders, regulators, and you. Our department has been providing training and assistance to local agricultural businesses
that are required to be in CERS.

Since your agricultural business stores hazardous materials above the reportable thresholds, it is your
responsibility to create your account and maintain the accuracy of your facility information. If you have already
done so, we thank you. If you are among the facilities that are not in compliance with this new law for electronic

reporting requirements, it is your responsibility to create your CERS account and enter the required information as soon as

possible. There are potential fines of up to $5,000 per day for failing to comply with the CERS requirements. If you need
assistance, visit our CERS help page at http://www.sandiegocounty.gov/content/sdc/deh/hazmat/hmd_cers.html or contact
our department by email at prp.awm@sdcounty.ca.gov or by telephone at (858) 694-8980.

BUSINESS PLAN CERTIFICATION: Prior to the introduction of CERS, you received a paper business plan
certification form along with your registration form. With CERS in place, registration and certification are now two
distinct processes. Your Business Plan certification must now be completed annually in CERS to be in compliance and
avoid violations which may lead to monetary penalties.

If you need to create your CERS account:

e Create your account prior to February 1, 2015 by accessing the business portal in the website found at
http://cers.calepa.ca.gov.

e Input the required facility information and inventory along with a site map. Submit each section for review.

If you have an active CERS account:
e Log into your account and review your business information. If you have forgotten your user name or
password, please use the links provided at the CERS website to receive an e-mail reminder.

o If there are no changes to your business information or inventory to report, start a new submittal of
the business activities/information section, submit it for review, and you’re done.

o If you have reportable changes, start a new submittal of the business activities/information section
and other section(s) needing updates. Submit each section for review after you’ve made the
necessary changes.
