	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 5, 2007 (12) a resolution of intention to vacate a portion of Sunnyside Avenue was approved and a public hearing date was set for January 9, 2008.

This is a request to adopt a Resolution to Vacate the public interest in a portion of Sunnyside Avenue in the El Cajon area.  Approximately 550 feet in length, the segment proposed for vacation lies between Valley View Boulevard and Euclid Avenue and is adjacent to Assessor Parcels numbered 512-052-06, 12, 13, 20, and 24.  (Thomas Guide page 1252, D-5).

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The cost of this action is $2,500 current year cost and no annual cost.  The funding source is the Department of Public Works Road Fund.  

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works performs various tasks associated with processing land development applications. These tasks include, among other things, review of subdivision maps, improvement plans, permit applications and grading plans. In compliance with Board policy B-29 this work is fully funded through developer deposits and fees authorized in the current Department of Public Works Land Development Fee and Deposit Schedule.

These fees and deposits are continually monitored against costs to evaluate necessary cost recovery levels.  A review of private land development project costs for Fiscal Year 2006-07 shows some deposits and fees require an increase to fully recover future staff costs of providing the service.  Other deposits and fees may be reduced or remain unchanged.  In addition, the fee and deposit schedule is periodically revised to add or remove fees and deposits to reflect changing Department Public Works functions.
This is a request to adopt an ordinance to accomplish the following: Amend Sections 364.2 and 459.8 of the Administrative Code to update Department Public Works hourly rates for staff salaries, adjust fees and deposits to align with anticipated department costs, clarify the County’s existing right to claim an offset against deposits that would otherwise be refunded to a debtor, and establish pre-intake assistance deposits to allow staff to recover costs associated with the review of project before an application for a County permit or approval is submitted.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works.  The portion of this proposal related to amendment of Section 364.2 of the Administrative Code will revise standard hourly billing rates, fees and deposits, and ensure full cost recovery for processing land development, special districts, and related application and permit services.  Amendments to Section 364.2 of the Administrative Code will further clarify existing County rights to claim offsets against deposit account that would otherwise be returned to a debtor.  The portion of this proposal related to the amendment of Section 459.8 of the Administrative Code will be to ensure full cost recovery of pre-application conference and other costs incurred by County staff.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This proposal will slightly increase costs for certain land development projects.  Fees and deposits are calculated based on actual documented time required to perform each service.  The County continually strives to improve and streamline the review process.  As a result of this effort, some fees and deposits may be decreased or remain unchanged.  Other fees and deposits will need to be increased to adjust for additional County staff costs.  On average, hourly rates are increased approximately 2.6%.  Increases are necessary to ensure full cost recovery for services performed by staff.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Planning Fees and Deposits

The annual review of planning fees and deposits includes an analysis of activities performed, processing times, and costs associated with discretionary permits.  Based upon this analysis, the average flat fee is proposed to increase from $613 to $633 in FY 07-08 with no proposed increases in FY 08-09.  The average intake deposit is proposed to increase from $2,371 to $2,433 in FY 07-08 with no proposed increases FY 08-09.  In addition, several flat fees are recommended to be converted to intake deposits due to the variable complexity of the projects presented for review.   All planning fees and deposits are included in Schedule A of Section 362 of Article XX of the San Diego County Administrative Code (see Attachment A).
Building Fees

The same analysis was conducted for proposed building fees; however, fee adjustments are proposed to address increases both in the Building Division’s costs as well as changes in time estimates associated with individual fees.  The average building fee is proposed to increase from $1,302 to $1,481 in FY 07-08 and from $1,481 to $1,594 in FY 08-09.  In addition, three new fee categories are proposed in an effort to recover actual staff time and cost.  All building fees are included in Attachment A.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The proposed fee adjustments are necessary to achieve full cost recovery for budgeted expenditures that are included in the FY 07-08 and FY 08-09 Operational Plan. If the proposed fees are not approved, it will result in a revenue shortfall of $176,987 in FY 07-08 and $1,338,279 in FY 08-09. This request will result in no changes to the adopted budget.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Planning Permit Processing Fees and Deposits

The proposed ordinance changes will have a minimal impact on the business community.  The average Planning intake deposit is proposed to increase $78, from $2,371 to $2,433 in FY 07-08 with no proposed increase in deposit amounts for FY 08-09. The average flat fee is proposed to increase $20, from $613 to $633 in FY 07-08 with no proposed increase in flat fee amounts in FY 08-09.
Building Permit Fees

Proposed Building fee increases will have a moderate impact on the business community.  The average building fee is proposed to increase $179, from $1,302 to $1,481 in FY 07-08 and $113 in FY 08-09 from $1,481 to $1,594.  Attachment C provides a complete list of proposed changes by permit type.

These proposed fees remain competitive with other jurisdictions within San Diego County and other nearby counties (see Attachment D.)

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Parks and Recreation reviews discretionary development permit applications for impacts to proposed or existing parks to assure conformance with adopted community and regional trail plans. To ensure compliance with Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts – Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery, the Department charges fees to offset costs.  

These fees are monitored against costs to evaluate cost recovery levels.  A review of Fiscal Year 2006-2007 costs related to review of discretionary development permit applications shows that new fees and adjustments to existing fees are needed to fully recover staff costs for these services.  The overall average flat rate fees are proposed to increase from the current rate of $279 to $298 for Fiscal Year 2007-2008 and $310 for Fiscal Year 2008-2009.  The proposed Fiscal Year 2007-2008 fee schedule reflects a two-year increase in costs for services since the existing processing fees were approved by the Board of Supervisors on April 26, 2006 (1).  

This request is to adopt an ordinance amending the San Diego County Administrative Code, Section 364.5 to update the Department of Parks and Recreation fees for the review of discretionary development permit applications for Fiscal Years 2007-2008 and 2008-2009.  If approved, the updated fees for Fiscal Year 2007-2008 will be effective 60 days after the ordinance is adopted and the fees for Fiscal Year 2008-2009 will be effective July 1, 2008.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in cost-offsetting revenue from fees, and ensure full cost recovery for reviewing discretionary development permit applications in future fiscal years, depending on the number and types of reviews completed.  The proposed amendment of Section 364.5 of the San Diego County Administrative Code will add new and revise flat fees and hourly billing rates for the Department of Parks and Recreation.  The overall average flat rate fees are proposed to increase from the current rate of $279 to $298 for Fiscal Year 2007-2008 and $310 for Fiscal Year 2008-2009.  The proposed Fiscal Year 2007-2008 fee schedule reflects a two-year increase in costs for services since the existing processing fees were approved by the Board of Supervisors on April 26, 2006 (1).  The proposed fee increases from the current fees are anticipated to increase revenue by $12,000 (FY 2007-2008) and $26,000 (FY 2008-2009).  The Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Operational Plan includes anticipated revenue for the current fee schedule.  If approved, the additional anticipated revenue for this proposal will be included in the Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Operational Plan.  

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The County continually strives to improve and streamline the review process.  As a result of this effort, fees need to be adjusted, some increased and some decreased.  The initial review fees have increased due to requests from project applicants and the Department of Planning and Land Use (DPLU) for a more comprehensive initial review and more detailed information. This should result in fewer replacement maps and lower applicant costs for resubmitting projects.  Additionally, most subsequent review fees have been lowered.  The new fees will have only a minor impact on the business community as the overall average fee will increase from $279 for existing fees to $298 for Fiscal Year 2007-2008 and $310 for Fiscal Year 2008-2009 proposed fees.  

Review fees are calculated based on average time spent by DPR staff as well as the hourly rates, by class, for each position performing a review.  New fees, in addition to increases and some decreases to existing fees, are proposed to ensure accurate and full cost recovery for services performed by County staff.  The addition of two new discretionary permit types, Reclamation Plans and Grading Plans, are necessary to assure conformance to the adopted community and regional trail plans.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 5, 2007 (9), the Board of Supervisors set a hearing for January 9, 2008 to consider approving the purchase of 55.18 acres of vacant land in the City of Encinitas for open space preservation.  The property is located north of El Camino Del Norte and west of Val Sereno Drive (Thomas Guide, Page 1148, B6) and is within the floodplain of Escondido Creek.  The fair market value of the parcel is $1,360,000, as determined by an independent fee appraiser.

Today, the Board is requested to approve the purchase of the property, identified as Assessor Parcel Number 264-180-18 from LJCS, LLC for the appraised value of $1,360,000.  Additional costs of $8,100 for escrow and staff costs and one-time stewardship costs of $50,000 for fencing, gate, signage and flammable vegetation management will also be incurred as part of the acquisition of this property.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds in the amount of $1,964,966 are included in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Operational Plan for Capital Project – 1000249 - Escondido Creek Acquisition.  If approved this request will provide additional funds in the amount of $180,000 for a total project cost of $2,144,966.  The funding source is revenue from the Cities of Encinitas and Escondido made available by the cancellation of appropriations and related revenue in Capital Project 1006234 – I-122 Loss Allotment District 3 Acquisitions.  The current year cost of this acquisition is $1,418,100, including costs related to the purchase ($1,360,000 for the acquisition, $1,600 for escrow costs, and $6,500 for staff costs to complete the purchase and one-time stewardship costs of $50,000 for fencing, gate, signage and flammable vegetation management).  In addition, there will be an annual cost of $142 for Special Tax Assessments that will be paid from the Department of Parks and Recreation annual Operational Plan.  Ongoing costs associated with the proposed acquisition will be absorbed by the Department of Parks and Recreation for the current fiscal year.  The Department of Parks and Recreation will seek funding in the Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Operational Plan budget process for ongoing costs related to operation and maintenance of the preserve.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 5, 2007 (8), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on Consent, setting Hearing for January 9, 2008 at 9:00 a.m.

On November 1, 2000 (13), the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to work with The Grasslands Preservation Project to seek potential funding for acquisition of grasslands in Ramona, within the Multiple Species Conservation Program North County planning area. Since that time, the County has partnered with several nonprofit agencies, has applied for and received various State and federal grants, and completed acquisition of 460 acres of land in the Ramona grasslands area.  

In past years, The Nature Conservancy acquired the 950-acre Eagle Ranch property and the 229-acre Oak Country property from private ownerships. These properties are located near the Ramona Airport, east of Rangeland Road, adjacent to other grassland properties previously acquired by the County (Thomas Guide page 1151-J6, 1152-A6).  The Board is requested to initiate actions that, if approved, will result in the purchase of the Eagle Ranch property and the donation of the Oak Country property to become part of the Ramona Grasslands Preserve.

This request is to accept and appropriate a $4,750,000 grant from the State of California Wildlife Conservation Board for the purchase of the Eagle Ranch property.  This is also a request to set a hearing for January 9, 2008 (Recommendations 1 through 4).  At the 
January 9, 2008 hearing, the Board will be asked to consider, after hearing public testimony, purchasing the Eagle Ranch property for the appraised value of $6,650,000 and accepting donation of the Oak Country property from The Nature Conservancy (Recommendations 5 through 7).  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in one-time current year cost of $6,650,000 for the land purchase. Funding for this request in the amount of $1,900,000 is included in the Fiscal Year 2007-2008 Operational Plan. The funding source is General Fund budgeted in Capital Project 1000012 – MSCP Acquisitions.  The balance of the funding will be provided by Wildlife Conservation Board grant funds in the amount of $4,750,000.  In addition, budgeted funds in the Capital Project of $64,000 are available for related costs, including $6,500 for title insurance and escrow costs, $7,500 for staff costs to complete the purchase, and one-time stewardship costs of $50,000 for signage, upgrades to existing structures, and well testing.  The requested action will result in a total current year cost of $6,714,000.  
In addition, there will be a total annual cost of $13,855 for Fixed Charge Assessments on both properties, including water standby fees and vector control charges, which will be paid from the Department of Parks and Recreation’s Annual Operational Plan.  Ongoing costs associated with the proposed acquisition will be absorbed by the Department of Parks and Recreation for the current fiscal year.  The Department of Parks and Recreation will seek funding in the Fiscal Year 2008-2009 Operational Plan budget process for ongoing costs related to operation and maintenance of the preserve.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego, the Port of San Diego, and the eighteen incorporated cities within the County were issued a National Pollution Discharge Elimination System Municipal Stormwater Permit (Permit) on July 16, 1990.  The permit established specific, detailed requirements for each copermittee to develop and implement urban runoff management programs within its jurisdiction.  The permit was re-issued in February 2001, and again in January 2007.

The permit requires copermittees to enter into a formal agreement defining their respective roles, responsibilities, and fiscal obligations.  The copermittees initially adopted a Stormwater Permit Implementation Agreement in July 1991.  This agreement was replaced by a January 2002 Memorandum of Understanding, which was amended in July 2007.  These amendments allowed the copermittees to maintain permit compliance while continuing to work through the development of a new Memorandum of Understanding that incorporates key changes to the copermittees’ regional management structure, their obligations under that structure, and the funding of programs pursuant to it.

This request is for approval of a new Memorandum of Understanding, entitled National Pollution Discharge Elimination System San Diego Regional Copermittees Memorandum of Understanding, to be operative upon approval of all copermittees.  Once accepted, all copermittees will participate in its implementation.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no immediate fiscal impact associated with approval of the Memorandum of Understanding entitled National Pollution Discharge Elimination System San Diego Regional Copermittees Memorandum of Understanding.  Approval will, however, require the County to continue jointly funding regional and watershed program activities as it has under the existing Memorandum of Understanding.

Specific fiscal obligations under the Memorandum of Understanding are determined through the development and adoption of annual operations budgets by the copermittees participating in the activities to be funded.  In Fiscal Year 2007-08, the County’s share of these costs is $905,421.  These costs are included within the ongoing operational budgets of the Department of Public Works Watershed Protection Program and the Department of Planning and Land Use Watershed Planning Program.  The County’s proportional cost of funded activities is likely to decrease under the revised Memorandum of Understanding since it allows the County to recover costs for providing services such as contract management and working body support.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Privately-owned properties located adjacent to County airports are occasionally offered for sale on the open market.  On November 7, 2007 (13), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Director of the Department of General Services to conduct negotiations to purchase property which would serve to buffer the airports from private development, and protect approach and departure routes.  A 104-acre vacant property adjacent to Borrego Valley Airport is currently listed for sale for $100,000.  It is located north of the Airport and west of Peg Leg Road, and is identified as Assessor’s Parcel Number 141-230-33 (Thomas Guide page 1079, G1).  The property adjoins the northern boundary of the Airport along the runway.  Acquisition of the property would buffer the airport from surrounding development, and would ensure that this property will never be developed in a way that is in conflict with existing aviation uses at the airport. 

The Board is requested to approve an Option Agreement, Purchase and Sale Agreement and Joint Escrow Instructions (Option Agreement) with the Smith 1999 Irrevocable Trust for an option to purchase the 104-acre property.  Upon approval of the Option Agreement, an option consideration payment of $5,000 will be made to the owner.  Staff will return to the Board to request approval to exercise the County’s option to purchase the property.  If the option is exercised, the purchase price for the property will be $95,000, based on appraised value, and the option consideration payment will be credited toward the purchase price.   

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Approval of the Option Agreement will result in an option consideration payment of $5,000 to the property owner.   Should the Board authorize the exercise of the County’s option to purchase the property, the option consideration payment of $5,000 will be applied toward the purchase price of $95,000. Funding for this purchase is not budgeted in the Fiscal Year 2007-08 Airport Enterprise Fund spending plan in the Department of Public Works. This request if approved would amend the spending plan by $96,000, ($95,000 for the purchase of the property and $1,000 for title and escrow related costs). The funding source is Airport Enterprise Fund fund balance. If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $96,000, no annual costs and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	South Santa Fe Avenue is located north of and runs parallel to State Route 78 in northwest San Diego County.  This road provides an alternate route between the cities of Vista and San Marcos for surrounding residences and businesses.  South Santa Fe Avenue is improved to a four-lane configuration within the Vista City limits and similar road improvements have been completed within the City of San Marcos.  

The South Santa Fe Avenue North Reconstruction Project will widen South Santa Fe Avenue to a four-lane major road, with a center left-turn lane from the Vista city limit at Montgomery Drive to just east of Woodland Avenue, where the project improvements will transition to meet the existing two-lane road.  Other ancillary roads and intersections along South Santa Fe Avenue will be improved and realigned as a part of this project (Thomas Guide page 1108, B2). 

Construction of the project requires acquisition of property rights from approximately 58 properties.  To date, 21 property owners have signed real property contracts agreeing to sell the required interests to the County.  Of these 21 property contracts, 13 were acquired for less than $50,000 each.  Those contracts were approved by the Director of General Services, pursuant to Section 73 of the Administrative Code, which authorizes such approval.  Six purchase contracts were for values over $50,000 and were previously approved by your Board.  

Today, the Board is requested to approve two Real Property Contracts for the purchase of Parcel Nos. 1997-0293-A, B, C, from Jose F. and Lilia Villegas for $51,350, and 1997-0309-A, B, C, from The Philip Saenz 1995 Trust for $59,600.  Negotiations with the remaining unsigned property owners are ongoing.

	On November 11, 1993, the State of California banned disposal of whole tires at landfills in California. Since that time, the State has developed programs to increase waste tires recycling. The County has a proactive waste tire public education and waste tire recycling program. This letter addresses use of waste tires for rubberized asphalt concrete paving in the County.

The California Integrated Waste Management Board administers grants to public agencies within the State who utilize rubberized asphalt concrete paving within paving projects.  These grants consist of payment per ton of rubberized asphalt concrete applied within each project.  The Department of Public Works will advertise and award a contract for road resurfacing of several road segments throughout San Diego County with construction estimated to begin in Spring 2008. The state grant, if awarded, would offset up to $250,000 of the project monies spent on rubberized asphalt concrete. 
This is a request to approve a resolution authorizing application for, and acceptance (if offered), of a grant for use of rubberized asphalt concrete. On December 5, 2007 (11) your Board authorized advertisement and award of a construction contract for asphalt resurfacing and culvert replacement project.  If this grant application is successful, that contract effort will include utilization of rubberized asphalt concrete on prioritized roadways.

	If approved, this request will result in no current year cost, no subsequent year cost and will require no additional staff years.  If awarded, this grant will result in unanticipated revenue of $250,000 for asphalt concrete paving.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program was established by the State Legislature in 1989. It offers $10 million each year for grants to governmental agencies and to nonprofit organizations for projects to mitigate environmental impacts caused by new or modified transportation facilities. State gasoline tax monies fund the program, and grants can be awarded for roadside recreational projects. 

The Valley Center Road Widening Project is currently undergoing construction, and completion is anticipated at the end of 2008. This project includes the construction of a 2.5 mile trail adjacent to Valley Center Road.  Approximately one-mile of this footpath will have a disintegrated granite (DG) surface and lodge pole fencing as part of the road widening project.

In Fiscal Year 2005-06 the County was awarded an Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program grant for tree planting along the 2.5 miles of path and creation of the Heritage Trail within a one-mile portion of this pathway. The Heritage Trail is an approximately one-mile trail double-lined with trees, featuring interpretive displays of Valley Center history, hitching posts, picnic tables, benches, and bike racks. 

The purpose of the current grant application is to extend the Heritage Trail features to include the entire 2.5 miles of the tree-lined parkway. This would involve the installation of decomposed granite over the entire length of the trail surface, and, among other things, a small number of new interpretive displays, benches and split-rail fencing.  

This is a request to adopt a resolution approving the application for and acceptance of (if awarded) grant funds in the amount of $451,820 from the Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program for extension of the roadside recreational Heritage Trail features.

	If the grant request is successful, funding sources for this project would be the State Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program ($451,820), and private citizen contribution ($500). Additional in-kind support such as benches and artwork will be community based (See the Advisory Board Statement below). 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Land Use and Environment Group (Group), as part of a comprehensive business process reengineering effort throughout its seven departments, is working closely with the County Technology Office and Northrop Grumman to develop and implement an enterprise Business Case Management System (BCMS) to transform current business processes.  The BCMS will replace all current inspection, permitting, and asset management systems and integrate with the County’s Enterprise Resource Planning and document management systems.  The Business Case Management System will consolidate and reduce the Land Use and Environment Group business application portfolio, enable data sharing and performance management tools, and implement on-line services for permitting and inspection activities, mobile inspection capabilities, and customer relationship management.

At the request of the Land Use and Environment Group, Northrop Grumman conducted a source selection for a commercial off-the-shelf system to meet the Group’s business requirements.  Northrop Grumman has recommended and selected Accela Software, Inc, and its Accela Automation product, to provide the software and assist Northrop Grumman in implementing the system.  A contract has been negotiated and approved between Northrop Grumman and Accela Software, Inc. for the Business Case Management System.

The recommended action today is to establish appropriations in Land Use and Environment Group Executive Office for the BCMS Phase 1 implementation.  This includes funding for enterprise-wide Accela and ancillary licenses and Group-wide time accounting and financial interfaces to the County’s Enterprise Resource Planning systems.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Total Phase I costs of the Business Case Management System are $3.6 million which includes $850,000 already budgeted in the FY 2007-08 Operational Plan for Air Pollution Control District and $2.75 million in requested appropriations for the Land Use and Environment Group based on available FY 2006-07 fund balance.  The Land Use and Environment Group will fund those BCMS components that provide value across all seven departments.  Phase I costs include the software licenses, Phase 1 design and implementation of the hardware and software solutions for Air Pollution Control District, and the Group-wide time accounting and financial integrations into the County’s Enterprise Resource Planning programs.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The primary goal of this new enterprise information technology system in the Land Use and Environment Group is to create a collaborative environment that empowers the public and allows County employees to deliver high value quality services in the most efficient and timely manner.  This includes a Citizen Portal that supports on-line application submittal, status review, inspection requests and balance reporting to customers.  It also will provide mobile services to County field staff to standardize and automate inspection activities.  This system will improve transparency into the County’s business processes, replace and consolidate out-dated and labor-intensive computer platforms, reduce duplicative administrative efforts, and increase LUEG-wide performance management capabilities.

	FIRESTORM 2007 RECOVERY – ADDITIONAL APPROPRIATIONS FOR DEBRIS REMOVAL TO PROTECT PUBLIC HEALTH, SAFETY, AND WELFARE 

(DISTRICTS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The October 2007 Firestorm created massive destruction and devastation that resulted in extraordinary amounts of debris.  On November 6, 2007 (16), your Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to provide debris removal and disposal for areas affected by the October 2007 fires in San Diego County’s unincorporated area.  This program ensures that debris from this disaster is removed safely, handled and disposed of properly, and cleared promptly to eliminate health and safety risks inherent with fire-caused structural debris. On November 16, 2007 the Chief Administrative Officer issued an Order declaring each site in the unincorporated area of the County containing structure ash and debris to be a public nuisance, because such sites pose an immediate threat to public health. A proactive stance on debris removal is important to protect the health, safety and welfare, as well as environment, of the entire region.  The local state of emergency declared in San Diego County during the early stages of this firestorm continues in part to allow this threat to public health to be abated.  

The first phase of debris removal was completed on November 20, 2007 and consisted of hazardous waste specialist teams from U.S. EPA, California EPA, and County of San Diego removing identifiable household hazardous waste from burned structures.  Dozens of fire-damaged propane cylinders and hundreds of fire-damaged containers of household cleaners and chemicals, pesticides, herbicides, batteries, oils, and paints were promptly removed.  Twenty-eight locations were cleared of materials containing asbestos.

On November 18, 2007, a contract was awarded to RORE-PRI of San Diego for removal of burned structural debris.  RORE-PRI began mobilizing on November 20, 2007.  Almost 600 property owners have submitted Right of Entry forms to sign up for the County’s debris removal program and additional Right of Entry forms continue to be received.  At the time this letter was placed on the Board’s agenda, RORE-PRI has performed assessments for 522 properties in unincorporated areas and initiated or completed debris removal from over 300 properties including two impacted mobile home parks that suffered substantial damage.  RORE-PRI has been working six to seven days a week and has over 30 debris removal crews working throughout the County’s burned areas.  It is estimated that debris removal for the first 600 properties, if weather impacts are minimal, could complete before the end of January 2008.

At the time the contract with RORE-PRI was awarded, details on the quantity of burned structural debris to be removed were uncertain but 30,000 tons was estimated. By the end of December 2007, 40,000 tons of fire-caused structural debris had already been removed by RORE-PRI from the first 246 properties.  To complete debris removal for the approximately 600 properties that have already signed up to the County’s debris removal program, an additional 50,000-60,000 tons of fire-caused structural debris is expected to be removed.  Additional tonnage would also result from additional property owners signing up and from mandatory nuisance abatements, though the quantity is uncertain.

This is a proposal to appropriate funding of $12 million to allow continued work and payments on the project.  If additional property owners submit Rights of Entry to join the County’s debris removal program, or abatement efforts are necessary, staff will return to the Board.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this project are partially budgeted based on the Board’s November 6, 2007 action, which appropriated $30,100,000, based on $23,100,000 from the State Office of Emergency Services, and $7,000,000 from the County General Fund fund balance. This request would appropriate an additional $12,000,000, for a total of $42,100,000. 
Sources of funding for the additional appropriations requested herein are State Office of Emergency Services and the Federal Emergency Management Agency.  There will be no subsequent year funding and no additional staff years required.
