	AMENDMENT TO THE SAN DIEGO RIVER PLAN AND PROFILE FOR LAKESIDE’S RIVER PARK CONSERVANCY AND AUTHORIZE DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC WORKS TO APPROVE FUTURE AMENDMENTS  (DISTRICT: 2)

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 13, 2006 (11) the Board of Supervisors, at the request of the Chief Administrative Officer, continued this item to January 10, 2006, on Consent.

On December 8, 1992, (44) the Board of Supervisors adopted a River Plan for the Upper San Diego River Improvement Project area.  The River Plan is a flood protection plan and profile map that identifies specific alignment standards and grade control structures for the Upper San Diego River Improvement Project area.

A property owner who wishes to develop property within the area covered by the River Plan must either follow the specific standards in the plan, or provide an acceptable alternate flood protection plan.  Such modifications to the River Plan require Board approval.  The permit process for these property owners is complex and time consuming, sometimes including compliance with permit requirements from several agencies.

On March 29, 2000 (4) the Board of Supervisors approved modifications to the 1992 River plan.  The modified River Plan superseded the previously adopted 1992 River Plan.

Lakeside’s River Park Conservancy, a property owner within Upper San Diego River Improvement Project, wishes to develop certain properties adjacent to Channel Road and the river in accordance with their County-approved Reclamation Plan.  The approved Reclamation Plan modifies the horizontal and vertical alignment of the adopted River Plan.  Although the Reclamation Plan is approved, the River Plan must be amended to reflect the new river plan and profile from the Reclamation Plan.  The Lakeside’s River Conservancy has submitted a request for revision to the approved 2000 amendment to the 1992 River Plan that will maintain flood protection for neighboring projects.

The Lakeside’s River Conservancy’s revision request is to approve changes to the alignment and grade of the 2000 amended River Plan being proposed by Lakeside’s River Park Conservancy.  Approval of the Amendment to the 2000 amended River Plan will allow the building permit process to continue for Lakeside River Park Conservancy.  The proposed revision has only minor impacts on upstream property and will not compromise County ordinances, standards, or environmental requirements.

	The recommended action has no current or annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 19, 2005 (3), the Board adopted resolutions setting fire mitigation fee ceiling percentages for the Fire Mitigation Fee Program in volunteer fire department County Service Areas:  No. 107 - Elfin Forest, No. 109 - Mount Laguna, No. 110 - Palomar Mountain, No. 111 – Boulevard, No. 112 - Campo and No. 113 - San Pasqual.  County Service Areas that collect fire mitigation fees are required to update their Capital Facilities and Equipment Plans for use of these funds annually.  This year, there are no significant changes to their plans.

This is a request to approve the Five-Year Capital Facilities and Equipment Plan for each of the above Fire County Service Areas.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Five-Year Capital Facilities and Equipment Plans represent planned use of funds collected through the Fire Mitigation Fee Program.  The five-year plans range in value from a low of $100 for the Mount Laguna Fire Department to a high of $57,000 for the Boulevard Fire Department.  Appropriations will be included in the applicable County Service Area’s annual budget as the plans are implemented.  There will be no additional  staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 13, 2006 (8), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, setting Hearing for January 10, 2007 at 9:00 a.m.

This is a request to vacate a 1.61-acre open space easement on the Belmont Trust property located at 6583 Rancho Valencia Road.  The property has frontage along Rancho Valencia and Rancho Diegueno Roads (Thomas Guide Page 1168, C2).  The open space was required as a condition of approval of Tentative Map, TM 4413 and Major Use Permit, P83-047.  The Vacation is necessary as a result of a clearing violation that occurred during the construction of the single-family residence some time between 1998 and 1999.  The General Plan land use designation is (17) Estate Residential in the San Dieguito Community Plan.

The open space vacation will result in the loss of 1.61 acres of southern maritime chaparral.  This impact will be mitigated through the off-site purchase of 3.22 acres of southern maritime chaparral at the Deer Canyon Environmental Mitigation Preserve (Attachment J).  The 3.22 acres of habitat credits has been placed in escrow to close upon approval of the vacation by the County of San Diego Board of Supervisors.  The Preserve is located southwest of the SR 56 and Camino del Sur exit, and south of Torrey Santa Fe Road (APN 306-0050-20-00).  The Preserve is within the City of San Diego’s Multiple Species Conservation Plan.  Ownership and interim management of the preserve is provided by the Deer Canyon Environmental Mitigation Preserve LLC.  Management and ownership shall transfer to the City of San Diego after a period of five years and after all habitat credits have been sold.

The open space vacation is a two step process.  The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law.  The second step is to adopt a resolution to vacate the 1.61-acre open space at the close of public hearing.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Mission Road Phase III improvements have been designed and are ready for construction.  Improvements include utility undergrounding, new sidewalks, and road widening on West Mission Road from Main Avenue to South Mission Road, and sound wall at Winter Haven Road/South Mission Road intersection in Fallbrook. (Thomas Guide page 1027: F2; G7).  This project will benefit the public by improving pedestrian access to Fallbrook Village businesses.

This is a request to establish appropriations, and approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to construct Mission Road Phase III improvements in Fallbrook.  Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and 
Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, scheduled to begin in March 2007.

	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2006-07 Detailed Work Program.  The funding sources are unanticipated revenue from TransNet ($950,000); and, for utility Undergrounding, San Diego Gas and Electric/Sempra Energy ($277,000), AT&T ($45,527), and Adelphia Communications ($22,088).  If approved, this request will result in a $1,294,615 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

(4 VOTES)
4. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take any actions authorized by Section 401, et. seq., of the San Diego County Administrative Code with respect to contracting for subject public work projects.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The sidewalk project for Ash Street, Lehner Avenue, and Vista Avenue has been designed and is ready for construction.  Improvements include new sidewalks on the east side of Ash Street between Lehner Avenue and Vista Avenue, south side of Lehner Avenue from Vista Avenue to Ash Street, and north side of Vista Avenue from Ash Street to Rincon Middle School (Thomas Guide page 1109: H5-J5).  This project will benefit the public by improving pedestrian access to Rincon Middle School, Calvin Christian High School and Escondido High School.

Right of way acquisitions are required from six property owners.  Acquisition process is  underway. To date, three easments have been secured and negotiations are continuing with the remaining three property owners. Construction contract will be awarded after all rights of way are certified.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to construct new sidewalks on Ash Street, Lehner Avenue, and Vista Avenue near Escondido.  Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, scheduled to begin in March 2007. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2006-07 Detailed Work Program.  Funding sources are Safe Routes to Schools Grant ($450,000) and Gas Tax ($245,800).  If approved, this request will result in $695,800 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On June 14, 2006 (12), the Board authorized advertisement and award of a contract to construct road widening, asphalt concrete overlay, curb, gutter, sidewalk and storm drains, along the north side of Hanson Lane from the easterly property boundary of Hanson Lane Elementary School to San Vicente Road in Ramona (Thomas Guide page 1172, F-1, G-1).  The sidewalk will improve pedestrian access and provide a safe route for school children and residents.  It will connect with an existing sidewalk fronting Hanson Lane Elementary School and continue along Olive Peirce Middle School and Ramona High School.  The Board authorized $1,450,000, including contingency, for construction of this contract.

On September 28, 2006, construction bids were received and opened.  The apparent low bid submitted was $1,423,683.  The higher-than-anticipated bid was attributed to higher material unit cost and extensive traffic control needs.  Department of Public Works staff reviewed the bid and determined it was fair and reasonable.  Notice of Award of contract for Hanson Lane Improvement Project was issued on October 26, 2006.

Staff then did an in depth analysis of the project to determine the percentage for contingency needed.  This is a request to increase funding for the Hanson Lane Improvement Project construction to $1,609,100, an increase of $159,100.  Of this increase, $126,000 is currently budgeted.  The remaining $33,100 is available from Road Fund fund balance.  This amount will fund the construction contract, including a 13% contingency.  Construction commenced in December 2006 and will be completed in May 2007.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This project is included in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program as a combination of Hanson Lane Road Resurfacing/Culverts, and Hanson Lane Improvement project.  Existing funding sources for this project are Safe Route to School Grant funds ($428,220), Gas Tax ($276,780), and Gas Tax for asphalt resurfacing and culverts ($871,000).  Requested establishment of appropriations of $33,100 to the improvement project is from available fund 
balance in the Road Fund.  If approved, this action will result in current year construction cost of $1,609,100, including contingency, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

(DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	As part of the comprehensive Regional Transportation Plan update, the San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) has issued a request for proposed modifications to the roadway network currently specified in the Regional Arterial System.  The Regional Arterial System is a region-wide network of arterial roadways, under the jurisdiction of individual cities or the County that service regional trips and supplement the freeway and highway network.  All Caltrans freeway and highway facilities are also considered part of  Regional Arterial System.  The Regional Arterial System is intended to provide additional regional transportation capacity, especially in diverting shorter inter-community trips from freeways. 

County staff reviewed SANDAG’s criteria for determining qualified roads and prepared a candidate list of 51 County roads for SANDAG’s consideration. SANDAG requires that all jurisdictions provide an adopted resolution confirming requests for Regional Arterial System modifications by January 19, 2007.  This is a request to adopt a resolution proposing modifications to the Regional Arterial System. Roads included in the Regional Arterial System may receive priority for future State and federal funding through SANDAG. The SANDAG Board of Directors will consider the revised Regional Arterial System as part of the 2007 Regional Transportation Plan update process.

	This request will have no current or annual cost, or require any additional staff years. 

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT:

	
	Future funding for road improvements to congested Regional Arterial System corridors in the unincorporated area would likely have a positive impact to businesses located along the corridors in which the improvements are made.
