APPROVE UTILITY RELOCATION AGREEMENT WITH OTAY RIVER CONSTRUCTORS FOR STATE ROUTE 125 SOUTH DESIGN BUILD PROJECT (DISTRICTS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	California Department of Transportation has acquired right-of-way for construction of State Route 125, which will construct approximately 11 miles of new highway from State Route 905 to State Route 54.  Spring Valley Sanitation District (District) owns and maintains sewer facilities within the right-of-way that require protection, realignment and relocation to accommodate the proposed highway.  Caltrans has granted authority to its contractor, Otay River Constructors, to negotiate and enter into agreement with the District to realign, relocate, adjust or install District facilities. 

This is a request to approve agreement between Contractor and District titled: Utility Relocation Agreement for State Route 125 South Design/Build Project: Agreement No. 26325-05 and Amendment to Utility Relocation Agreement for State Route 125 South Design/Build Project: Amendment No. 26325-05A.  This companion amendment is for relocating District sewer facilities in the right-of-way along Sweetwater Road between Mesa View Way and Quarry Road.  These agreements, if approved, result in District receiving new and upgraded facilities at no cost to the District. This will benefit District residents and reduce future environmental risks. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the District. If approved, this request will result in $44,000 current year costs offset by revenue from Otay River Constructors, unknown subsequent year costs to be fully offset by revenue from Otay River Constructors, and no additional staff year requirements.  There will be no fiscal impact to the County General Fund.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is undertaken involve significant new environmental impacts which were not considered in the previously certified Environmental Impact Report (EIR) prepared by the California Department of Transportation, dated February 23, 2000, for the State Route 125 Project between State Route 905 and State Route 54, and approved by Federal Highway Administration on June 9, 2000, or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since said EIR was prepared; and find that the proposed Utility Relocation Agreement addresses improvements that were evaluated in the Final EIR for the SR125 project.  

2. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute, upon receipt, three originals each of the Utility Relocation Agreement for State Route 125 South Design/Build Project: Agreement No. 26325-05, and Amendment to Utility Relocation Agreement for State Route 125 South Design/Build Project: Amendment No. 26325-05A.

3. Authorize and appoint the Director, Department of Public Works, as General Manager to execute subsequent amendments to the Utility Relocation Agreement with Otay River Constructors for State Route 125 South Design Build Project: Agreement No. 26325-05, in connection with the remaining SR-125 project phases, provided that the Director is satisfied that all engineering requirements are met and there is no cost to the District.

APPROPRIATIONS FOR GALLOWAY SEWER FORCE MAIN AND WASTEWATER PUMP STATION EQUIPMENT REPLACEMENT PROJECT IN ALPINE (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 21, 2003 (11, SAN 2), the Board authorized advertisement for bids of a project to replace equipment at the Galloway Wastewater Pump Station in Alpine. On June 18, 2003 (SAN 2), the Board authorized advertisement for bids of a project to construct improvements to the Galloway Sewer Force Main in Alpine.   The projects were then advertised as one project, with separate bid schedules for the Pump Station and Force Main.  The two Board actions authorized Purchasing and Contracting to contract for services.

Bids were opened on December 18, 2003. Southwest Engineering, Inc., the lowest responsive bidder, bid $1,965,000 for the Pump Station and $1,057,650 for the Force Main. Staff considers both bids fair and reasonable.  Although the overall price for both projects combined is within the total budget, the Force Main project was bid lower than expected and the pump station was bid higher. Combined with appropriate contingency, total project cost for the Pump Station is $2,161,500, which is $306,500 more than previously approved.

This is a request to establish appropriations of $306,500 based on available funds in the Alpine Sanitation District. The higher bid costs associated with the pump station project are due to higher than expected costs to construct the new concrete storage tank and install the mechanical and electrical components of the pump station. Encumbrance for the Force Main will be reduced as part of standard accounting procedures.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	$1,855,000 in construction funding was approved in Fiscal Year 2002-03 in the Alpine Sanitation District for the Pump Station. This request establishes additional appropriations in the amount of $306,500.  Funding source is Alpine Sanitation District Fund fund balance.  If approved, this request will result in $2,161,500 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.  There will be no fiscal impact to the County General Fund.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find in accordance with Section 15301 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines that the project is exempt from the provisions of the Guidelines since it consists of replacement and minor alterations of an existing facility.

2. Establish Appropriations of $306,500 in the Alpine Sanitation Maintenance District, for Galloway Wastewater Pump Station Improvements, based on Fund Balance Available in the Alpine Sanitation Maintenance District Fund.
