	<The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development requires housing authorities to prepare five-year and annual Public Housing Agency Plans, and to adopt policies and procedures for the administration of the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher and Public Housing Programs.  These Plans were released for public review and comment on January 11, 2012 and these programs have the capacity to provide affordable housing for more than 10,863 low-income households in the jurisdiction of the County’s Housing Authority.  

The requested actions will adopt a resolution to approve the five-year and annual Public Housing Agency Plan, Section 8 Administrative Plan, and the Public Housing Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy; and authorize the Deputy Director to execute all required certifications and submit the documents to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  This is also a request to increase appropriations in the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego (HACSD) budget by $1,400,000, based on fund balance available in the Housing Choice Voucher Program, due to increased rents and a decrease in household incomes for the Program participants as a result of the continued economic downturn.  Finally, the requested actions will authorize the use of up to $70,789 from the Housing Authority Real Estate Reserve fund for Fiscal Year 2011-12 redevelopment successor housing agency transition activities.  Additional appropriations of $70,789 are requested in the Housing Authority Real Estate Reserve fund.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro If approved, this request will result in $1,470,789 current year costs, which will be fully offset by available Housing Choice Voucher Program Housing Assistance Payment Reserve fund balance ($1,400,000) and Housing Authority Real Estate available funds ($70,789).  Approval and submittal of the Public Housing Agency Plans and supporting documents are required components of the administration of the Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher and Public Housing Programs, which receive approximately $105 million in federal funds annually to provide housing assistance for low-income households.  Future year costs and revenues will be dependent upon funding allocations from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. There is no cost to the County General Fund and there are no additional staff years.  LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

3. Authorize the Deputy Director to execute all Public Housing Agency certifications and submit the certifications, along with the PHA Plan, supporting policy documents and a copy of the resolution.
4. Establish appropriations of $1,400,000 in the Housing Authority of the County of San Diego for the Housing Choice Voucher (HCV) Program based on HCV Program Reserve fund balance available.
5. Approve the use of up to $70,789 from the Housing Authority Real Estate Reserve fund as a contingency source for Fiscal Year 2011-12 redevelopment successor housing agency transition activities retroactive to February 1, 2012.
6. Establish appropriations of $70,789 in the Housing Authority Real Estate Reserve fund for Fiscal Year 2011-12 redevelopment successor housing agency transition activities, based on revenue from prior year sale of public housing affordable housing. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>
