This is an appeal of the July 22, 2011 Planning Commission’s approval of a Major Use Permit Modification to expand the Highland Valley Ranch Group Care Facility that serves ambulatory, nonambulatory, and medically stable adults that have suffered traumatic brain injuries.  The requested Major Use Permit Modification would authorize the expansion from 13 to 52 clients and from 8 to 25 employees.  The project would increase the total square footage of buildings from 13,040 to 36,292.  A new entry gate and monument structure, added parking, a relocated main driveway, and a private on-site wastewater treatment plant are also proposed.  The 25-acre project site is located a 16585 Highland Valley Road in the unincorporated community of Ramona (2012 Thomas Guide Page 1051, F1). The applicant requests an open space vacation to reconfigure the open space easements on the Sycamore Ranch Golf Course.  The open space easements were designed to preserve the sensitive biological habitat within the Sycamore Ranch Specific Plan Area. The open space vacation is needed to remedy grading violations in seven areas that occurred on the property as a result of development of the Sycamore Ranch golf course (refer to Attachment A). The applicant proposes to vacate 2.3 acres of an 84-acre previously dedicated biological open space easement and replace it with 3.98 acres of dedicated open space easement with equivalent biological value. The site is located off of Flowerwood Lane within the unincorporated Fallbrook Community Planning area. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The Safe, Reliable, High-Speed Passenger Train Bond Act for the 21st Century (Act) provides for the issuance of $9 billion in general obligation bonds for high-speed rail purposes and $950 million for other related rail purposes.  The Act was narrowly approved by voters as part of Proposition 1A on November 4, 2008.

Article XVI, Section 1, of the California Constitution authorizes the Legislature, at any time after the authorization of a general obligation bond act approved by the people, to reduce the amount of indebtedness authorized by the act to an amount that is no more than what is contracted at the time of the reduction, or to repeal the act if no debt has been contracted. 

Assembly Bill 1455 (AB 1455), introduced by Assemblywoman Diane Harkey, would reduce the amount of bonded indebtedness allowed under the Act for               high-speed rail purposes to what has been contracted through January 1, 2013.       AB 1455 does not impact the $950 million authorized under the Act for local rail projects unrelated to the completion of a high-speed rail project. This Board letter asks the Board of Supervisors to support AB 1455, and to communicate that support to the State Legislature and the San Diego County delegation.

	< MacroButton NoMacro On November 9, 2011 (9) at the request of Supervisor Jacob and                        Supervisor Slater-Price, the County Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to work with the Farm Bureau and other interested parties and return with recommendations outlining an approach that would address the eye gnat problem. The Departments of Environmental Health, Agriculture, Weights and Measures and Farm and Home Advisor coordinated with the San Diego County Farm Bureau and other interested persons to develop a County program outlining a strategy to lessen the adverse community impact of eye gnats caused by local organic farming operations. An Eye Gnat Intervention Working Group was assembled which included organic farmers, Farm Bureau representatives and affected community members.  The Working Group met five times.  
Today’s request is for the Board to receive a report from the Director of Environmental Health who chaired the Working Group. The report summarizes the outcome of the Eye Gnat Intervention Working Group and recommends the establishment of an Eye Gnat Program. In response to public comments on this report and on a draft ordinance, the Department of Environmental Health has initiated a CEQA review of the proposed program described in the report.  The Department of Environmental Health will return to the Board after completion of that review with a proposal to establish a tougher eye gnat program through an ordinance amendment. This item addresses three topics: 1) approval of the County’s 2012 TransNet Local Street Program of Projects, 2) approval of the Regional Transportation Congestion Improvement Program and 3) cost sharing commitment for the Regional Arterial Management System. 
2012 TransNet Local Street Program of Projects
San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) approves the County’s TransNet Program of Projects and administers this major transportation funding program as an element of its Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP). The RTIP is updated biennially, and SANDAG subsequently amends it as needed on a quarterly basis. This is a biennial update to the program. The 2012 RTIP will allocate TransNet revenues for the next five-year period, starting from Fiscal Year 2012-13 through Fiscal Year 2016-17.
Regional Transportation Congestion Improvement Program 
Section 9 of the TransNet Extension Ordinance required the County to exact, starting on July 1, 2008, $2,000 from new developments for each constructed residential unit in unincorporated San Diego County to fund the Regional Transportation Congestion Improvement Program (RTCIP).  The TransNet Extension Ordinance requires annual adjustments to the RTCIP exaction amount. On February 24, 2012, SANDAG Board of Directors approved a two percent increase to the current exaction amount of $2,123.  The new amount will be $2,165, effective July 1, 2012.  The County will not need to increase fees associated with this adjustment because the County’s existing 
Transportation Impact Fee covers this requirement and is adequate to fund the adjusted RTCIP exaction amount.  
Regional Arterial Management System
SANDAG requests that the County commit cost sharing for ongoing support and maintenance of the Regional Arterial Management System (RAMS).  The RAMS is a regional software tool that allows implementation of cross-jurisdictional signal timing plans to enhance traffic flow and ease congestion. The County’s proposed cost share of approximately $12,995 for RAMS in Fiscal Year 2012-13 is TransNet revenues.  
This is a request to adopt the County’s 2012 TransNet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects, approve the annual adjustment for the RTCIP and Commit Funding for the first year of RAMS support.
