	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Gillespie Field Redevelopment Plan was adopted by the Board of Supervisors on July 7, 1987 (53).  On October 10, 2000 (1) the Redevelopment Agency adopted the most current Five Year Implementation Plan for the Gillespie Field Redevelopment Project Area.  This Plan covers Fiscal Year 2000-01 through 2004-05.  Health and Safety Code Section 33490(d) requires that during the Implementation Plan period, the San Diego County Redevelopment Agency conduct a public hearing to review the Redevelopment Plan, Implementation Plan, and evaluate the progress of the Redevelopment Project.  

The goals and objectives of the Redevelopment Plan are directed at reversing the deterioration and stagnation of the Project Area by facilitating private development of industrial, commercial and aviation uses.  These uses are intended to create permanent employment opportunities in an area needing a balance between jobs and housing.  This Board Letter provides the plan review and progress information necessary for today’s public hearing.
