By “yes” votes of the 4 members of the Board who were present, with District 2 absent, the Board of Directors of the San Diego County Flood District authorized settlement to avoid a potential inverse condemnation claim by the owners of the property, by acquiring the subject parcel, which is necessary to the project, for payment of sums totaling $275,000.
