	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Central Avenue Flood Control Improvements Project will improve drainage facilities by increasing drainage capacity up to and including a 100-year runoff event in the vicinity of Central Avenue in Bonita (Thomas Guide page 1311, A-1).  The area has historically experienced significant flooding.  The project is intended to reduce the risk of flooding on properties adjacent to the drainage facilities and improve the safety of the County-maintained roads that are subject to inundation by floodwater.  Construction is scheduled to begin in November 2006 and to be completed in September 2007.

Construction of the planned flood control improvements requires acquisition of temporary and permanent easements rights over 23 properties along the existing drainage channel between Dawsonia Street and Belle Bonnie.  Appraisals for the required easement parcels were completed in June 2006 and an offer for appraised value has been made to each property owner.  To date, 11 property owners have signed Real Property Contracts agreeing to sell or donate the required easements to the County. Although negotiations with the remaining 12 unsigned owners are ongoing, the project schedule requires that the authority to commence an action in eminent domain be requested at this time.  

The Board is requested to set a hearing for August 2, 2006, to consider adoption of a Resolution of Necessity to initiate an eminent domain action for the easement parcels required for the Central Avenue Flood Control Improvements Project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The appraised value for the 12 parcels included in the Resolution of Necessity totals $154,300.  Funds for acquisition of these parcels are budgeted in the San Diego County Flood Control Budget for Fiscal Year 2006-07.  This proposal requires no additional staff years.
