In accordance with Board Policy A-76, Sunset Review, the Public Safety Group periodically reviews these materials to ensure that obsolete provisions are deleted and remaining Code and Policy provisions reflect current standards and practices.

The Public Safety Group requests Board approval for continuance, deletions, amendments to, and/or updates of the sunset review dates related to the San Diego County Board of Supervisors Policies, Administrative Code and Code of Regulatory Ordinances as described below.

	HIV/AIDS-RELATED STATE REVENUE AGREEMENT:  AIDS DRUG ASSISTANCE PROGRAM (ADAP) (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County receives funding from the California Department of Health Services, Office of AIDS, to coordinate the AIDS Drug Assistance Program (ADAP) enrollment services for the San Diego County area.  Authorization is requested to execute a State revenue agreement for the ADAP funding of $104,325.  These funds will be used to coordinate the enrollment of San Diego clients with HIV/AIDS in the AIDS Drug Assistance Program.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The FY 2005-2007 Operational Plan includes $108,000 funding for the AIDS Drug Assistance Program.  This request will reduce appropriations to match the available revenue.  If approved, this request will result in current year cost and revenue of $104,325.  The revenue source is the State of California Office of AIDS.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Ratify and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute, upon receipt, the agreement with the California Department of Health Services for AIDS Drug Assistance Program services in the approximate amount of $104,325 for the period of July 1, 2005, through June 30, 2006, and to execute subsequent amendments, extensions and renewals of the State revenue contract that do not materially impact or alter the program or funding level.

2. Reduce appropriations by $3,675 in the Health and Human Services Agency for the AIDS Drug Assistance Program based on reduced revenue allocations from the California Department of Health Services, Office of AIDS.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Once called the “Broadway of America,” Old Highway 80 was a true intercontinental highway, running between San Diego, California and Savannah, Georgia.

By 1974, in San Diego and Imperial Counties, most of the highway was replaced by Interstate 8, leaving the old road frozen in time.  Today, parts of this once busy highway are among the loneliest in San Diego County.

Today’s action will adopt a resolution by the San Diego County Board of Supervisors in support of designating Old Highway 80 as a State Historical Route. In addition, today’s action will authorize a letter to be signed by the Chairwoman of the San Diego County Board of Supervisors to the San Diego State Legislative Delegation, stating San Diego County’s support for the designation of Old Highway 80 as a State Historic Route.

	On September 20, 2005 (23) the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, introducing Ordinances for further Board consideration and adoption (second reading) on September 27, 2005.

This action 1) amends the Compensation Ordinance. The proposed amendments to the San Diego County Compensation Ordinance are part of the ongoing effort to manage and maintain a skilled and competent workforce dedicated to sustaining operational excellence and serving the public.  These amendments include: establishing and renaming classifications to reflect organizational changes, designating a classifications as “Terminal”, deleting obsolete classifications, adjusting salaries in selected classifications to reflect the job market, amending the variable entry code for a specified classification, and amending sections of the Compensation Ordinance.   2) amends the Administrative Code regarding Automobile Allowance by adding/deleting job codes from the list of eligible classes; and 3) revises the Civil Service Rules.
The updated Civil Service Rules include non-substantive changes that reflect current law and structure and practice of the County.  The revisions were distributed and reviewed by all employee organizations and approved by the Civil Service Commission on August 3, 2005.
