	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 11, 2005 (1), the Board approved the issuance of a competitive solicitation for health and dental care benefits.  The contract with Sharp Health Plan, currently in place at that time, was extended for a final option year, with services set to end September 30, 2006.  A Request for Proposals was issued in March 2006, with services set to begin October 1, 2006.  Only one proposal was received, from Sharp Health Plan.  This proposal was not accepted due to a significant increase in the cost of coverage.  Sharp Health Plan did agree to extend the current contract through October 31, 2006, to allow the Public Authority to review other potential options for medical coverage.

This item brings forward the recommendation to enter into negotiations with Kaiser Permanente and award a contract for the period of November 1, 2006 through October 31, 2007, with an option to extend for two additional years.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request is included in the Public Authority FY 2006-2007 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in an annual estimated cost and revenue in the IHSS Public Authority Operating Fund of $9,182,486.  The funding source is an operating transfer from the General Fund which is based on federal and State revenue and on Social Services Realignment revenue, received by the Health and Human Services Agency.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

Authorize the Director, County Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to enter into negotiations and award a contract with Kaiser Permanente for the period of November 1, 2006 through October 31, 2007, with two additional option years, and up to an additional six months if needed; and, to amend the contract as required for changes in funding and services that do not materially impact or alter either the program or the contract, subject to approval of the Executive Director, Public Authority.
