	OVERVIEW:

	
	Human trafficking and the commercial sexual exploitation of children (CSEC) is a plague that is growing rapidly in our region.  San Diego ranks 8th nationwide in the incidence of children used in connection with prostitution and pimping, ranking ahead of Las Vegas.    

Commercial sexual exploitation is a heinous crime that enslaves young girls for sexual servitude, causing physical and psychological scars on its victims that can last a lifetime.  Sex trafficking represents the second largest and fastest growing criminal enterprise nationwide, and has also become the second largest source of income for our local gangs.

In order to bring this important issue to the forefront, the Sheriff, District Attorney, members of the San Diego Police Department Vice Squad, and a lieutenant from the National City Police Department will provide a presentation to the board today.  In addition, the Board is being asked to include in the Board’s 2011 Legislative Program proposals for legislation strengthening penalties for crimes related to human trafficking and commercial sexual exploitation.

	On March 2, 2010 (3), your Board approved the submission of the 2010 OPSG grant application.  This is a request to authorize the Sheriff’s Department to accept $8,844,033 in 2010 Operation Stonegarden (OPSG) grant funds from the federal Department of Homeland Security, passed through the California Emergency Management Agency (CalEMA), and adopt a resolution for the 2010 Operation Stonegarden Grant.  The total 2010 OPSG award for 15 states and Puerto Rico was $60 million in which California was awarded $12.1 million.  The objective of the OPSG grant program is to increase coordination and enhance local law enforcement presence along the border.  As was the case in 2008 and 2009, the 2010 OPSG grant program will provide funding to designated localities to enhance cooperation and coordination between law enforcement agencies in a joint mission to secure the United States land borders.

This is a request to authorize the acceptance and appropriation of $99,997 in grant funds from the USDOJ Office of Justice Programs (OJP) Bureau of Justice Assistance (BJA). These funds will be used to support overtime costs for the San Diego Region Anti-Trafficking Task Force (SDRATTF), a multi-disciplinary collaboration of local and federal law enforcement agencies focused on the investigation of identifying and rescuing victims of all forms of trafficking and successfully prosecuting traffickers.

This is a request to authorize the acceptance of grant funds in the amount of $274,261 for the 2010 Forensic DNA Backlog Reduction Program administered by the U.S. Department of Justice, Office of Justice Programs. The 2010 Forensic DNA Backlog Reduction Program grant will augment the Sheriff’s Crime Lab’s current DNA analysis capacity by providing equipment, training, and services for the Crime Lab’s DNA analysis group. The grant funding will aid in reduction of turnaround time on DNA cases awaiting analysis, and increase the number of cases analyzed, by updating and improving the lab’s evidence examination and data analysis equipment, and by ensuring the operability of existing equipment through the purchase of maintenance agreements.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are partially included in the Fiscal Year 2010-11 Operational Plan in the Sheriff’s Department; the partial funds include the Internal Service Fund costs in support of purchasing and contracting. If approved, this request will result in current year costs of approximately $280,261 and revenue of $274,261, resulting in a net General Fund cost of approximately $6,000.  The $6,000 is for Internal Service Fund costs that are not an allowable expense under the terms of the grant. In addition, the Sheriff’s Department will incur an estimated $100 in annual costs in future years for ongoing maintenance of equipment purchased with award funds. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Board of Supervisors has shown a long-term commitment to programs aimed at improving outcomes for foster youth.  At the present time, approximately 4,000 San Diego County youth cannot remain in their own home as a result of abuse or neglect and require placement in out of home care.  While Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) Child Welfare Services (CWS) social workers make every effort to place children in the least restrictive setting possible, approximately 800 foster youth demonstrate emotional and behavioral needs that require placement in either a State licensed Foster Family Agency (FFA) home or Licensed Group Home (LGH).  Currently, CWS has multiple agreements with FFA and LGH providers who offer high-level supervision and therapeutic services for foster children within San Diego County.

In partnership with CWS, Children’s Mental Health (CMH) currently contracts with five of the FFA programs in San Diego County to provide mental health services to 200 children living in homes certified by the five agencies.  Without these specialized services, these children would require a more restrictive placement, such as a licensed group home.

Today’s action would authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue competitive Requests For Statement of Qualifications for FFA and LGH providers and to award contracts as needed.  It would also authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a competitive request for solicitation for associated children’s mental health services necessary to ensure the most effective outcomes for all children and adolescents residing in FFA homes located within San Diego County.  New contracts resulting from these solicitations will enhance services to youth enabling many of them to transition to less restrictive settings, assist providers in initiating program improvements, and enhance accountability.

	The County Library has received numerous gifts and donations from individuals and groups that are interested in promoting library service to their communities.  County of San Diego Administrative Code, Section 66, Acceptance of Gifts, permits the acceptance of gifts and donations by the administrative head of each department of the County, subject to ratification by the Board of Supervisors.   A report of all individual gifts not exceeding $5,000 is required, as well as Board of Supervisors’ approval to accept individual gifts over $5,000.  This action will ratify the acceptance of $1,436,929 in cash and non-cash gifts and donations exceeding $5,000 in value received by the County Library between the period of January 1, 2010 and            June 30, 2010 and acknowledge an additional $70,839 in cash and non-cash gifts and donations not exceeding $5,000 for a total value of $1,507,768.  A portion of the donations received qualified the Library Fund to receive matching funds from the General Fund under the Community Dollar-For-Dollar Donation Matching Program.

The California State Library has awarded $41,655 for the Public Library Staff Education grant.  This grant will help fund the library education of eleven County Library staff members.

The California State Library has awarded a grant of $30,000 to fund 50% of the cost of the Out-of-School-Time Online Homework Help Program.  The balance of $30,000 of the program’s cost is proposed to be funded with County Library fund balance.

	Funds for the Public Library Staff Education Program ($41,655) and the Out-of-School-Time Online Homework Help Program ($60,000) are not included in the Fiscal Year 2010-11 Operational Plan. The funding sources are the California State Library grants ($71,655) and fund balance available in the Library Fund ($30,000).  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.
The County Library received donations of $1,507,768 between January 1, 2010 and June 30, 2010.  Of these donations, $143,320 qualified for matching funds from the General Fund in Fiscal Year 2009-10.  The largest single donation was $1.3 million from the Friends of the Fallbrook Library for enhancements to the new Fallbrook Library. Because of budgetary constraints, and effective with the beginning of Fiscal Year 2010-11, all ongoing General Fund budgetary support to the Library Fund, including up to $350,000 annually for the Community Dollar-For-Dollar Donation Matching Program, has been discontinued. One-time General Fund resources, however, of $350,000 are  LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 budgeted in Fiscal Year 2010-11 as a match for donations expected to be received from the Friends of the Library for the new Ramona and Fallbrook branches that are under construction and scheduled to open during this fiscal year.

	On August 4, 2010 (4), your Board ratified authorization for the Department of Parks and Recreation to apply for grant funds up to $7 million under Proposition 84 Nature Education Facilities Program for the proposed Santa Ysabel Nature Center project.  The grant requires the County to have land tenure over the property where the nature center is proposed to be built.  The Nature Conservancy, a 501(c) 3 corporation, has offered to donate an 84.3-acre parcel to the County for the nature center.  The parcel, identified as Assessor Parcel Number 247-160-14 (Thomas Guide 2010, page 1135-B2), is northeast of the intersection of State Routes 78 and 79, adjacent to the County’s Santa Ysabel Preserve.  An independent appraiser determined the value of the donation to be $674,500.  As a condition of the donation, The Nature Conservancy will require deed restrictions to insure the County’s use and management of the property will protect the conservation values of the property in perpetuity.  County staff will work with The Nature Conservancy to negotiate the terms of these restrictions.

The Board is requested to accept the donation of land and authorize the Chairwoman of the Board of Supervisors to sign a letter of appreciation to The Nature Conservancy.  In addition, the requested action will adopt a resolution authorizing application for Proposition 84 – Nature Education Facilities Program grant funds for the Santa Ysabel Nature Center project.

	Funds to conduct due diligence in accepting the donation are included in Capital Project 1014142 – Santa Ysabel Nature Center.  The costs for staff, appraisal, escrow and title will total approximately $31,500.  The total annual on-going costs for land stewardship, adaptive management and monitoring of the property are estimated at $12,600 per year.  In addition, there will be an annual cost of $7.24 for fixed charge assessments on the property for vector control.  The funding source for the on-going costs will be general purpose revenue and will be requested in future Operational Plans.
The Department of Parks and Recreation is also seeking up to $7 million of Proposition 84 - Nature Education Facilities Program grant funds for construction of the proposed Santa Ysabel Nature Center.  If grant funds are awarded, staff will return to the Board to accept grant funds, submit the project and environmental findings for approval, appropriate grant funds and obtain authorization for advertisement and award of construction contracts for the approved project.
