	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to amend the Santa Fe Valley Specific Plan to allow minor changes to the boundary between residential Subareas V.2 and V.4, and Subarea V.5, which is designated for natural open space (OS-I).  The result is an increase of about six acres in the area designated OS-I.  In addition, the number of units allowed in Subarea V.2 is proposed to be decreased by five and the number allowed in Subarea V.4 is proposed to be increased by five.  The project also includes a Rezone that proposes to change the existing zoning for residential areas to include the RR Use Regulations, a “1” Density Designator (1 dwelling unit per acre), a “1 ac” Minimum Lot Area Designator, a “B” Building Type Designator, a “G” Height Designator and a “C” Setback Designator.  The zoning for open space areas is proposed to be change to include the S80 Use Regulations, a “0” Density Designator, a “100 ac” Minimum Lot Area Designator, an “A” Building Type Designator, a “G” Height Designator and a “C” Setback Designator.   A Tentative Map is proposed that will subdivide a 123.44-acre area into 37 residential lots, an open space lot, and nine road access lots.  The project site is subject to the (21) Specific Plan Area (.4) Land Use Designation.  It is located north of the intersection of Four Gee Road and Camino Santa Fe in the easterly portion of the San Dieguito Community Plan Area. (Thomas Guide:  Page 1169, D1)

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The project proposes a Rezone for two parcels from S92 (General Rural), to A70 (Limited Agriculture).  The site totals 40.52 acres and is under active grape cultivation with associated structures and a single-family residence on each parcel.  The land to the east adjacent to existing property is zoned A70 as is land adjacent extending north and south.  A Rezone from S92 to A70 will result in two changes in permitted uses.  Under S92, packing and processing as a wholesale limited winery is not permitted, but it is a permitted use in the A70 Zone.  In addition, the S92 permits law enforcement services, whereas the A70 does not.  The change in zone will allow for the cultivation of grapes to remain and will also allow for a wholesale limited winery, enabling the production of wine on-site.  Currently, all grapes are shipped off-site for processing.

The project site is within the 1.4 Rural Development Area (RDA) Regional Category and (18) Multiple Rural Use (1 dwelling unit per 4, 8, or 20 gross acres depending on the slope) Land Use Designation of the General Plan.  The site is currently zoned S92 General Rural Use Regulation.  The project is located at 35168 and 35288 Highway 79 (west of the intersection of Highway 79-S and Halfway Road), Warner Springs. (Thomas Guide:  1034 E/4).

ACQUISITION OF 15.2 ACRES (LAKESIDE SANITATION DISTRICT) AND APPROPRIATE FUNDS FOR ACQUISITION AND DEVELOPMENT OF LAKESIDE SPORTS PARK (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 10, 2002 (18), the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to investigate the feasibility of building a sports facility in east County.  Subsequently, on July 13, 2005 (10), the Board established appropriations of $3,000,000 for acquisition of a site for the Lakeside Sports Park.  At that time, the Department of Parks and Recreation was in the process of investigating the possible purchase of a 15.2-acre property owned by Lakeside Sanitation District.  The subject property is located north of Highway 67 and Riverford Road in Lakeside, adjacent to the San Diego River (Thomas Guide, page 1231-G4).  The property formerly housed a sewer treatment plant and flow equalization facility which was demolished earlier this year.  The District no longer has a use for the property.

The property’s central east County location and compatible adjacent development make it an ideal location for the proposed facility.  The proposed improvements include four youth baseball fields, a concession stand, a playground, and related facilities.  In addition, the County’s proposed multi-use trails located on the north side of Mast Boulevard and along the San Diego River will extend onto the site.  

The $2,825,000 purchase price of the 15.2-acre site was determined by an independent fee appraiser.  The Board is requested to set a hearing for December 6, 2006, to consider approving the purchase of the property from Lakeside Sanitation District, for the appraised value of $2,825,000.

The recommendations in this Board action also request the cancellation, establishment, and transfer of appropriations within various Capital projects to reallocate grant funds and provide the funding needed to support the Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition and Development projects.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Should the Board approve the purchase of the property for $2,825,000 on December 6, 2006 funds for the purchase will be provided by existing budgeted funds in Capital Project 1007107 - Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition.  The total current year cost of the purchase, including estimated escrow and title fees of $3,000, is $2,828,000.  There will be no additional staff years associated with this action.  The recommendations in this Board action also request the cancellation, establishment, and transfer of appropriations within various Capital projects to reallocate grant funds and provide the funding needed to support the Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition and Development projects.  These actions are discussed in the in the Background of the Board letter.

In addition, if approved this will reallocate $700,000 of Proposition 12 grants funds, previously budgeted in Capital Project 1000019 – Heritage Park Carousel, and exchange it with $700,000 of general fund appropriations from Project 1007107 – Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition.  There is no net funding change in either of these projects.

5. Authorize the Auditor and Controller to discharge an accounts receivable of $94,605 in the Capital Outlay Fund, from the Proposition 12 Per Capita grant, for project costs that will not be reimbursed by the State, for the Heritage Park Carousel.

6. Establish estimated revenue of $94,605 in the Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project 1000019, Heritage Park Carousel, based on an Operating Transfer from the General Fund.      (4 VOTES)
7. Cancel appropriations and related Proposition 12 Per Capita grant revenue of $605,395 in the Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project 1000019, Heritage Park Carousel, to provide funds for the Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition project.

8. Cancel appropriations and related Proposition 12 Per Capita and Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant revenue of $617,781 in the Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project 1005258, Lakeside Sports Park (II) Development, to provide funds for the Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition project.

9. Establish appropriations of $1,899,000 in the Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project 1007107, Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition, based on revenue made available by the cancellation of Proposition 12 grant funds in Capital Projects 1000019 ($605,395) and 1005258 ($617,781), revenue from Proposition 12 Per Capita grant funds ($280,324) and revenue from Proposition 40 Per Capita  grant funds ($395,500).  (4 VOTES)
10. Cancel appropriations and related Operating Transfer from the General Fund of $1,954,000 in the Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project 1007107, Lakeside Sports Park Acquisition, to provide funds for Capital Projects 1000019 ($700,000) and 1005258 ($1,254,000).

11. Establish appropriations of $605,395 in the Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project 1000019, Heritage Park Carousel, based on an Operating Transfer from the General Fund.  (4 VOTES)
12. Establish appropriations of $1,254,000 in the Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project 1005258, Lakeside Sports Park (II) Development, based on an Operating Transfer from the General Fund.  (4 VOTES)

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 5, 2006 (13), your Board amended the TransNet Local Street and Road Program of Projects (County TransNet Program) for County road and bridge projects using TransNet, State, or federal monies. San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) included this local program in the adopted Regional Transportation Improvement Program. SANDAG, acting as duly authorized Regional Transportation Commission, submitted the adopted Regional Transportation Improvement Program to the California Transportation Commission for inclusion in the State Transportation Program.  
The County TransNet Program involves planned expenditure of anticipated revenues from TransNet, the half-cent transportation sales tax approved by voters in 1987, which will cease in 2008. At that time revenue from the TransNet Extension Program, approved by the voters on November 2, 2004, will commence and continue through 2048.  SANDAG has recently requested that local agencies submit any revisions to their list of TransNet projects no later than November 20, 2006.  

Amendments to the County TransNet Program – Adoption of Resolution

The proposed amendment to the County TransNet Program includes funding allocation adjustments for previously programmed projects due to changes in current or anticipated construction and acquisition costs. It includes programming and allocating funds to two new projects. Upon Board approval, the County’s amended TransNet Program will be submitted to SANDAG.

This action will also provide authority for the Director, Department of Public Works, to apply for federal funding for three of the proposed projects in the amendment: South Santa Fe (South), Bradley Avenue / State Route 67 and Rancho Santa Fe Roundabouts. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The proposed amendment increases future allocation on 16 projects, two of which are newly programmed, and decreases allocation on one project, for a net increase of $34,845,665. Appropriation of these monies will be brought to the Board in future year operational plan proposals.  There is no County General Fund cost associated with the proposed County TransNet projects in the Regional Transportation Improvement Program.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Traffic Advisory Committee (TAC) meets every six weeks to review proposed changes or additions to regulatory traffic controls.  Seventeen items were on the Committee's August 25, 2006, meeting agenda. The Committee recommends your action on 16 items, as one item (5-D) was continued prior to the meeting at the request of the Rancho Santa Fe Association. All 16 remaining items are recommended for action.

On June 21, 2006 (6) your Board continued the recertification of an existing 40 MPH speed limit on Reche Road, from Live Oak Park Road to Via Vista, for the continued use of radar for speed enforcement. The continuance was granted as a new signal at the intersection of Gird Road, at the east end of the park, was being energized on April 20th (one day prior to TAC meeting). It was deemed appropriate to allow the operation of the signal to normalize, then take another speed survey when a more representative sample of the new operating conditions could be attained.  This matter is Item 5-H of this report.

	This project proposes construction of 3,150 linear feet of bike path and multi-use trail from the intersection of Plaza Bonita Road and Bonita Mesa Road to the Sweetwater Regional Park Western Staging Area. (Thomas Guide page 1310, D4 to E5). The project will improve an existing unofficial trail currently in use and will enhance connectivity within the Bonita trails and bike path system.
On June 30, 2006, a Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Plaza Bonita Bike Path Project was circulated for 30-day public review. The review period ended August 1, 2006.  Comments were received and staff has responded.

This is a request to adopt the Mitigated Negative Declaration and to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract to construct Plaza Bonita Bike Path in Bonita. 	Funding for this request is partially budgeted in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2006-07 Detailed Work Program ($175,000).  This action will add $270,000 in appropriations based on unanticipated revenue from TransNet Non-motorized funds ($25,000) and 2000 Parks Bond Act – Proposition 12 grant funds which are currently budgeted in Capital Project 1005262 and will be transferred to the Department of Public Works in this action ($245,000).  If approved, the trail portion of the project will be maintained by the Department of Parks and Recreation at an estimated cost of $3,000 annually which will be managed within existing budgeted resources in the Department’s annual budget, with reimbursement from National City, under the terms of an existing agreement, for certain segments of trail within its boundaries. This request will result in current year construction cost of $445,000, and will require no additional staff years.

JULIAN AVENUE IMPROVEMENT PROJECT, LAKESIDE - CONSIDERATION OF ADOPTION OF A RESOLUTION OF NECESSITY (DISTRICT 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Julian Avenue Improvement Project, in the community of Lakeside, will widen both lanes of Julian Avenue from Los Coches Road to Petite Lane and construct curbs, gutters, bike lanes and sidewalks on both sides of the road.  The project is partially funded with a Community Development Block Grant, and will benefit the local community by improving pedestrian safety and vehicular traffic flow in this area, which is just south of Lindo Lake County Park and is adjacent to Lindo Park Elementary School and Terra del Sol Middle School.  Construction is scheduled to begin in March 2007 and be completed by March 2008.  (Thomas Guide, Page 1232, B-4, C-4).
Construction of the planned improvements requires acquisition of temporary and permanent easements rights over 63 properties along Julian Avenue.  Permanent easements are required from 16 properties and temporary easements are required on the remaining 47 properties.  The temporary construction easements are primarily needed to reconnect driveways affected by the project to the new road surface.  Appraisals for the required easement parcels were completed and an offer for appraised value was made to 62 of the 63 property owners.  The owner of Parcel Number 2004-0129-A (Toston) is deceased and an authorized representative for her estate cannot be located with reasonable diligence.  Staff will continue to try to locate and contact a representative for this parcel.  To date, 38 property owners have signed Right-of-Entry Permits or Real Property Contracts agreeing to sell the required easements to the County.  The project schedule requires that the authority to commence an action in eminent domain be requested at this time in order to avoid losing Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds which must be expended by April 2007.  County staff will continue to meet with individual property owners to answer questions and resolve their issues related to the required easement acquisitions.  The eminent domain process will also allow the County to legally acquire a temporary easement from the Toston Estate.
The Board is requested to set a hearing for December 6, 2006, to consider adoption of a Resolution of Necessity to initiate an eminent domain action for the easement parcels required for the Julian Avenue Improvement Project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Adoption of a Resolution of Necessity has no fiscal impact.  The total appraised value of the 25 easement parcels included in the proposed Resolution of Necessity is $202,750.  An item on today’s agenda to amend the TransNet Local Street and Road Program of Projects and County of San Diego Element of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program includes a request to increase TransNet allocation for this project, which will include funding for right-of-way acquisition.  Upon approval of both items, an item will be brought to the Board to appropriate right of way funding within the next two months.  This proposal has no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures requests Board approval to amend the High Risk Program Activities revenue contract with the California Department of Food and Agriculture.

In August 2006, the Clerk of the Board signed the High Risk Program Activities Contract (06-0187) for July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007 for $51,680, as approved by the Board on April 26, 2006 (8).  The proposed amendment will increase that contract by $802,977 for a total Fiscal Year 2006-07 contract amount of $854,657 for high-risk pest exclusion program activities.  This proposal also appropriates $854,657 in the Department of Agriculture Weights and Measures Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan for the addition of nine new staff positions, and various services and supplies.  A portion of that appropriated funding ($57,000) will be transferred to the Fleet Internal Service Fund for procurement of three vehicles.

The amended High Risk Program Activities contract will provide full reimbursement for expanded pest-exclusion work including increased inspection and enforcement activities of incoming plant shipments, specialty markets, swap meets, United Parcel Service, Federal Express, airfreight terminals, and border/port entryways.  County inspectors will focus on the interception of highly destructive pests such as Diaprepes Root Weevil, Imported Fire Ant, and Burrowing and Reniform nematodes. The work plan in the contract amendment designates an estimated 9,450 hours for 1,350 visits to high risk facilities in San Diego County.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	General Fund: Funds for this request are not budgeted.  The Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan did not include the expenditures and related revenue due to the uncertainty of State allocations.  Therefore, the Department requests appropriations of $854,657 for Fiscal Year 2006-07 to cover costs of High Risk Pest Exclusion activities with funds received through a California Department of Food and Agriculture revenue contract.  Appropriations of $57,000 will be transferred to the Department of General Services to purchase three vehicles.  

Nine additional staff positions are required to provide activities funded through this revenue contract, as well as the purchase of three vehicles.  This contract is totally revenue offset.

Fleet Services Internal Service Fund:  Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of General Services Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operation Plan.  The funding sources for the purchase and ISF charges are an Operating Transfer and revenue from the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures.  If approved, this request will result in current year costs of $57,000 for the purchase of three vehicles and $9,444 for associated ISF costs, and subsequent costs of $16,868 annually, which will be included in the Fleet Services ISF Spending Plan.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT:

	
	Exotic pests continue to be a threat to San Diego and California’s economy. The economic impacts of infestations and resulting quarantines not only affect local growers but also the agriculture-related job market and the economy which agriculture supports. The current value of agriculture in San Diego County is $1.5 billion dollars with an estimated economic impact of $5.4 billion.  High-risk pest exclusion activities provide the first line of defense to keep
insects and plant disease from entering San Diego County.

	EDGEMOOR CONSTRUCTION PROJECT UPDATE AND REQUEST TO ISSUE ADDITIONAL CERTIFICATES OF PARTICIPATION (DISTRICT:2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 31, 2006 (15), the Board continued this item to November 1, 2006, on Consent.

The Board of Supervisors has taken a number of actions related to the replacement of the Edgemoor Skilled Nursing Facility.  On January 15, 2002 (19) the Board directed the Chief Financial Officer to take the necessary steps to issue certificates of participation via the capital financing program sponsored by the San Diego County Capital Asset Leasing Corporation (SANCAL).  On June 15, 2004 (13), the Board adopted a Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring Program and approved the issuance of a Request for Bid (RFB) for construction of the facility.  On January 12, 2005 (13), the Board approved the financing documents to issue Certificates of Participation through SANCAL for the construction of

Edgemoor.  
The construction contract was awarded to Sundt Construction, Inc. on February 3, 2005 and work began on February 11, 2005.  It was originally anticipated that the project would be completed by October 2006, and occupancy would occur in February 2007.  Design issues with steel fireproofing, steel fabrication, and heavy rains during the winter of 2004 caused substantial delays to the project schedule.  The cumulative impact of these delays to date is estimated at approximately 22 months, causing the cost to complete the construction of Edgemoor to increase significantly.  The revised completion date has been set for August 29, 

2008 with occupancy anticipated in December 2008.

On May 9, 2006 (12), the Board approved additional appropriations of $15.0 million using available General Fund fund balance in order to maintain progress on the project until a final cost estimate could be negotiated.  Now, it is estimated that an additional $20.0 million will be required to complete the project.  The original project cost of the facility was $83.8 million for construction and administration.  The revised total project cost is $118.8 million.  This

amount does not reflect the costs for furniture, fixtures and equipment.  

Today’s recommendations will authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to implement negotiated contract changes to the contracts associated with Capital Project 1000235, authorize the Chief Financial Officer to seek long-term financing not to exceed $43.6 million through the issuance of Certificates of Participation (COPs), and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute the Declaration of Official Intent to reimburse the County’s General Fund fund balance for project expenditures from the certificate proceeds.  The issuance of an additional $43.6 million in COPs will fund increased project costs and capitalized interest payments

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	It anticipated that the issuance of an additional $43.6 million in certificates of participation will result in an average annual lease payment of approximately $3.4 million, for a total average annual combined lease payment of $9.5 million.  These annual lease payments will be funded through approximately 46% of federal financial participation available under SB 1128 and the balance from proceeds available and coming due from the sale and lease of surplus property at the Edgemoor site, which are being deposited into the Edgemoor Development Fund.  Staff will return to the Board of Supervisors to approve these financing documents for the issuance of additional COPs.
