	HOME AMERICAN DREAM DOWNPAYMENT INITIATIVE PROGRAM APPROPRIATIONS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development provides HOME Investment Partnerships (HOME) Program funds for a variety of housing programs including, but not limited to, acquisition, rehabilitation, new construction, rental assistance, and homebuyer assistance.  On October 6, 2004 (8,1), the Board of Supervisors and the Housing Authority Board of Commissioners approved the design and administration of the new San Diego County HOME Consortium American Dream Downpayment Initiative (ADDI) Program.  ADDI, a component of the HOME program, offers downpayment and closing cost assistance to low-income, first-time homebuyers to purchase single-family homes that will serve as the family’s principal residence.  The proposed action will approve appropriations of $303,182 to fund the Urban County portion of the HOME Consortium ADDI Program.  This action requires six votes and there were only five Commissioners present at the meeting on October 6, 2004.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The $303,182 recommended to the Housing Authority Board of Commissioners is not included in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Housing Authority Budget.  The funding source is the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  The Department of Housing and Community Development, which is funded by the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development, provides staff and support services for the Housing Authority.  There is no cost to the County General Fund.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT:

	
	The HOME Consortium ADDI Program will assist low-income homebuyers in purchasing their first home.  These home sales transactions provide a positive impact to those in the business community involved in real estate activities, including real estate brokers, lenders, escrow, and title insurance companies, as well as home improvement businesses.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

Increase appropriations in the Housing Authority Budget by $303,182 based on an operating transfer from the Housing and Community Development Special Revenue Fund to fund the Urban County portion of the HOME Consortium ADDI Program (6 VOTES).
