2004 AIR TOXICS “HOT SPOTS” PROGRAM REPORT FOR SAN DIEGO COUNTY (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The California Air Toxics “Hot Spots” Information and Assessment Act is a State mandated program enacted in 1987 to evaluate toxic air contaminant emissions, determine what emissions, if any, present public health concerns, notify affected members of the public, and reduce significant risks. 
There are an estimated 15,300 tons of toxic air contaminants emitted in San Diego County annually.  Automobiles and other mobile sources emit approximately 10,700 tons (70%), area sources such as consumer products and architectural coatings emit approximately 2,600 tons (17%), and natural sources such as wildfires emit approximately 500 tons (3%).  The remaining 1,500 tons (10%) are released from approximately 200 large industrial facilities and 1,600 smaller businesses.  Industrial toxic air contaminant emissions have been reduced by approximately 75% (4,700 tons per year) since 1989, the first year for which air toxic emissions inventories were conducted under this program.
The declining emission trends for industrial and mobile source toxic air contaminants continue to be encouraging and are reflected in declining toxic air contaminant concentrations at the El Cajon and Chula Vista monitoring stations.  Excluding diesel particulates, a 71% reduction in the ambient incremental cancer risk from air toxics has been measured in Chula Vista and a 70% reduction in El Cajon since 1989.

During the past year, the Air Pollution Control District began implementing several new Air Toxics Control Measures recently adopted by the California Air Resources Board.  The Air Pollution Control District is currently revising permits for hundreds of stationary diesel engines that must comply with Air Toxics Control Measures for stationary diesel engines.  More than 1,500 stationary diesel engines in San Diego County, most of them emergency backup generators and pumps, will be required to reduce emissions of diesel engine exhaust particulates identified by the State as a toxic air contaminant.  Another Air Toxics Control Measure will reduce emissions and risk by requiring hundreds of portable diesel engines to be replaced with newer, cleaner engines between 2010 and 2020.  The State also adopted a chromium and nickel metal spraying Air Toxics Control Measure which is being implemented by the Air Pollution Control District.  Though this Air Toxics Control Measure affects only a handful of facilities, it ensures the controls required for these operations continue to protect the public.  

In addition, two new facilities have been required to prepare and submit Hot Spots program health risk assessments that are currently being evaluated by the Air Pollution Control District to determine public notification and risk reduction requirements.  Additional health risk assessments will be required during 2005.

State law requires the Air Pollution Control District to publish an annual report of program efforts and results.  The 2004 Air Toxics “Hot Spots” Program Report summarizes the program elements, current program status, emission estimates, health risk assessment results, current public notification status, and conclusions drawn to date.  Stationary source emission estimates, by facility, are available to the public on the Air Pollution Control District’s website at http://sdapcd.org, under Air Toxics, Emission Inventory.

The Air Pollution Control Board is required to hold a public hearing on the 2004 program report.  If approved, the report will be disseminated to city councils, local health officials, and other interested persons as required by State law.

PROPOSED MEASURES TO REDUCE PARTICULATE MATTER IN SAN DIEGO COUNTY  (District: All)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In 2003, the California Legislature enacted Senate Bill 656 (SB 656, Sher, Health and Safety Code Section 39614) to accelerate progress toward attaining clean air standards for particulate matter.  Particulate matter is a public health concern because it can be inhaled into the upper airways and lungs causing a variety of adverse health effects.  San Diego County attains federal health-based standards for particulate matter but not State standards, which are more stringent.  Nearly all of California is designated as nonattainment of State particulate matter standards.

SB 656 (Section 39614) requires California air districts to review a statewide list compiled by the California Air Resources Board that identifies the most readily available, feasible, and cost-effective particulate matter emission control measures.  California Air Resources Board's list is based on rules, regulations, and programs being implemented in one or more California air districts.  Each district must evaluate the list and select the most promising measures for local implementation based on the nature and extent of particulate pollution in their district.  An implementation schedule must be adopted after prioritizing the measures based on their cost-effectiveness and their effect on public health, air quality, and emission reductions. 

The Air Pollution Control District has evaluated the California Air Resources Board's list of potential emission control measures using the statutory criteria.  Results of the Air Pollution Control District’s evaluation are presented in a Staff Report, Measures to Reduce Particulate Matter in San Diego County.  A majority of the measures are already being implemented in San Diego County, primarily to address ozone which is caused by many of the same sources as particulate matter.  However, the Air Pollution Control District does not have source category-specific control measures for particulate emissions from residential wood combustion nor for fugitive dust from construction sites and unpaved roads.  Measures addressing these source categories are being implemented in other California air districts, and similar measures are potentially feasible for San Diego County.  Accordingly, measures addressing residential wood combustion and fugitive dust sources are proposed for further detailed evaluation and, if appropriate, future rule development, adoption, and implementation in San Diego County.  A rule development schedule must be adopted by the Air Pollution Control District Board, as required by SB 656 (Section 39614).  
Further detailed evaluation may result in additional information and subsequent findings that the selected measures, or portions of the selected measures, are not feasible or cost-effective or sufficiently beneficial and therefore should not be recommended for rule development, adoption, and implementation in San Diego County.  During the future rule development phase the Air Pollution Control District will further refine the portions of the selected measures that are most feasible and cost-effective for affected activities in San Diego County.  At that time Stakeholders will be consulted and at least one public workshop will be held on each proposed rule.  This process provides opportunities for affected persons and businesses to consider and comment on rule proposals before final proposed rules are presented for adoption by the Air Pollution Control District Board.  

A determination has been made that the California Environmental Quality Act does not apply to the proposed action.  Section 15262 of the State California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines exempts feasibility and planning studies of possible future actions that have not been approved or adopted.  California Environmental Quality Act applicability and analyses will be examined in the future when proposed rules implementing individual measures are developed and presented for adoption by the Air Pollution Control District Board.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no new fiscal impact associated with the recommendation.  The Air Pollution Control District will implement associated activities using existing staffing and funding identified in the Air Pollution Control District 's Operational Plan.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Specific impacts on businesses will be addressed in the rule development process when proposed rules implementing individual measures are developed in the future.  The Air Pollution Control District will work with affected industry groups to ensure any proposed rules are technologically feasible and cost-effective.  The proposal was discussed with Air Pollution Control District business customers at a public workshop held on August 18, 2005.
