2003 AIR TOXICS “HOT SPOTS” PROGRAM REPORT FOR SAN DIEGO COUNTY (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The California Air Toxics “Hot Spots” Information and Assessment Act is a state-mandated program enacted in 1987 to evaluate toxic air contaminant emissions, determine what emissions, if any, present public health concerns, notify affected members of the public, and reduce significant risks.  

There are an estimated 15,500 tons of toxic air contaminants emitted in the region annually.  Automobiles and other mobile sources emit approximately 10,700 tons (69%), area sources such as consumer products and architectural coatings emit approximately 2,600 tons (17%), and natural sources such as wildfires emit approximately 500 tons (3%).  The remaining 1,700 tons (11%) are released from approximately 200 large industrial facilities and 1,600 smaller businesses.  Industrial toxic air contaminant emissions have been reduced by approximately 75% (4,700 tons per year) since 1989, the first year for which air toxic emissions inventories were conducted under this program.

The declining emission trends for industrial and mobile source toxic air contaminants continue to be encouraging and are reflected in declining air concentrations at the El Cajon and Chula Vista monitoring stations.  A 60% reduction in the incremental cancer risk from air toxics has been measured in Chula Vista and a 64% reduction in El Cajon since 1990.

State law requires the Air Pollution Control District to publish an annual report of program efforts and results.  The 2003 Air Toxics “Hot Spots” Program Report summarizes the program elements, current program status, emission estimates, health risk assessment results, current public notification status, and conclusions drawn to date.  Stationary source emission estimates, by facility, are available to the public on the Air Pollution Control District’s website at http://sdapcd.org, under Air Toxics, Emission Inventory.

The Air Pollution Control Board is required to hold a public hearing on the 2003 program report.  If approved, the report will be disseminated to city councils, local health officials, and other interested persons as required by State law.

	APPROVE 2004 SCHOOL BUS PROGRAM ALLOCATION (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Lower Emission School Bus Program was created by the State legislature to protect schoolchildren from the harmful effects of diesel emissions through the replacement of pre-1987 heavy-duty diesel school buses with new, cleaner diesel or alternative-fuel school buses.  Similarly, the federal Environmental Protection Agency established the Clean School Bus Program to reduce health impacts to schoolchildren from diesel pollution through retrofitting of newer, in-use heavy-duty diesel school buses with particulate matter filters. 

On October 27, 2004 (APCB #1), the Board approved the Air Pollution Control District’s acceptance of $390,000 in State grant funding from the Lower Emission School Bus Program, and $355,000 from the federal Environmental Protection Agency, Clean School Bus USA Program.  The Board also appropriated the total grant funding of $745,000 in the Air Pollution Control District’s Air Quality School Bus Program.  This is a request to appropriate an additional $52,700 from the Air Quality Improvement Trust (Vehicle Registration funds) to enable full funding of the purchase of four new school buses and retrofit of fifty-one school buses with particulate matter filters.  This will increase the total funds available for the School Bus program to $797,700.

This is also a request to approve the recommended projects and the allocation of $797,700 in School Bus Program funds to school districts for the replacement of pre-1987 diesel school buses and the retrofitting of newer, in-use diesel buses with particulate matter filters.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding of $745,000 for this request is included in the Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Operational Plan through Board action on October 27, 2004 (APCB #1).  If approved, this request will result in an increase of $52,700 in current year costs and an increase of $52,700 in the Air Quality Improvement Trust Fund Balance appropriated, and no net General Fund cost, or additional staff years.  

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER

1. Approve the recommended 2004 School Bus Program projects.

2. Establish appropriations of $52,700 in the Air Quality Improvement Trust Fund (Vehicle Registration funds) based on available fund balance to fully fund recommended projects.  (4 VOTES)

3.  Approve the allocation of $797,700 to recommended projects.

4. In accordance with Section 401, et seq., of the County Administrative Code, authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to award contracts for approved School Bus Program projects, subject to negotiations and approval of the Air Pollution Control Officer, for a base period of up to three years, with a one-year option. 

5. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to use the same selection methodology to find a substitute project to replace any approved project, for which an agreement cannot be successfully negotiated within 120 days from the date of Board approval, or that may become ineligible, or withdraws from the program.
