AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE NO. 6 OF THE 

SAN DIEGO COUNTY FLOOD CONTROL DISTRICT RELATING TO DRAINAGE FEES IN THE SPRING VALLEY/CASA DE ORO SPECIAL DRAINAGE AREA


The Board of Supervisors of the County of San Diego, acting as and constituting the Board of Directors of the San Diego County Flood Control District, ordains as follows:


Section 1.  The Board of Supervisors finds and determines that this ordinance should be amended to clearly provide that developers are responsible for funding their on-site drainage improvements.


Section 2.  Section 1.121 of Ordinance No. 6 of the San Diego County Flood Control District is amended to read:

Section 1.121.  USE OF DRAINAGE FEE.  The fees collected hereunder shall be segregated into a special local drainage area facilities fund established for the Spring Valley/Case de Oro SDA, and the funds therein and interest accruing thereto shall be expended in accordance with Section 17.1 of the District Act. Developers that construct onsite planned facilities as described in section 1.114(a) shall receive credit up to the amount of fees payable for up to 50% of the costs of such  facilities. Any reimbursement for costs shall not exceed the costs associated with design and construction of planned facilities, excluding right-of-way costs, as described in section 1.114(a) that benefit property outside the boundaries of the development for which reimbursement is requested.  

Section 3.  This ordinance shall take effect and be in force thirty days after its passage, and before the expiration of fifteen days after its passage, a summary hereof shall be published once with the names of the members of this Board voting for or against it in a newspaper of general circulation published in the County of San Diego.
