FORM B - STATE BOARD OF EQUALIZATION NOTICE TO OPERATORS

ALL PERSONS SELLING TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY OF A KIND ORDINARILY SUBJECT TO TAX ARE REQUIRED TO HOLD A VALID SELLER’S PERMIT AND PAY TO THE STATE BOARD OF EQUALIZATION SALES TAX ON ALL SALES OF NEW OR USED MERCHANDISE SOLD ON THESE PREMISES. FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THIS REQUIREMENT IS A VIOLATION OF STATE LAW AND PUNISHABLE BY FINE AND/OR IMPRISONMENT.

Section 6073 of the California Sales and Use Tax Law provides that the Board may require the operator of a collector’s show, fair, flea market or swap meet to require every seller to hold a valid California Seller’s Permit. The law further provides that any operator who fails to do so is subject to a fine not exceeding $1,000 for each offence.

Certain types of merchandise, such as fresh produce, dairy products and other food products sold for consumption off the premises are exempt from sales tax, and sellers are not required to hold a seller’s permit. IF you have any questions about whether a permit is required, call your local Board office. 

Occasional sellers are not required to hold a seller’s permit. Generally, an “occasional seller” is a person who makes less than three sales for substantial amounts in a twelve-month period. “Occasional seller” includes persons who have cleared out their garages of used items accumulated for their own use, and sell only those items less than three times a year. However, people who sell regularly should be instructed to obtain a permit, and their names and addresses should be supplied to the local Board office. SELLERS WHO DO NOT HAVE PERMITS HSOULD BE REFUSED RENTAL SPACE FOR THE SALE OF TAXABLE MERCHANDISE UNTIL THEY OBTAIN A PERMIT.

If you have reason to doubt the validity of a seller’s permit number, you should call your local Board office and request that the number be verified.
