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Apiary/Beekeeping Sites for Lease

I. BACKGROUND

A. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The County of San Diego is seeking proposals for the lease of apiary/beekeeping sites on County-owned property.  Sites are currently available at the following locations:

· Boulder Oaks Preserve located south of Ramona between State Route 67 and Mussey Grade Road.

· Former Descanso Landfill located near Japatul Valley Road south of Interstate 8 in Descanso.

· Former Viejas Bin Site located on Campbell Ranch Road south of Interstate 8 in Descanso.

· Former Barrett Junction Bin Site located at 1090 Barrett Lake Road in Dulzura.

· Former Campo Bin Site located on Buckman Springs Road in Campo.

A location map and site map for each site is included as Attachment “A”.  The leased sites shall be used solely for apiary purposes including the placement, operation and maintenance of beehives.

B. DELIVERY OF PROPOSALS

D.	WITHDRAWAL

The County reserves the right to withdraw this Request for Proposals at any time without prior notice.  The County also reserves the right to accept or reject any and all proposals for any reason.

E.	LEASE APPROVAL

The provisions outlined in this Request for Proposals are non-binding.  A binding agreement will not be created until/unless the leases contemplated by this Request for Proposals are fully executed by the selected proposers and the County.  The County is not bound by the terms of any lease until it has been formally approved and fully executed by the County’s lease administrator.


II.	SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS	

A.	OPERATIONS

The selected proposers must have a wide range of experience with beekeeping and applicable best management practices.

B.	MAINTENANCE

	The selected proposers will be responsible for all maintenance of the leased sites.

	C.	NUMBER OF HIVES

		The selected proposers may place up to 120 beehives on each leased site.

III.	GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

A.	FORM OF LEASE

	The lease shall use the form attached as Exhibit “B”, modified as necessary depending on the location of the site.

B.	LEASE TERM

The term of each lease is three years and will include early termination provisions.

C.	INSURANCE

The selected proposers shall provide the following minimum insurance (the lease contains the complete insurance terms):

1. A Worker’s Compensation insurance policy covering all employees and subcontractors of the selected proposer.

2. Comprehensive General and Automobile Liability Insurance of $2,000,000 combined single limit Bodily Injury and Property Damage.

3. All insurance policies shall name the County of San Diego as additional insured.

D.	SUBLEASING

The selected proposers shall not enter into any subleases without prior written approval from the County.


IV.	MINIMUM PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

Beekeepers must be registered with the County of San Diego Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures.


V.	OPERATOR EVALUATION AND SELECTION

Written proposals will be evaluated by a selection committee designated by the County.  Responses to this Request for Proposals should address all the minimum performance standards outlined in Section IV above.  The selection committee will use the following criteria in evaluating proposals:

A.	RENT

Amount of rent proposed and the percentage amount of annual rent escalations.  The minimum rent is $1,000 per year per site.  The rent will be adjusted annually during the term by a minimum of 3.0% of the rent for the prior lease year.

B.	EXPERIENCE

The proposers experience in the operation and maintenance of beehives.

VI.	NEGOTIATIONS

After the final recommendation of the most qualified proposers by the selection committee, lease documents will be negotiated and prepared that incorporates operational items and performance standard items based upon the response to the Request for Proposals, written responses to the proposer’s written questions concerning the Request for Proposals, selection committee input, and the proposer’s submitted proposal.  If leases cannot be negotiated, the County may, at its sole discretion, begin negotiations with other responsible proposers and terminate negotiations with the previously selected proposers. 

The proposer’s will be notified of the decision of the County’s selection committee.  It is the duty of each proposer to request any clarifying information from the County as it pertains to this Request for Proposals.  Any clarifications provided by the County will be provided to all proposer’s.  All proposals must be signed by an authorized officer/employee with the authority to bind the entity submitting a proposal.


VII.	PROPRIETARY INFORMATION

All response documents become the property of the County and subject to the Public Records Act requirements set forth in California Government Code Section 6250 and following.  Information provided will be kept confidential to the extent permitted by law.  


VIII.	CLAIMS AGAINST THE COUNTY

Proposers, and their respective officers, agents, employees or representatives, shall have no claims whatsoever against the County or any of its respective officials, agents, or employees arising out of or relating to this  Request for Proposals or these procedures (other than those arising under a lease with your organization in accordance with the terms of the lease).
