The preliminary recommended ALTCI minimum requirements for care management, community and cultural responsiveness, provider network development, education and member services have been revised based on stakeholder input at the June 22nd Planning Committee meeting.  Please take time to review the revised recommendations, distribute to your constituent groups and provide additional feedback to staff by Friday, September 2, 2005. Changes will be presented at the September 14th Planning Committee meeting for discussion and consensus development.   These recommendations will be used to guide in the development of Request for Statement of Qualifications (RFSQ) language and subsequent contract terms for participating Acute and Long Term Care Integration (ALTCI) health plans in San Diego. The RFSQ is the process through which health plans will qualify locally to be approved to contract with the State Department of Health Services to participate in ALTCI in San Diego, known locally as Healthy San Diego Plus (HSD+).
