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FY 2010 STATE HOMELAND SECURITY PROGRAM

NATIONAL STRATEGY and PRIORITIES
The National Strategy has four mission areas:

· PREVENT - Prevent terrorist attacks or catastrophic events within the United States; 

· PROTECT - Reduce America's vulnerability to terrorism or catastrophic events;
· RESPOND - Minimize the damage from attacks or catastrophic events; and 

· RECOVER - Recover from attacks or catastrophic events that do occur.

To achieve these mission areas, the FY 2010 State Homeland Security Program (SHSP) grant supports the implementation of State Homeland Security Strategies to address the identified planning, organization, equipment, training, and exercise needs to prevent, protect against, respond to, and recover from acts of terrorism and other catastrophic events.  In addition, SHSP supports the implementation of the National Preparedness Guidelines, the National Incident Management System (NIMS), and the National Response Framework (NRF).
Activities implemented under SHSP must support terrorism preparedness by building or enhancing capabilities that relate to the prevention of, protection from, response to and recovery from terrorism in order to be considered eligible.  However, many capabilities which support terrorism preparedness simultaneously support preparedness for other hazards.  We must justify this dual-use quality for any activities implemented using SHSP grant funds that are not explicitly focused on terrorism preparedness.

· Strengthen Information Sharing, Collaboration Capabilities & Law Enforcement Investigations

· Citizen Preparedness & Participation
· Enhance Agriculture, Food Systems & Animal Health Preparedness
· Enhance Catastrophic Incident Planning, Response & Recovery
· Enhance Homeland Security Exercise Evaluation & Training Programs
