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The California Specialized Training Institute utilizes Camp San Luis Obispo for specialized training.  Camp San Luis Obispo (formerly Camp Merriam) has been occupied by the US Army several times since its creation in 1850.  Most recently, the Army returned the camp to State control in July 1965. 

In recognition of the need for military training and a growing need for additional training areas for support type organizations and units in order to relieve congestion and scheduling problems at Federal training sites, the Commanding General, State Military Forces, directed that facilities be developed at Camp San Luis Obispo to provide suitable academic complex for the California Military Academy as well as for Sixth U.S. Army sponsored unit training schools. Other facilities were to be upgraded to acceptable standards. Actions designed to achieve these objectives have been in progress since 1967 and are continuing as provided by funding and demand. 
Camp San Luis Obispo provides operational, training and logistical support to a wide variety of civilian and military agencies at the federal, state and local levels. These agencies include the California Army and Air National Guard, the United States Army Reserve, the United States Coast Guard Reserve, the California Conservation Corps, the California Specialized Training Institute, Cuesta Community College and the California Department of Transportation 
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
