We write in connection with the above planning application. We have examined the plans and know the site well. We wish to

offer our support to the proposal, for the reasons outlined below.

The Lilac Hills Ranch project is a master planned community consisting of B08 acres in the unincorporated Valley Center
and Bonsall Community Plan area. The site for this development has been well chosen.

Regional Location and Surrounding Land Uses

The project site is located in the unincorporated area of northern San Diego County, approximately [0 miles north
of Escondido and approximately 0.9 mile east of the Interstate 15 (I-15) corridor and Old Highway 395 as sh

own in Figure 1. A number of residential communities are located within a & mile radius of the project site:
Lawrence Welk Village (4.5 miles south), which includes a resort, approximately 512 time shares and two |8-hole
qolf courses; Rancho Monserate Mobile Home Park (2.5 miles north), which contains approximately 232 mabile
homes; Lake Rancho Viejo (2.5 miles north), which contains approximately 816 dwelling units; and Castle Creek Inn
and Resort (2 miles south), which contains approximately 63 condominium units and a golf course.

Lilac Hills Ranch is designed to give its residents the four essential elements of a strong, nurturing community: a vibrant
town center, including a major grocery store, shops, eateries and convenient services; ample parks and trails; award-
winning schools; and an ideal community lifestyle for both our youth and seniors incorporating activities and traditional
