PLANTING AND IRRIGATION NOTES

1. ALL PLANTING AND IRRIGATION SHALL CONFORM WITH THE COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO LANDSCAPE WATER CONSERVATION DESIGN MANUAL, THE
COUNTY GRADING ORDINANCE, THE COUNTY OFF—STREET PARKING MANUAL AND ALL OTHER LANDSCAPE RELATED REGIONAL STANDARDS.

2. AN IRRIGATION SYSTEM SHALL BE PROVIDED AS REQUIRED FOR PROPER IRRIGATION, DEVELOPMENT AND MAINTENANCE OF THE VEGETATION.
THE DESIGN OF THE SYSTEM SHALL PROVIDE ADEQUATE SUPPORT OF THE VEGETATION SELECTED.

3. THE IRRIGATION SYSTEM SHALL BE A CENTRALLY CONTROLLED AUTOMATIC SYSTEM WITH A RAIN SENSING DEVICE, WATER EFFICIENT, LOW
PRECIPITATION RATE SPRAY, ROTOR AND BUBBLER SYSTEM TO BE MAINTAINED BY THE PROPERTY MANAGEMENT.

4. THE PROPERTY IS LOCATED WITHIN THE OLIVENHAIN MUNICIPAL WATER DISTRICT. A RECYCLED WATER MAINLINE IS LOCATED ON SAN
DIEGUETO ROAD. THE IRRIGATION SYSTEM FOR THE PROJECT MAY INCLUDE RECYCLED WATER AND SHALL CONFORM TO THE REQUIREMENTS OF
THE OLIVENHAIN MUNICIPAL WATER DISTRICT AND COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENT HEALTH (DEH)

5. IT IS THE INTENT OF THE DEVELOPER TO SAVE AND REPLANT MANY OF THE EXISTING PURPLE LEAF PLUMS, CALIFORNIA SYCAMORES,
AMERICAN SWEET GUMS AND MEXICAN FAN PALMS. THE DEVELOPER SHALL RETAIN THE SERVICES OF A CERTIFIED ARBORIST AND A TREE
MOVING COMPANY TO EVALUATE EXISTING TREES AND DETERMINE WHICH TREES CAN BE RELOCATED.

6. DECORATIVE COOL SEASON TURF SHALL BE LIMITED TO 15% OF THE LANDSCAPE AREA. TURF SHALL NOT BE USED IN THE TRANSITIONAL
LANDSCAPE AREAS ADJACENT TO THE RIPARIAN HABITAT.

7. AN ENCROACHMENT PERMIT FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS SHALL BE OBTAINED FOR ANY PLANTING AND IRRIGATION WITHIN
THE PUBLIC RIGHT OF WAY. TREES SHALL BE PLANTED THREE FEET OUTSIDE THE RIGHT OF WAY LINE.

8. TREE SPACING WITHIN THE PARKING LOTS HAVE BEEN PROPOSED SO THAT A PARKING SPACE IS WITHIN THIRTY FEET OF THE TRUNK OF A
TREE EXCEPT WHERE SERVICE SITE REQUIREMENTS HAVE DICTATED OTHERWISE.

9. A COMBINATION OF TREES AND SHRUBS SHALL BE PROVIDED ALONG THE WESTERN PROPERTY LINE TO PROVIDE A SCREEN ADJACENT
TO THE PROPOSED PARKING.

10 CONCRETE WHEEL STOPS SHALL BE PROVIDED ON ALL PARKING SPACES ADJACENT TO LANDSCAPE AREAS, WALKWAYS AND ADJACENT
PROPERTIES IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE OFF STREET PARKING MANUAL.
11.  ALL TREES WITHIN 10" OF IMPROVEMENTS SUCH AS WALKS, CURBS, PAVING, ETC. SHALL BE INSTALLED WITH ROOT BARRIERS.

12. A FORTY SQUARE FEET AIR AND WATER PERMEABLE ARE SHALL BE PROVIDED WITH A MINIMUM WIDTH DIMENSION OF FIVE FEET SHALL BE
PROVIDED TO EACH TREE.

13. ALL SHRUB PLANTING AREAS SHALL RECEIVE A 2" MINIMUM LAYER OF BARK MULCH.

MAINTENANCE NOTES

14.  ALL LANDSCAPE AREAS SHALL BE MAINTAINED BY A QUALIFIED LANDSCAPE COMPANY HIRED BY THE DEVELOPER OR THE FUTURE

PROPERTY MANAGEMENT COMPANY. LANDSCAPED AREAS SHALL BE FREE OF DEBRIS AND LITTER AND ALL PLANT MATERIAL SHALL BE
MAINTAINED IN A HEALTHY GROWING CONDITION. DISEASED OR DEAD PLANT MATERIAL SHALL BE SATISFACTORILY TREATED OR REPLACED PER
THE CONDITIONS OF THE PERMIT.

15. THE PROPERTY DEVELOPER / MANAGEMENT COMPANY SHALL ENSURE LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE PROVIDERS USE INTEGRATED PEST

MANAGEMENT PRACTICES (IPM) TO PREVENT FERTILIZERS, PESTICIDES, YARD WASTE, AND OTHER POLLUTANTS FROM ENTERING THE CREEK AND
STORM DRAINAGE SYSTEM.

REVEGETATION, EROSION CONTROL AND BRUSH MANAGEMENT NOTES

16. ALL GRADED, DISTURBED OR ERODED AREAS THAT WILL NOT BE PERMANENTLY PAVED OR COVERED BY STRUCTURES SHALL BE
PERMANENTLY REVEGETATED AND IRRIGATED PER THE COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO STANDARDS.

17. ALL GRADED PAD AREAS SHALL BE HYDROSEEDED TO PREVENT EROSION IN THE EVENT THAT CONSTRUCTION OF BUILDINGS DOES NOT
OCCUR WITHIN 30 DAYS OF GRADING. HYDROSEED SHALL BE IRRIGATED OR REAPPLIED AS NECESSARY TO ESTABLISH GROWTH.

18. ALL SLOPES REVEGETATED SHALL BE PLANTED IN ACCORDANCE TO THE COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO STANDARDS REFERENCED WITHIN THE
LANDSCAPE WATER CONSERVATION MANUAL.

19. THE REVEGETATION PLAN SHALL BE LIMITED TO ALL NEW MANUFACTURED SLOPES AND DISTURBED AREAS ADJACENT TO RIPARIAN
WETLAND AS INDICATED ON THE PLAN.

12. A BRUSH MANAGEMENT PLAN AND A FIRE PROTECTION PLAN PROGRAM IS REQUIRED FOR THIS SITE. THE RANCHO SANTA FE FIRE

PROTECTION DISTRICT (RSFFPD) HAS DETERMINED THAT THE SITE LIES WITHIN A VERY HIGH HAZARD AREA. A ONE HUNDRED FOOT (100°) FUEL
MODIFICATION ZONE SHALL BE PROVIDED IN AREAS THAT ARE NEXT TO EXISTING RIPARIAN WETLAND AND ALONG SAN DIEGUETO ROAD. EXISTING
PLANTING SHALL BE MODIFIED , THINNED OR REMOVED TO REDUCE TRANSMITTING FIRE FROM THE NATIVE GROWTH TO PROPOSED STRUCTURES
