WET projects will be funded with $17.3 million allocated to HHSA from the State’s Mental 

Health Services Act, which was approved by California voters in 2004.  The Act imposes a one 
percent tax on personal income above $1 million for the creation of new mental health programs 
statewide. WET funds are to be used over a 10-year period to assist the public mental health 
workforce to provide culturally competent, client and family-driven services that promote wellness, 
recovery and resilience.
