Updates on Healthy San Diego (HSD) Work Group Meetings 

 Behavioral Health Work Group (BHWG):  
o The behavioral health addendum to the memorandum of agreement (MOA) has been 

submitted to DHCS for review. 

o A conference call will be scheduled to discuss health plan operational processes with 

intensive outpatient programs (IOPs).  

o A San Diego County Behavioral Health Kick-Off meeting will be held on October 7, 

2013 for County behavioral health providers. There will be presentations on the CCI, Cal 

MediConnect and each participating health plan. 

 Community-Based Adult Services (CBAS):   
o A letter explaining services available at CBAS facilities was drafted to use for 

community outreach. The letter will be forwarded to the Advisory Committee for 

circulation.  

o CBAS facilities will be going through a re-credentialing process with health plans in 

October or November.  

o CBAS providers are meeting with California Legislature representatives to discuss 

services available and their concern regarding the ten percent (10%) reimbursement rate 

reduction.   

 

Communications Work Group Update  

 The Communications Work Group created an Outreach Plan which included: target 

audiences, communication channels, and outreach activities. The Outreach Plan will be sent 

to the Advisory Committee for input and feedback.  

 A CCI/Cal MediConnect presentation was drafted to use at meetings and trainings to ensure a 

consistent message is being provided.  

 All tools developed will be available on the LTCIP website for anyone to reference and 

utilize. 

 IHSS Public Authority will be distributing their next newsletter to approximately 45,000 

providers and consumers on October 14, 2013. Any information the Communications Work 

Group would like to share can be included.  

 

Health Plan Site Review Debriefing 

 The health plan site review reports will be submitted to CMS by the end of August.  

 DHCS and CMS will provide the health plans with their results and feedback.
