Assembly Bill 354 Becomes Law

The CA Department of Public Health has
issued an Early Alert to Health Care
Providers regarding Assembly Bill 354,
now chaptered into CA Law, which will
require students (entering 7™ grade and
through high school) to be immunized
against Pertussis beginning July 1, 2011.

As these requirements apply to millions
of students in CA — using every
opportunity to provide a Tdap booster
vaccine to adolescents and adults (10
years and older) may help NOW to
curtail the current epidemic and help
students and families meet the
forthcoming school requirement.

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State Opens Health Insurance Plan to Provide
Coverage to Uninsured Californians

California’s Pre-Existing Condition Insurance Plan (PCIP) has
opened for enrollment with coverage beginning today,
Monday, October 25, 2010. The PCIP is one of the first major
provisions of national health care reform to take effect and
is designed to bridge the gap between now and 2014, when
insurers will no longer be allowed to decline health coverage
or charge higher premiums to individuals with pre-existing
conditions.

Coverage under the PCIP is available to Californians who
have been without health coverage for at least six months
and have been declined coverage from a carrier due to their
pre-existing condition or have been offered coverage at a
rate higher than the preferred provider premium rate of the
state’s high risk pool, the Major Risk Medical Insurance
Program. Californians interested in coverage under the PCIP
are encouraged to visit www.pcip.ca.gov or call 1-877-428-
5060 for more information.

Last month the Governor took action on another major
component of federal health care reform and made
California the first state in the nation to enact legislation

creating a health benefit exchange. The California Health

Benefit Exchange will make it easier for individuals and
employees of small businesses to compare plans and buy
health insurance in the private market using federal tax
subsidies to make health coverage more affordable.

FREE FLU SHOTS, PERTUSSIS VACCINATIONS AVAILABLE
Participants in Mass Vaccination Drills Receive Free
Immunizations

You can help the County of San Diego Health and Human
Services Agency (HHSA) test its emergency response plans and
receive free immunizations for your participation.

HHSA is conducting mass vaccination drills in El Cajon and Chula
Vista on Friday, Nov. 5. The drills are aimed at ensuring the
County is able to ha_ndle’ény type of major emergency that
requires a large amount of people to receive medication as
quickly as possible.

“We regularly hold these exercises to test our emergency
response,” said Supervisor Dianne Jacob, District 2, San Diego
County Board of Supervisors. “This is an excellent opportunity
for the public to help us ensure we are prepared, and for them
to receive important vaccinations that help keep our
communities healthy.”

The vaccinations will take place at the Ronald Reagan
Community Center, 195 East Douglas Avenue, El Cajon from 10
a.m. to 3 p.m. and the HHSA South Region Family Resource
Center at 690 Oxford Street in Chula Vista from 10 a.m. to 2
p-m.

Members of the public will be able to receive a flu shot, and
those ages 10 and older will also be able to get a pertussis
vaccination. Pneumococcal vaccine for pneumonia will also be
available for people ages 65 and over and those that have
chronic medical conditions.

PROPOSED CHANGES TO MC 321

Dear Covering Kids and Families & LA Access to Health Coverage
Coalition Members

As many of you know the Department of Health Care Services (DHCS)
and the Managed Risk Medical Insurance Board (MRMIB) are
contemplating redesigning the MC 321 Joint Application for Healthy
Families and Medi-Cal for Children and Pregnant Women. Their
reasoning is that "DHCS and MRMIB are revising the application to
make clear that the application is an application for the Healthy
Families Program (HFP) and a screening document used to evaluate
eligibility for the Medi-Cal Federal Poverty Level (FPL) programs for
children and pregnant women only."

CONTINUED BELOW
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Whereas they have stated that this does not change any policy with how the document is used once it is forwarded to the
County Social Services office, it is our concern that this will cause confusion and is not necessary especially as we prepare
for Health Reform. Along with members of the CKF and LA Access Policy/Action Committees we have drafted comments to

submit to DHCS.

Also attached is a copy of the proposed revised application for your review. In concert with other advocates we chose not
to make any recommendations on improving this application but simply to state that the MC 321 should be kept as.is, an
application for Healthy Families and Medi-Cal for Children and Pregnant Women.

We apologize for the quick turn around but we need to get these comments to the state by Monday. We are still working
on the structure of the letter but-the overall concepts will remain. Therefore if your organization is interested in signing
on to the letter please let me know along with whose name and title should be added to the letter no later than Monday

November 1st at Noon.
