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The Orange County Fire Authority (OCFA) delivers a range of fire and life-safety related programs to the communities it serves.  OCFA is one of the largest fire departments in the state.  Its center of operations, known as the Regional Fire Operations and Training Center (RFOTC), is a 20-acre complex that supports OCFA's community fire stations from a single, centralized location.  The OCFA campus includes administrative offices, public service areas, vehicle repair and maintenance facilities, a 9-1-1 emergency communications center, a material management shop, and a training center. 

The RFOTC became the new home of the OCFA in 2004.  In 1996 OCFA accepted a dedication of land by the Irvine Company.  DMJMH+N was hired to provide project manager services and HOK was hired as the architect to design the project. Groundbreaking occurred on November 17, 2001.  The project site, traffic circulation, parking, and facilities are designed and constructed in a manner that encourages public access.  There are 3 training class rooms located within the east wing of the 100,625 SF Public Services and Support Center.  A courtyard is positioned between the two wings of the building for employee break/lunch areas and events.  California Specialized Training Institute (CSTI) instruction was provided in Classroom 2.
The RFOTC is bordered on the south by the Eastern Transportation Corridor (Highway 261 Toll Road) and the north by Jamboree Road in Irvine.
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
