	SAN YSIDRO SCHOOL DISTRICT GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS, 1997 ELECTION SERIES D (DISTRICT: 1)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Ysidro School District (the “District”) is requesting that the County Board of Supervisors of San Diego issue the San Ysidro School District General Obligation Bonds, 1997 Election, Series D (the "Bonds"), in the aggregate principal amount of $24,620,000.  The Bonds were authorized at a special election of the registered voters of the District held on March 4, 1997, which authorized the issuance of $250,000,000 (the “Authorization”) principal amount of general obligation bonds for the purpose of acquiring and improving real property for school purposes.
The District has previously authorized the issuance of, and did issue its San Ysidro District General Obligation Bond, 1997 Election, Series A, in the total principal amount of $10,590,000, Series B in the total principal amount of $9,885,000, and Series C in the total principal amount of $15,875,000.  After the issuance of the Series D Bonds, there would remain $189,030,000 unsold.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	These bonds are general obligations of the District to be paid from ad valorem property taxes and do not constitute an obligation of the County of San Diego (the “County”).

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
Adopt a resolution authorizing the issuance of the San Ysidro School District General Obligation Bonds election of 1997, Series D, in an aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $24,620,000.

	APPROVAL TO PROCEED WITH A REFUNDING OF THE 1996 REGIONAL COMMUNICATION SYSTEM AND THE 1996 NORTH & EAST COURTHOUSE SANCAL FINANCINGS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In continuing our adherence to prudent fiscal management strategies, the County seeks opportunities to refund outstanding financings when feasible, thus reducing the annual lease payments.  In most cases, these savings would be realized in the General Fund.  Favorable market conditions have created refinancing opportunities for two existing San Diego County Capital Asset Leasing Corporation (SANCAL) financings.  We are requesting that your Board approve the recommendation that will allow the Chief Financial Officer to refund the 1996 Regional Communication System and the 1996 North & East Courthouse Financings so long as market conditions continue to result in a minimum present value savings target of 3% or more.  We further request that the refunding be referred to the SANCAL Board for approval and to proceed with financing, if market conditions allow.

Staff will return in January 2005 with the approval of the financing documents for the refunding.  Should market conditions deteriorate and the present value savings target results in below the 3% minimum threshold, then staff will not proceed with the refunding. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, the refundings will result in budgetary savings to benefit the General Fund.  With today’s market conditions, savings are estimated at $356,000 annually. or $2,717,544 over the life of the project, realizing a 4.45% present value savings.  The actual savings will be based on interest rates at the time of the sale of the refunding bonds.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Refer the refunding of the 1996 Regional Communication System and the 1996 North & East Courthouse Financings to the SANCAL Board for approval and to proceed with financing, so long as market conditions continue to result in a minimum present value savings target of 3% or more.

2. Authorize the SANCAL and County staff to combine the refunding with any other SANCAL financing in order to achieve cost savings.

	APPROVAL OF SOLE SOURCE AGREEMENT FOR ARTIFICIAL TURF ON SWEETWATER VALLEY LITTLE LEAGUE BALLFIELDS (DISTRICT: 1)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 16, 2002 (10), the Board of Supervisors approved a Cooperative Agreement between the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) and the County of San Diego that identified park and trail “Betterments” (improvements) to be provided by Caltrans as mitigation for impacts that construction of State Route 125 would have on Sweetwater Regional Park and Sweetwater Valley Little League baseball fields. 

Improvements required under this agreement include replacing parkland, improving hiking and equestrian trails, constructing additional recreation facilities for Sweetwater Summit Regional Park, and reconstructing the Sweetwater Valley Little League fields.  On March 23, 2004 (8), at the request of Supervisor Cox, the Board transferred $300,000 of District 1 Community Projects funding to the Department of Parks and Recreation for the added cost of installing artificial turf instead of natural grass, as originally proposed, on the outfields of five of the six new ballfields to be constructed pursuant to the Cooperative Agreement.

This action will authorize the Director, Purchasing and Contracting, to negotiate and execute a sole source agreement between the County of San Diego and San Diego Expressway, L.P. (SDELP), a California limited partnership, by California Transportation Ventures, Inc. (CTV), for installation of artificial turf on the outfields of five ballfields that will be constructed as part of the Little League ballfield complex.  San Diego Expressway, L.P. is responsible for constructing the park improvements for Caltrans.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the contract are budgeted in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  The funding source is $300,000 in District 1 Community Projects funds.  If approved, this action will result in a current year cost of $300,000 for the installation of artificial turf on the outfields of five of the new baseball fields at the Sweetwater Valley Little League ballfield complex, $0 annual cost, and the addition of no staff years.  Once constructed, operations and maintenance of the new facilities will be the responsibility of the Sweetwater Valley Little League.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that in accordance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines section 15096, the County, as a responsible agency under CEQA, has considered the environmental effects of the project as shown in the Environmental Impact Statement/Environmental Impact Report (EIS/EIR), dated February 23, 2000 and approved by the Federal Highway Administration on June 9, 2000, and the County has reached its own conclusions on whether and how to approve the project.  

2. Find that there are no substantial changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is being undertaken that will require major revisions to the previously approved EIS/EIR, dated February 23, 2000, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the EIS/EIR was prepared.

3. In accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to enter into negotiations with San Diego Expressway, L.P. and, subject to successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, to award a contract to San Diego Expressway, L.P. to install artificial turf on the outfields of five ballfields as part of the Sweetwater Valley Little League ballfield complex, and to amend the contract as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to approval of the Director of Parks and Recreation.
