ESTABLISH APPROPRIATIONS FOR CONSTRUCTION OF LOS COCHES SEWER IMPROVEMENTS NEAR PANORAMA MOBILE HOME PARK (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Los Coches Creek Sewer was constructed in 1966 to transport sewage through Lakeside and downstream into the Lakeside Sewer Interceptor. The Department of Public Works has completed plans to replace sewer pipe that is deteriorating and undersized between Manholes 1 and 7 (Thomas Guide page 1232, E-6) north of Business Route 8.  

On September 21, 2005 (SAN 1), the Board authorized $1,000,000 for advertisement and award of a construction project to replace sewer pipeline for the Los Coches Creek Sewer.  Construction bids were opened on May 18, 2006.  TC Construction, Inc. was the only bidder on the project.  Their bid of $1,824,226 was over twice the amount of the engineer’s estimate 
($906,000) and exceeded the $1,000,000 authorized for construction by the Board of Supervisors.  The project bid was determined not to be competitive and was subsequently rejected on June 16, 2006.   

Based on discussions with the rejected bidder and other contractors that reviewed the plans but did not bid on the project, staff conducted additional soil investigations at the project site and revised the design plans and specifications to minimize project uncertainties and improve construction site access for contractors.  This will provide prospective bidders with better project information that should result in receiving more competitive bids. Staff has now revised the engineer’s estimate, increasing it to $1,650,000. The revision reflects site access difficulties, a larger extent of adverse soil excavation conditions than originally anticipated, and increased construction/materials unit costs.  

To provide adequate funds for construction and contingency this is a request to establish additional appropriations of $850,000 based on available funds in the Lakeside Sanitation District.  If approved, the project will be re-advertised by the Department of Purchasing and Contracting, and subsequently awarded to the lowest responsible bidder.  Construction of the Los Coches Creek Sewer Improvement project is anticipated to begin in May 2007 and be completed by October 2007. Because it is in a creek bed, this schedule avoids the rainy season to minimize creek dewatering needs and project delays due to rain events.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding in the amount of $1,000,000 was approved in Fiscal Year 2005-06.  This request establishes appropriations in the amount of $850,000 based on fund balance available in the Lakeside Sanitation District.  If approved, this request will result in $1,850,000 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.  There will be no fiscal impact to the County General Fund.
