	TEMPORARY FUNDING FOR THE SAN DIEGO REGIONAL FIRE AND RESCUE HELICOPTER PROGRAM 

(DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The October 2003 firestorms in San Diego County made painfully clear the need for maintaining year-round-dedicated aerial fire fighting capability in this region. On December 9, 2003 (7), at the request of Supervisor Roberts and Supervisor Horn, this Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to investigate all aspects of acquiring a fire and life safety helicopter that would be available to respond to calls for service 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.

The San Diego County Fire Chiefs Association is directing a study from an aviation consultant to determine the class and number of helicopters needed and to outline preliminary acquisition and operating costs for a permanent helicopter program in the region.  Finding a permanent helicopter solution has been identified as one of the primary areas of concern for the San Diego Regional Fire Prevention and Emergency Preparedness Task Force sanctioned by our Board of Supervisors at the request of Supervisor Greg Cox on December 2, 2003 (1).

Currently there is a multi-jurisdictional helicopter, the San Diego Regional Fire and Rescue Helicopter Program, that has been leased by the City of San Diego to provide fire and rescue capabilities to the San Diego region on a temporary basis.  The City of San Diego has requested short-term financial support from all incorporated cities and the County of San Diego for the San Diego Regional Fire and Rescue Helicopter Program to address the immediate need for financial assistance and ensure that this critical emergency service is available to the region.  Support for this measure would greatly serve the public by providing aerial fire fighting protection throughout the region until a long-term solution can be developed.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for this request are not currently budgeted.  If this request is approved it will result in $218,490 in current year costs and should be allocated from available Community Development Block Grant funds.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	SUPERVISOR COX AND SUPERVISOR ROBERTS:
1. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer that the County’s support for the lease of the San Diego Regional Fire and Rescue Helicopter Program is urgently needed until a determination is made as to the acquisition of permanent aerial fire fighting capability for the region, no longer than six months. 
2. Allocate $218,490 to fund the County’s share of participation in the lease of the San Diego Regional Fire and Rescue Helicopter Program for six months from the Community Development Block Grant Housing Development Fund.

3. Authorize the publication of any required “Notices to the Public of Requests for the Release of Funds” and; authorize the Director, Department of Housing and Community Development, to execute Requests For Release of Funds; and direct staff to transmit these requests to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development upon completion of any mandatory waiting period.

	ON MOTION of Supervisor Slater, seconded by Supervisor Cox, the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on Consent; and authorized Chairwoman Jacob to write a letter, on behalf of the Board, to the California Department of Forestry to inform them that the San Diego County Board of Supervisors strongly encourages their use of military air support to fight fires that erupt in this County and support any protocol between the California Department of Forestry and the Department of Defense that would make possible immediate deployment of military support for fire suppression; and directed the Chief Administrative Officer to notify the City of San Diego of our intentions to move forward in February, 2004, and invite the City of San Diego to participate with us in a long-term, permanent solution for a regional helicopter and, if necessary, identify another appropriate funding source.

	NEGOTIATED PROCUREMENT OF SERVICES FOR GENETIC PARENTAGE TESTING FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF CHILD SUPPORT SERVICES (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego Department of Child Support Services (DCSS) administers the federal and state Title IV-D child support program. On June 15, 1999 (30) the Board of Supervisors approved DCSS contracting for DNA (deoxyribonucleic acid) testing services to determine and establish the paternity of children in child support cases.  The final county option year for this contract, competitively bid and awarded in fiscal year 1999-00, expires June 30, 2004.  

This is a request to authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and award a contract for one (1) year, with four (4) one-year renewal options, effective July 1, 2004, for genetic testing to establish paternity in child support cases for DCSS.  In fiscal year 2002-03 DCSS collected $148 million in child support for San Diego County.  DCSS is currently on target to reach $150 million in collections for fiscal year 2003-04.  Timely, accurate, and cost effective genetic parentage testing is an essential tool in child support collection efforts.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted.  The costs for genetic parentage testing services will not exceed $130,000 in one year.  The funding sources are federal and state child support revenue.  If approved, this request will result in no change to the fiscal year 2004-05 Proposed Budget, and will require no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, in accordance with Section 401, Article XXIII of the County Administrative Code, to issue a competitive solicitation for genetic parentage testing services, and upon successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award a contract for a term of one year, with four one-year option years and up to an additional six months if needed.  The Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, is further authorized to amend the contract to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to approval of the Director of the Department of Child Support Services.

	LEASE/PURCHASE ASSESSOR/ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH/PLANNING AND LAND USE OFFICE BUILDINGS ON CARMEL STREET, SAN MARCOS (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 21, 1999 (2), the Board approved in principle the purchase of a building to replace the Assessor's leased San Marcos office.  On March 11, 2003 (17), the Board of Supervisors approved appropriations of $2,200,000 to acquire a future building site for the Assessor/Recorder/County Clerk and the Departments of Environmental Health and Planning and Land Use.  The three departments have worked together to identify a 3.57-acre vacant property on Carmel Street, west of the intersection with Twin Oaks Valley Road, which provides convenient freeway access for the public.

Today's request is for Board approval of a lease/purchase agreement that will ultimately allow the County to own the Carmel Street site.  The proposed lease/purchase is structured to require the lessor to purchase the Carmel Street property, and construct two 20,024 square foot build-to-suit office buildings.  The purchase price for the land is $2,200,000, which the County will provide as prepaid rent to the lessor.  

The lease/purchase also contains a provision for the lessor to build two buildings (one for the Assessor, one for the Departments of Environmental Health and Planning and Land Use) for $8,455,000.  This is a guaranteed maximum price to the County until June 30, 2004.  Due to budget uncertainties, however, the County will instruct the lessor not to move forward with the construction project at this time.  Any decision to commit to the construction portion of the lease/purchase contract will require further Board approval.  If the County does not appropriate funds for construction of the buildings by March 1, 2005, the land will be deeded to the County.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the land purchase are budgeted.  If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $2,200,000 and $35,000 in Fiscal Year 2004-2005.  The funding sources are Finance and General Government Group Management Reserves ($2,200,000) appropriated March 11, 2003 (17) for the San Marcos land acquisition project KA3437 and Assessor/Recorder/County Clerk Trust Funds ($35,000).  This fiscal impact assumes that the two-building project will not be funded in Fiscal Year 2004-2005.  This request will require no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

1. Find, in accordance with Section 15301 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, that the proposed lease/purchase is categorically exempt from the provisions of the Act, as it involves the continuation of an existing use.

2. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute three copies of the lease/purchase agreement, execute one copy of the Memorandum of Lease, record the Memorandum of Lease and Deed of Trust, return a conformed copy of the memorandum to Real Estate Services Division (O-200), and execute any other legal documents necessary or needed to complete the transaction.

	AMENDMENTS TO EXTEND ANIMAL SERVICES CONTRACTS FROM FISCAL YEAR 2003-2004 THROUGH FISCAL YEAR 2007-2008 (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 15, 1998 (19), your Board approved the Department of Animal Services’ (DAS) standard five-year contract for animal control services with nine local cities that expired effective June 30, 2003. The contract was developed through the combined efforts of representatives of the DAS and the contract cities.  It included a clause that each year a new Joint Operating and Financial Plan would be developed by both parties using the agreed upon costing methodology and that the contract would be amended in regards to cost.  Included with this letter are the seven amendments to extend the contract for another five years that have been approved by the individual city councils of the cities of Carlsbad, Del Mar, Encinitas, Poway, San Diego, Santee and Solana Beach.  Two cities, San Marcos and Escondido, are now receiving services from a different provider.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The FY 2003-2004 Operational Plan includes costs of $7,621,512 to provide animal services to the seven cities, and estimated revenues of $1,978,590 in fees collected from residents of the seven cities and $5,642,922 in contract payments from the cities. Per the agreement, future year costs will also be fully offset by fees and contract payments.  If approved, this request will not require the addition of staff.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute the Agreement Between the County and each of the seven contract cities (Carlsbad, Del Mar, Encinitas, Poway, San Diego, Santee and Solana Beach) to Extend the Term of and to Amend the Agreement for Animal Control Services. 

2. Authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute the Sixth Amended Agreement Between the County of San Diego and the seven contract cities (Carlsbad, Del Mar, Encinitas, Poway, San Diego, Santee and Solana Beach) For the Provision of Animal Control Services to establish annual costs for fiscal year 2003/04.  

3. Authorize the Director of the Department of Animal Services, with County Counsel concurrence, to execute contract amendments for annual cost revisions for the next four years (FY 2004-05 through FY 2007-08) for animal control services to the cities of Carlsbad, Del Mar, Encinitas, Poway, San Diego, Santee and Solana Beach using the established costing methodology.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 10, 1999 (9), the Board approved the System Redesign Implementation Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency Adult/Older Adult Mental Health Services.  The Plan incorporated a rehabilitation and recovery focus that included a series of competitive procurements for networks of core mental health services in the six regions of the Health and Human Services Agency. 
The North Coastal/North Inland reprocured services were implemented effective July 1, 2001.  On June 12, 2001 (3), the Board approved competitive procurements for the East, Central, and North Central Regions.  The East Region procurement was implemented effective July 1, 2002.  The Central/North Central procurement was originally scheduled for implementation May 1, 2002, but was delayed due to the pending resolution of zoning issues with the City of San Diego.

On January 15, 2002 (3), a majority of the contracts in the Central/North Central Regions were extended for terms ending June 30, 2007.  Due to ongoing zoning issues,  Health and Human Services Agency is now requesting authority to extend the terms of four additional Central/North Central Region contracts that are scheduled to end June 30, 2004 and were not extended to June 30, 2007 in the January 15, 2002 (3) action.  If approved, today’s action would extend the four contracts through June 30, 2007, bringing the terms of both sets of contracts into alignment.  Services in both sets of contracts are expected to be components of the future Central/North Central Region reprocurement.  

Today’s action also requests that the original authority to reprocure Central/North Central Region services be amended to allow contracts to be awarded for two years plus three option years from the date of award, plus an additional six months if needed.  If not amended, current language would limit the term of reprocured services through June 30, 2007 only.

These actions are required to maintain the approved System Redesign plans for delivery of services to adults and older adults while zoning issues are being resolved.  All contracting activity is contingent upon the availability of funding.  Due to uncertainties with the State budget, the contracts may be terminated at the County’s option if required.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	These funds are included in the FY 2004-2005 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $4,990,747 in Fiscal Year 2004-2005 and subsequent years. The funding sources are Short-Doyle Medi‑Cal, Tobacco Settlement Funds, Mental Health Realignment, and Federal PATH funds. There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.  These County contracts are based on the availability of funding, and may be terminated for convenience.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. In accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to amend the four contracts listed on Attachment I to extend the contract terms for one additional year plus two option years through June 30, 2007 and an additional six months if needed, subject to the availability of funds; and to amend the contracts as required to reflect changes to services and funding allocations, subject to the approval of the Director, Health and Human Services Agency. Waive the advertising requirement of Board Policy A-87.

2. In accordance with Section 401, Article XXIII of the County Administrative Code authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to amend the existing authority granted June 12, 2001 (3) for the competitive solicitation(s) of Adult and Older Adult Mental Health programs in the Central/North Central Regions listed on Attachment II, and upon successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award contracts for a term of two years, with three option years from the date of award and up to an additional six months if needed, and to amend the contracts after award as needed to reflect changes to services and funding, subject to approval of the Director of the Health and Human Services Agency.

	CALIFORNIA HEALTHCARE FOR INDIGENTS PROGRAM AND EXPENDITURE PLAN FOR FY 2003-04 

(DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 14, 2003 (4), the Board of Supervisors approved the FY 2002-03 California Healthcare for Indigents Program Expenditure Plan and authorized the submission of the FY 2003-04 application for the California Healthcare for Indigents Program funding.  This program provides funding for health services to indigent patients by partially reimbursing hospitals and physicians for the uncompensated cost of health and emergency medical services received by these patients. The application for the California Healthcare for Indigents Program also meets a State mandate related to the Child Health and Disability Prevention Treatment Reimbursement Program. 

Board action is being requested to submit the FY 2003-04 California Healthcare for Indigents Program Expenditure Plan, including the required standard agreements, and the FY 2004-05 application for the California Healthcare for Indigents Program to the State Department of Health Services. 

Action is also requested to adjust appropriations in the Health and Human Services Agency based on CHIP funding. There is a net decrease of approximately $2.5 million for FY 2003-04, reflecting a continued downward trend in State tobacco tax revenue, which will impact local hospitals. The Health and Human Services Agency anticipated a reduction in the portion available to support the County Medical Services hospital pool and used part of the FY 2003-04 $2.4 million increase in Tobacco Settlement Funds allocated to the County Medical Services Program to adjust program revenue in anticipation of the decrease. The portion of CHIP funding distributed to hospitals for uncompensated care separate from the County Medical Services program was anticipated by hospitals based upon the State’s budget for FY 2003-04.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding is included in the FY 2003-04 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency. If approved, this request will result in a net decrease in cost and revenue of $2,470,568. The revised total California Healthcare for Indigents Program budgeted amount for FY 2003‑04 is $2,024,125.  The funding source is the California Healthcare for Indigents Program.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Health and Human Services Agency, Aging & Independence Services, provides a variety of programs serving seniors and the disabled, including In-Home Supportive Services (IHSS).  Through IHSS, eligible aged, blind and disabled individuals receive care that enables them to remain safely in their own homes.  Currently, there are more than 19,500 IHSS recipients in San Diego County.  

There are two modes of service in the IHSS program, the individual provider and the contract mode. Over 87 percent of the local IHSS recipients use an individual provider.  Less than 13 percent of local IHSS recipients use the contract mode of service.  The IHSS program in San Diego County is one of only seven in California that still offers the contract mode in addition to the individual provider mode of service.  The County’s current contract, with Addus HealthCare, is in its final option year and will end on August 31, 2004.  

Issue Statement

With the Public Authority Registry in place, staff recommends that Board action be taken to limit contract services and instead competitively procure a small emergency services contract that would supplement the individual provider mode.  Aging & Independence Services would work closely with the Public Authority to transition existing contract mode consumers to the individual provider mode by September 1, 2004.  An analysis is underway to assess staffing needs for the Public Authority to meet service demands associated with increased use of individual providers.  A report and recommendations, including specific position classifications and associated modifications to the IHSS Public Authority’s operational plan, will be brought to the IHSS Public Authority Governing Body within 60 days.

The alternative is to continue operating a full-scope contract for the IHSS program and initiate a competitive procurement now for this purpose.

	Chief Administrative Officer Recommendation

Funds for this request are included in the Health and Human Services Agency’s Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.  This request will result in FY 2004-05 and subsequent years’ costs and revenues estimated at up to $11,895,010 ($11,230,010 in the Health and Human Services Agency and $665,000 in the IHSS Public Authority), based on the following assumptions: 

· 1,048,956 service hours;

· current Public Authority individual provider rate of $9.09/hour (wages and payroll taxes);

· health benefits at $180/month for 750 providers to deliver the 1,048,956 service hours; 

· estimated maximum of $75,000 annually for an emergency services contract; and

· estimated maximum of $665,000 annually to add up to 12 permanent staff in the In-Home Supportive Services Public Authority. 

The funding sources are federal, State and Social Services Realignment revenue.  The County share of cost will be approximately 23 percent ($2.7 million).  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional County staff years.  If the recommendation is approved, proposed changes to the IHSS Public Authority’s operational plan, including a staffing plan specifying appropriate classifications, will be brought to the IHSS Public Authority Governing Body within 60 days.

Alternative Recommendation

Funds to continue the IHSS contract mode are included in the Health and Human Services Agency’s Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.  FY 2004-05 and subsequent years’ costs and revenues are estimated at a minimum of $15,320,066, based on the following assumptions:

· 1,048,956 service hours; 
· minimum contract rate at existing cost of $14.29/hour (minimum of $14,989,581 for 1,048,956 service hours); and
· continuation of Agency’s existing contract-related staffing costs of $330,485.
Actual contract costs will be affected by market conditions and may be significantly greater.  The funding sources are federal, State and Social Services Realignment revenue.  The County share of cost will be approximately 23 percent ($3.5 million).  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	The San Diego County Commission on Children, Youth and Families was established by the Board in 1986 to provide a leadership role in identifying and addressing the needs of children, youth and families who are either at-risk or in the public charge.  Since then, there have been several modifications to the Commission’s responsibilities and membership.  Most recently, on June 18, 2002 (34), the Board authorized the integration of the San Diego Community Child Abuse Coordinating Council as a standing committee of the Commission on Children, Youth and Families.  

As part of the County’s Sunset Review process, changes to the County Administrative Code and By-Laws for the Commission on Children, Youth and Families have been identified, some of which stem from the recent integration of the Child Abuse Coordinating Council with the Commission.  Board approval is requested for Administrative Code changes and revised By-Laws that were supported by Commission members at their meeting on November 7, 2003.  The key changes are to add three new members (Deputy Director of the Health and Human Services Agency’s Child Welfare Services division, Deputy Director of the Agency’s Children’s Mental Health Services division, and the San Diego Association of Nonprofits), and remove the representative from the San Diego Community Child Abuse Coordinating Council as the Commission has taken over the mandates and responsibilities of this Council.  Additionally, a membership position currently designated for the California Youth Authority would be broadened to allow for participation from a State agency, providing greater flexibility in State representation.  

These changes will enhance the Commission’s ability to work on issues affecting children, youth and families in San Diego County.

Through partnership with Pennant Alliance, the Board contracted for the implementation of several commercial off-the-shelf (COTS) applications, including PeopleSoft to modernize the County's human resource system with more accurate and accessible workforce data.  This enhancement supports the County of San Diego’s strategic planning efforts and promotes well informed decision making at all levels of County government.

PeopleSoft Version 7.5 is currently operating with human resources data and payroll processes for over 20,000 County employees. In June 2004, PeopleSoft will discontinue system maintenance and support for version 7.5. If the County continues to operate this version without vendor support, vital human resources and payroll functions will be placed at risk.  PeopleSoft has released Version 8.8 and will fully support this release as a replacement for earlier versions.  By upgrading our human resources and payroll applications to this version, the County will maintain current business functionality and receive the system support necessary to ensure that critical business processes are not interrupted. 

The proposed recommendations will permit the Chief Information Officer, in conjunction with Director of Purchasing and Contracting, to competitively negotiate with qualified vendors for an assessment of the County’s upgrade requirements. As part of this assessment, each vendor will deliver to the County an implementation plan for the essential upgrade. The vendor whose implementation plan provides the best value for the county will convert the County to PeopleSoft Version 8.8.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Today’s action will provide funding to allow the La Mesa National Little League to improve the existing baseball field at Memorial Field in La Mesa.  It will also fund a permanent home for the REACH program in Spring Valley.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The fiscal impact associated with this action is $174,740. The funding source is District Two Community Projects funds for fiscal year 2003-04. This action will result in the addition of no staff years and no future costs.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHAIRWOMAN JACOB:
1. Find that the allocations for the Memorial Field and REACH projects are exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15301.

2. Allocate $99,740 from the District Two Community Projects fund (Org. 0262) to the La Mesa National Little League to improve Memorial Field in La Mesa.  Improvements may include: re-roofing dugouts and a snackbar; building a retaining wall and handicap-accessible restrooms; expanding the baseball field to regulation size; and making appropriate improvements to drainage and parking.

3. Allocate $75,000 from the District Two Community Projects fund (Org. 0262) to the La Mesa Spring Valley School District to purchase a portable facility to permanently house a before- and after-school REACH program on the Spring Valley Middle School campus, as well as a truancy school program during school hours. The funding will also allow improvements to be made to the portable facility to make it handicap accessible.

4. Authorize the Chief Financial Officer to execute a grant agreement with the organization in items 2 and 3 listed above, establishing terms for receipt of the funds described above.

5. Find that all grant awards described above have a public purpose.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The counties and cities throughout the State have established a strong coalition, represented by the California State Association of Counties (CSAC) and the League of California Cities, to draft a proposed statewide ballot initiative to amend the California Constitution.  The proposed initiative is entitled “The Local Taxpayers and Public Safety Protection Act.”

The main purpose of the proposed statewide initiative is to protect local tax dollars from future raids by the State Legislature to use for State purposes rather than for local services without a vote of the people.  For more than a decade, the California State Legislature has taken increasing amounts of local tax dollars from local governments.  These raids on local revenues have made it increasingly difficult for local governments to provide essential services to the residents who pay the local taxes.  The impacted essential services include, but are not limited to, public health and safety, sheriff services, fire protection, emergency services, public health care, roads, parks, libraries, and clean water.

The adoption of a Resolution supporting this proposed statewide initiative will send a strong message to the residents of San Diego County that the Board of Supervisors is committed to protecting their right to decide whether their local tax payments should be taken by the State Legislature for State purposes, or kept by their local governments to be used for essential local public services.
