	OVERVIEW:

	
	In order to balance revenues with costs to ensure compliance with Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants and Revenue Contracts, Department Responsibility for Full Cost Recovery, the Department of Planning and Land Use has completed its annual fee analysis.  Although there are no changes to estimated case processing hours, adjustments to current fees are recommended to improve customer service by reducing process cycle times as well as counter wait times.  The addition of ten (10) staff to meet workload needs in the Building Division and a slight reduction in Department internal and external overhead rates have resulted in a 7.5% increase in Building Permit Fees over the next two years, and a reduction of 3.7% in Planning intake deposits and flat fees in FY 03-04 and a slight increase of 3.1% in FY 04-05.  In November 2003 the Department combined the Planner and Environmental Management Specialist classifications.  This change resulted in a reduction in the Standard hourly billing rate, thus the 3.7% decrease in cost.  The consolidation of these classifications will also improve overall permit processing by eliminating the separation of planning and environmental permit processing. The ten additional positions will be transferred to the Department of Planning and Land Use from vacancies within other Departments in the Land Use and Environment Group.
In accordance with Board Policy B-29, fee adjustments are needed to ensure that the Department’s fees reflect the actual cost of providing plan review and inspection services, thereby providing full cost recovery.  The proposed fee adjustments are for FY 03-04 and FY 04-05.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in additional appropriations and revenue in the amount of $200,000 in the current fiscal year.  This revenue will offset the cost of 10 additional positions transferred to the Department of Planning and Land Use to enhance customer service.   The funding source is unanticipated revenue from mid-year fee adjustments.  Appropriations and revenue for the costs associated with the 10 additional positions in the amount of $868,344 will be included in the FY 04-05 and FY 05-06 Operational Plans.  The ten positions will be transferred to the Department of Planning and Land Use from vacancies within other Departments in the Land Use and Environment Group.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 10, 2003 (3), the Board of Supervisors set a hearing for January 14, 2004, to vacate Utility Buffer Easements located on either side of the two SDG&E easements that cross through the Santa Fe Creek Specific Plan Area.  The dedication of these easements was originally proposed for Santa Fe Creek Specific Plan because it was thought that they would provide protection from potential impacts from electromagnetic fields.  Since the original approval of the project, it has been determined that impacts from electromagnetic fields are not significant in this instance, thus making the easements unnecessary.  The Specific Plan was amended through the same Board action to delete the requirement for these easements.  The vacation of the easements proposed here implements the action taken recently by the Board of Supervisors to delete the requirement from the Santa Fe Creek Specific Plan.  The project site is located north of the community of Rancho Santa Fe and north of the northerly terminus of Via de las Flores.  The site is subject to the (21) Specific Plan Area (.23) Land Use Designation of the San Dieguito Community Plan and the zoning includes the S88 Specific Planning Area Use Regulation.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 23, 2001 (18), the Board of Supervisors adopted a resolution authorizing applications and agreements for federal and state funding for capital improvement projects at Borrego Valley Airport, Fallbrook Community Airport and Ramona Airport.

Over the past several years, the County has applied for and received approximately $6,100,000 in federal grants and $3,600,000 in state loans for construction on the Ramona Airport Improvement Project.  The projects performed under these grants include construction of a new sewer line, a 1,000-foot runway extension and a control tower.  As a condition of approval from the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and the Regional Water Quality Control Board, the Department of Public Works is required to mitigate in the immediate area of the Ramona Airport for the project’s impacts to vernal pool habitat.  A 20.20-acre vernal pool parcel, located south of the Ramona Airport, has been identified to partially satisfy the impacts to vernal pools (Thomas Guide, Page 1152-B7).

On December 10, 2003 (11), the Board set a hearing for January 14, 2004 to consider the acquisition of the identified parcel.  The Board is requested to approve the purchase of the parcel from The Nature Conservancy for the appraised value of $289,700.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are budgeted.  The funding source is the Airport Enterprise Fund.  If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $364,700 ($289,700 to purchase the property and $75,000 for management activities on the acquired parcel), a cost of $50,000 in Fiscal Year 2004-05 and $25,000 in Fiscal Year 2005-06 for management plan implementation.  No additional staff years are required.  There will be no cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	McClellan-Palomar Airport in Carlsbad is the major public aviation gateway to San Diego’s North County.  It serves the general aviation community, corporate aircraft, and has commercial flight services. On December 11, 2002 (13), the Board approved five 30-year aviation leases with Palomar Airport Center, LLC for 14.82 contiguous acres at the airport. In addition to the five aviation leases, the Board also approved a Memorandum of Understanding between the County and Palomar Airport Center, LLC concerning the relocation of an existing restaurant located on a Palomar Airport Center, LLC leasehold to a temporary site.  The Memorandum of Understanding granted Palomar Airport Center, LLC the first right of refusal to construct a permanent restaurant on a site to be later identified by the County.

This is a request to approve a 30-year lease with Palomar Airport Center, LLC for approximately .24 acres for a permanent restaurant at McClellan-Palomar Airport. The proposed new lease will be for a 30-year term commencing February 1, 2004. The minimum base rent will be based on a March 2003 appraisal for aviation land at McClellan-Palomar Airport.  The lease will also include a percentage rent provision to recover a portion of the anticipated revenue of the proposed restaurant as additional rent when the percentage rent exceeds the minimum base rent. This is also a request to approve a first amendment to aviation lease, County Contract No. 75628R, to authorize the extension of existing lease terms by two years for the completion of leasehold development by Palomar Airport Center, LLC by November 19, 2005.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in additional revenue to the Airport Enterprise Fund from the proposed restaurant lease and amended lease. The funding source for additional revenue is rental payment from the lessee under the terms of the new and amended lease agreements.  If approved, this request will result in additional current lease revenue as a result of the restaurant lease of approximately $1,980, representing five months at the minimum base rent of approximately $396 per month. The restaurant lease will also result in a minimum of approximately $4,752 in future annual revenue, plus percentage rent, in excess of the minimum base rent, based on gross sales once the restaurant is operating. No additional staff years are required to implement the leases.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. Find, in accordance with Section 15301 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, that the proposed amendment to County Contract No. 75628R and restaurant lease are exempt from CEQA review as they involve the operation and/or minor alteration of existing airport facilities involving negligible or no expansion of existing uses.  In addition, find that the proposed lease for the relocated restaurant is exempt from CEQA review because it involves the construction and location of a restaurant within the meaning of CEQA Guidelines Section 15303(c).

2. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute, upon receipt, three copies of the new Restaurant Lease with Palomar Airport Center, LLC, effective February 1, 2004, with a 30-year term.  (4 VOTES)

3. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute, upon receipt, three copies of the First Amendment to Aviation Lease Palomar Airport Center, LLC, County Contract Number 75628R, effective February 1, 2004.  (4 VOTES)

	AGREEMENT WITH CONSULTANT FOR CONSTRUCTION QUALITY ASSURANCE SERVICES FOR THE SAN MARCOS LANDFILL CLOSURE (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego operated the San Marcos Landfill from 1978 until March 1997.  Although the landfill no longer receives waste, formal closure by the County is required by both the California Integrated Waste Management Board and the Regional Water Quality Control Board. On December 10, 2003, based on the Closure and Post Closure Maintenance Plan submitted by the County, the Regional Water Quality Control Board issued Waste Discharge Requirements for closure of the landfill. Closure construction is planned to begin in summer 2004 and end in winter 2006.  Total cost for construction closure is estimated at $16,000,000, of which $1,600,000 is for consultant support services related to closure construction.  

To execute landfill closure, the Department of Public Works has an immediate need for Construction Quality Assurance engineering services for this project.  The consultant selected will assist the department with immediate support for pre-construction activities. The consultant will monitor soil placement and revegetation, and prepare reports certifying the formal closure of the landfill for the regulatory agencies.  

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services. This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services) is the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection. For major projects, projects for which a firm’s fee exceeds $250,000, Board Policy F-40 requires notification of prospective consultants through a countywide announcement.

This is a request to authorize preparation of advertisement of the San Marcos Closure Construction Quality Assurance consultant services, authorize execution of an agreement with the selected firm to provide Construction Quality Assurance services for compensation not to exceed $1,600,000 and to establish appropriations.  The Construction Quality Assurance consultant contract is expected to be awarded after the final approval of the closure plan by the regulatory agencies.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request is not budgeted.  Funding sources are $100,000 from the Solid Waste Environmental Trust Fund and $1,500,000 from the San Marcos Landfill Closure Fund.  If approved, this request will result in $100,000 current year costs, $1,500,000 FY 2004-05 cost, and will require no additional staff years.

3. Establish appropriations of $1,500,000 in the Department of Public Works General Fund for closure activities based on unanticipated revenue from the San Marcos Landfill Closure Fund.   (4 VOTES)

4. Authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to advertise for and select a  consultant to provide Construction Quality Assurance and related services for San Marcos Landfill closure, to negotiate terms, and to prepare agreement documents, in accordance with Board Policy F-40. 

5. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, in accordance with County Administrative Code Section 401, et seq, to execute, following DPW recommendation, and upon receipt, a consultant contract for compensation not to exceed $1,600,000 to provide Construction Quality Assurance and related services for the San Marcos Landfill closure.  Agreement will terminate upon project completion or December 2010, or when services are no longer required, whichever shall occur first.  The agreement shall allow the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date until project is completed and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program was established by the State Legislature in 1989. It offers $10 million each year for grants to governmental agencies and to nonprofit organizations for projects to mitigate environmental impacts caused by new or modified transportation facilities. State gasoline tax monies fund the program, and grants can be awarded for roadside recreational projects.
The Valley Center Road Capital Improvement Project recently began phase one construction. Staff has been working with the Valley Center Community Planning Group and local residents to mitigate the impact of removing 594 trees to accommodate the road-widening project through the heart of Valley Center.  The roadway design was modified to create a recreational footpath and the County agreed to transplant 57 oak trees along the edge of the road right-of-way. The footpath meanders from the north and the south and converges at Lilac Road, which will improve pedestrian access to the community center and recreational facilities.   The community developed a plan to create a tree-lined footpath as a roadside recreational opportunity for Valley Center visitors and residents. This footpath will be a significant environmental enhancement to the County of San Diego’s expansion of Valley Center Road, and has substantial support from the Valley Center Community Planning Group and residents. It will create a functional greenway adjacent to the widened transportation facility allowing for improved traffic circulation while maintaining the treasured countryside community character.

This is a request to adopt a Resolution approving application and acceptance (if awarded) for $250,000 Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation Program Grant to help fund the footpath project. This funding, along with $143,350 in public, private and community contributions, will be combined to help make the footpath project a significant asset to Valley Center.

	The Department of Planning and Land Use Multiple Species Conservation Program is requesting authorization to apply for up to $20,000 from environmental education grant programs to fund its Urban Planning Exercise education program.   The goal of the Urban Planning Exercise is to educate high school students through an interdisciplinary, project-based approach about how government, environmental science and private interests interact with respect to the preservation of biodiversity through the County’s Parks and Open Space programs. County staff is applying for funding to refine the Urban Planning Curriculum and to disseminate this curriculum to teachers and other environmental education providers. 

Potential environmental education grant programs include the Environmental Education Grant Program sponsored by U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s Office of Environmental Education and the Giving for Goodness Grant Program sponsored by Tom’s of Maine. The Environmental Education Grant Program supports environmental projects that enhance the public’s awareness, knowledge, and skills to make informed decisions that affect environmental quality. The Giving for Goodness Grant Program supports projects that address the environment, education, human needs and the arts. Tom’s of Maine is dedicated to donating 10% of their pretax profits each year and grants have previously been awarded for between $1,000 and $10,000.  

Funding opportunities from Federal, State and Foundation grant programs will continue to be identified and pursued for continued enhancement of the Urban Planning Exercise.  The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency requires 25% of total project costs in matching funds or in-kind services for education program grant awards. Other potential grant programs may require matching funds as well.  These funds will be provided for in the Department of Planning and Land Use Operational Plan.

Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts – Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery, states that the Board of Supervisors must approve application for grant funds prior to submittal to the granting agency. This requested action will allow compliance with this Board Policy by receiving Board approval to apply for grant funds under various programs, as programs and projects are identified and will allow the Department of Planning and Land Use to be more competitive with other applicants and position themselves to be proactive in planning successful strategies to compete for and receive grants.

	The total cost of refining and disseminating the Urban Planning Curriculum is estimated to be $20,000.  If approved, grant funding from environmental education grant programs will offset the cost of this proposal.  The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency requires 25% of total project costs in matching funds or in-kind services.  Other potential grant programs may contain similar match requirements. Funds for this request are included in the department's FY 03-04 and FY 04-05 Operational Plan. The existing playgrounds at Felicita Park and San Dieguito Park are old and in need of refurbishment.  The scope for each of these projects includes replacement of the outdated play equipment, construction of Americans with Disabilities Act walkways, landscaping and related park improvements. 

Upon contract award, funds remaining in both projects will be used for additional project costs, including final project design costs, construction inspection services and contract administration.

	On October 31, 2003, shortly after the Cedar and Paradise wildfires began, the Department of Public Works entered into a $500,000 contract with GeoSyntec Consultants to identify flood and erosion hazards caused by the fires, to engineer appropriate emergency protective measures, and to provide engineering expertise guiding installation of protective measures before winter storms that threaten public health and safety. By the time the fires were extinguished, the quantity of homes and roads needing to be examined for flood and erosion risks was far greater than initially assumed.

GeoSyntec has identified numerous residential areas where homes were at high-risk of inundation due to flooding and/or debris flows, along with numerous locations where County-maintained roadways were at high-risk of debris flows and/or washouts.  The total estimated cost for emergency protective measures for homes and roads is approximately $5,000,000 and includes sandbags, gravel bag check dams, hydraulic stabilization mulch, k-rail, and debris basins. Work to install these emergency protective measures began November 21, 2003 and is expected to be complete in January 2004.

It is necessary to expand the GeoSyntec contract $700,000 beyond the initial allocation as the quantity of homes and roads requiring flooding/erosion emergency protective measures is far greater than anticipated when the initial contract was awarded on October 31st.

	Funding for the work required was appropriated by the Board on December 9, 2003 (26), in its action approving debris removal and erosion/flood control to protect the public health, safety, and welfare. There will be no subsequent year costs or staff year requirements as a result of this action.
