HEARING ON JACUMBA VALLEY RANCH SPECIFIC PLAN (SP 91-03) AND MAJOR USE PERMIT (P91-012 RPL), MOUNTAIN EMPIRE SUBREGIONAL PLAN AREA (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 13, 2002 (2), the Board of Supervisors continued the hearing on the Jacumba Valley Ranch Specific Plan and Major Use Permit for a Water Reclamation Facility to this hearing date.  The Board continued the hearing on the project with the following requirements to be satisfied within sixty (60) days: 1) Repay all monies owed to the County to date for processing of the project; 2) Provide a deposit in its account to the satisfaction of the Department of Planning and Land Use in order to continue processing of the project; and 3) Provide the necessary security satisfying the County’s indemnification requirements.  The Board directed that if the applicant does not meet all these requirements, the Chief Administrative Officer be instructed to bring the project forward for denial.  At the time of preparation of this Report, none of the requirements requested by the Board have been satisfied.

Staff had previously committed to continuing an ambitious work schedule with the Applicant to bring the project to a final decision hearing.  On May 28, 2002, Staff notified the applicant in writing that public recirculation of the draft Environmental Impact Report would be required as a result of the revisions made to the document. Staff also requested the applicant reconfirm its intention to continue processing project application materials.  As was the case prior to the November 13, 2002 (2) hearing, no progress has been made with respect to processing of the project.  The applicant has not replied to staff regarding its intention to continue work on the project.  No new or revised environmental documentation has been submitted and no review of material or project processing has occurred.  Therefore no progress has been made on completing the project documents since the July 17, 2002 (1) hearing.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is an appeal by the Ramona Planning Group of a Planning Commission decision to authorize the processing of an amendment to the Ramona Community Plan pursuant to Board of Supervisors Policy I-63, General Plan Amendment and Zoning Guidelines.  The change involves the language set forth in the Ramona Community Plan Text relating to the type of development allowed within the Oak Country Partnership Specific Plan Area.  The proposed changes include:  a change in the name of the Specific Plan Area to Oak Country Estates; increase in the total acreage from 569 to 648 to reflect a previous error in the acreage calculation; a change to the total number of dwelling units from a range of 71-76 to 64 (1 dwelling unit per 10 acres); a change to the minimum lot size from 6 acres to 2.5 acres except along the westerly boundary; and to allow passive or active recreational uses (including trails) anywhere on-site instead of indicating that they be located within the 100-year floodplain.

Authorization is being requested for the processing of the proposed General Plan Amendment.  Final action on the amendment will take place following a complete evaluation of all planning and environmental impacts.  The site is currently subject to the (21) Specific Planning Area Land Use Designation.  The zoning includes the S88 Specific Planning Area Use Regulations.  There is currently no Minimum Lot Area Designator.  The project site is located northwest of the intersection of Highland Valley Road and Rangeland Road.

The Ramona Planning Group believes that the project is consistent with only two of the ten criteria set forth in Policy I-63.  In addition, the Group does not agree with the authorization of a project alternative to be considered in the General Plan Amendment that would allow minimum lot sizes of one acre in order to provide for a greater opportunity to cluster the units out of sensitive areas.

	RATIFCATION OF APPLICATION FOR AND AUTHORIZATION TO ACCEPT U.S. ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY WETLANDS PROTECTION DEVELOPMENT GRANT FUNDING (DISTRICT: 2) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency's State Wetlands Grant Program was established in Fiscal Year 1990 to support development of new State wetlands protection programs or to support refinement/enhancement of existing State wetlands programs.  Grant funds were made available to State wetlands regulatory/protection agencies as well as State agencies with wetlands related programs.  These can include, but are not limited to, section 401 water quality certification agencies.  State planning offices, State natural resource agencies, as well as many others with wetlands related programs.  This grant program opened many opportunities for States to be creative in thinking about ways to improve existing programs or come up with new ideas for wetlands protection.

The Department of Planning and Land Use requests that the Board of Supervisors ratify the application for and authorize the acceptance of $75,000 in grant funds from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency Wetlands Protection Development Program.  These funds will be used to hire a consultant to develop maps, profiles and protection plans for vernal pools in Ramona that will enhance California’s protection of these rare aquatic ecosystems. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The total cost of this project is estimated to be $100,000.  Funding for this request in the amount of $25,000 is budgeted in the Department of Planning and Land Use. The funding source for the balance of this request is the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency.  If awarded, these funds will result in $75,000 in unanticipated revenue to provide funding for consultant services needed to develop maps, profiles and protection plans for vernal pools in Ramona.  There is no match requirement.  This is a full cost recovery grant agreement and will result in no additional net costs to the General Fund and will require the addition of no new positions.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER:

1. Find in accordance with Section 15061(b)(3) of the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines that it can be seen with certainty there is no possibility the activity in question may have a significant effect on the environment and that it is therefore not subject to the California Environmental Quality Act.
2. Waive Board Policy A-91, Mid-Year Budget Changes, to allow for the appropriation of $75,000 in unanticipated revenue into the Department of Planning and Land Use Budget for FY 2002-2003.

3. Adopt Resolution of the San Diego County Board of Supervisors to ratify the application for and authorize the acceptance of $75,000 in grant funds from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency Wetlands Protection Development Program for the Period Ending October 31, 2004.

4. Authorize the Director, Department of Planning and Land Use or his designee, as agent of the County, to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, applications, contracts, and payment requests that may be necessary to develop maps, profiles and protection plans for vernal pools in Ramona which will enhance California’s protection of these rare aquatic ecosystems for Fiscal Years 2002-2003 and 2003-2004; and, to execute a grant agreement upon award of grant funds, including any extensions or amendments thereof, that do not materially impact or alter either the grant program or the funding level.  

5. Approve and authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, in accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, to issue a Request for Proposals, and, upon selection and negotiation of fair and reasonable rates, award a contract in an amount not to exceed $75,000 and amend the contract as required for changes in funding or services, for the period March 1, 2003, to October 31, 2004, for consultant services related to the Ramona vernal pool plan.

6. Establish appropriations of $75,000 in the Department of Planning and Land Use for consultant services, based on unanticipated revenue from the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency Wetlands Protection Development Grant funds. (4 VOTES).

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 18, 1999 (28), the Board approved an agreement with the Bureau of Indians Affairs (Bureau) whereby the Bureau agreed to contribute $3 million toward improvement of a 1.5-mile segment of Wildcat Canyon Road between Muth Valley Road and Old Barona Road. On November 13, 2002 (15), the Board approved a Cooperative Agreement with the Barona Band of Mission Indians for improvement to Wildcat Canyon Road. The $5 million project will improve traffic flow and enhance safety. The next steps in the project are design and environmental review. The Department of Public Works has a need for consultant services on an immediate and temporary basis for environmental studies and processing for the Wildcat Canyon Road Enhancement Project. Use of this consultant will enhance the Department’s ability to complete environmental reviews and mitigation requirements in a timely manner. 

 

The consultant firm RECON Environmental, Inc. was selected in accordance with provisions of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services.  Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services. This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection. In accordance with provisions of the policy, the selection committee interviewed consultant firms from the Joint County/City of San Diego consultant list for Environmental Services.  The firm selected was ranked highest among firms interviewed for this project.

 

This is a request to increase appropriations and approve an agreement with RECON Environmental, Inc. to provide environmental services for the Wildcat Canyon Road Enhancement Project for fees not to exceed $250,000, with this agreement ending November 30, 2005.  It is also a request to establish appropriations of $250,000 based on unanticipated revenue from the Barona Band of Mission Indians for these services.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  This request will add appropriations in the amount of $250,000 to the Department of Public Works FY 2002-03 Detailed Work Program based on unanticipated revenue from the Barona Band of Mission Indians.  If approved, this request will result in $250,000 current year costs, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	In areas of the County that developed before street lights were required and where lights are now desired, property owners may request lights by forming or annexing to a zone within the San Diego County Street Lighting District.  The Lighting District includes the entire unincorporated area and is currently composed of two zones.  Zone A provides street lighting and charges benefiting properties an annual assessment for operation and maintenance of the lights.  Properties in Zone B receive no lighting services but are not charged.

This item involves approval of six petitions from property owners in the communities of Bonita, Casa de Oro, Escondido, and Fallbrook to annex to Zone A for provision of street lights in their areas.  In accordance with Board Policy J-20, Lighting District Zone Formation and Annexations, such petitions may be approved unless the weighted petition responses opposing the proposal exceed those approving it.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Costs to process the petitions are an expense to benefiting property owners.  Costs to operate and maintain street lights are a regularly budgeted expense of the San Diego County Street Lighting District.  If approved, this request will result in no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	On April 15, 1997 (19), the Board of Supervisors established the Regional Economic Task Force.  The Regional Economic Task Force is authorized fourteen members.  Currently there are two vacancies on the Regional Economic Task Force and there are two seats whose terms have expired or will expire in the near future.  This action will result in the reappointment of two current members for three-year terms.

On April 14, 1992 (45), the Board of Supervisors established the Science Advisory Board.  The Science Advisory Board is authorized eleven members.  Currently there is one vacancy on the Science Advisory Board and there are four seats whose terms have expired or will expire in the near future.  This action will result in the reappointment of four current members for three-year terms.

On September 15, 1997 (42), the Board of Supervisors established the Sunset Advisory Board for San Diego County.  The Sunset Advisory Board is authorized to have seven members, one representative for each supervisorial district and two representatives for the Chief Administrative Officer.  Currently there are three vacancies on the Sunset Advisory Board.  This action will result in the appointment of one new member representing the Chief Administrative Officer.

	AUTHORIZATION TO PROCEED WITH SAN LUIS REY RIVER PARK CONCEPT PLAN (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Luis Rey River is located in the northwestern corner of San Diego County.  The river is bounded by the Pacific Ocean and Lake Henshaw Dam.  Three critical issues associated with the San Luis Rey River are: 1) improvements to State Route 76, 2) need for recreational opportunity in the north county, and 3) sensitive habitats along the river.  An opportunity exists to address these issues in a coordinated and comprehensive manner during planning of State Route 76 improvements.  

The creation of a regional park would provide for the recreational needs of the residents of the unincorporated area of north county as well as residents of nearby incorporated areas. The potential park would stretch approximately eight miles, parallel to State Route 76, running along the San Luis Rey River from the Old Bonsall Bridge to Interstate 15.  The much needed improvements to State Route 76 includes the possibility of using this proposed park as a means for habitat to mitigate for highway improvements.   The preparation of a Multiple Species Conservation Program plan for the northern part of San Diego County also provides an opportunity for mitigation for the state route improvements.

The recommended action will authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to take the necessary steps to begin work on a concept plan for the proposed park.  Design and planning of the park will be in conjunction with the realignment of State Route 76.  Conceptual planning of the park will also seek to preserve and protect the San Luis Rey River including the various habitats created by the river.  The proposal would also direct the Chief Administrative Officer to work toward accelerating improvements to State Route 76 and authorize the Chairman to send a letter to SANDAG requesting accelerated efforts to widen State Route 76.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with this action to seek and identify funding for the future acquisition, development and construction of park improvements at the San Luis Rey River.  Existing staff will be used to prepare a draft concept plan.

	SUPERVISOR BILL HORN

1. Authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to seek and identify possible sources to fund the future acquisition, development and construction of park improvements at the San Luis Rey River.

2. Authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to begin work on a draft concept plan for the San Luis Rey River.

3. Authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to work with the California Department of Transportation and San Diego Association of Governments to include improvements of SR 76 from Mission Road to Interstate 15 in funding and implementation programs for regional transportation.

4. Direct the CAO to draft a letter for the Chairman's signature to the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) and San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) requesting the following:

a. Caltrans staff and SANDAG staff coordinate with County staff on the development of a design concept plan for the San Luis Rey River.

b. Caltrans staff and SANDAG staff coordinate with County staff on efforts to revise the Regional Transportation Plan to include the widening of State Route 76 from Melrose Avenue to Interstate 15 in the cost-constrained Regional Transportation Plan .

c. In any future studies, consider the widening of State Route 76, between Mission Road and Interstate 15, to four lanes as an arterial along its existing alignment, as a means of minimizing impacts in the corridor.
