	< MacroButton NoMacro During the week of December 8, 2008 notices and ballots for a proposed increase in benefit assessment were mailed to property owners in Permanent Road Division Zone No.  64 – Lila Lane, located in the Crest-Dehesa area of the County of San Diego (Thomas Guide page 1252, H-4).  The proposed assessment increase would provide sufficient monies to fund the repair of a sinkhole that has developed in Lila Lane and to provide for ongoing road maintenance.  There are currently insufficient funds in this district to support this repair. 

The property owners were noticed by mail as part of the ballot proceedings.  Upon close of this hearing, the results will be tabulated and certified.  Staff will then return to the Board requesting that the Board confirm results of the assessment ballot proceedings for Permanent Road Division Zone No. 64 – Lila Lane, and take action based on the results. >>

	<The County of San Diego owns approximately three acres at the southwest corner of Oak Knoll Road and Pomerado Road in the City of Poway.  The property was acquired in 1913 for use by the County as a Department of Public Works road station.  The road station has been closed since 1999 and the property is currently leased to several local businesses.  (Thomas Guide page 1190, C-5).  

The City of Poway has initiated a Capital Improvement Project for the widening and improvement of Oak Knoll Road from Carriage Road to Poway Road which requires the addition of a right-turn lane from east-bound Oak Knoll Road onto Pomerado Road, adjacent to this property.  The addition of this lane requires the purchase of 6,331 square feet of right-of-way from the County by the City of Poway for the proposed use.  

The City of Poway obtained an independent appraisal that establishes the current market value for the right-of-way to be acquired at $156,500 and fencing and site costs of $19,500, for a total value of $176,000.  County staff has reviewed and approved the appraised price and requests approval of the sale to the City of Poway.  Proceeds of the sale will be deposited into the Road Fund.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The project is a request for a Zone Reclassification and a Site Plan to allow for the development of a thirteen unit, two-story, multi-family apartment complex.  The Zone Reclassification will change the following designations; use classification, density, minimum lot size, setbacks, building type, and the addition of a special area designation as follows:  (1) The use classification will change from C36 (General Commercial) to C34 (General Commercial/Residential).  The new use regulations will allow for family residential development as a primary use; (2) the density will increase from 4 du/acre, with no minimum lot size, to a density of 32 du/acre, with a minimum lot size of 0.5 acres;  (3) the setback designator will change from O to Q, which would reduce the rear yard setback from 25 to 15 feet; (4) the Building Type will change from T to L, which would allow the construction of all building types; and (5) and the addition of the Special Area Designator of “D” to the parcel will require a Site Plan for design review. 
In order to facilitate review of the project, a concurrent Site Plan has been submitted for architectural design and landscape review in accordance with the “D” Special Area Designation.  The property is subject to the "Current Urban Development Area" regional category in the General Plan, and the (13) General Commercial land use designation in the Lakeside Community Plan. 	<The Tavern Road at Arnold Way Improvements Project, located in Alpine, is planned for construction in Fiscal Year 2008-09 by the Department of Public Works.  The project consists of replacement of an existing culvert under Tavern Road and installation of a traffic signal at the intersection of Tavern Road and Arnold Way (Thomas Guide page 1234, A-6).  The replacement culvert will be in the same location and alignment as the existing culvert, and will accommodate 100-year flood events.

On August 6, 2003 (6), the Board approved the Traffic Advisory Committee’s recommendations, which included placement of Tavern Road at Arnold Way intersection onto the County’s Traffic Signal Priority List.  This new traffic signal will benefit the community by improving traffic operations and increasing levels of safety for all users of the roadway.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to construct the Tavern Road at Arnold Way Improvements Project in Alpine.  Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction which is scheduled to commence in  April 2009 and be completed in October 2009.  Actual on-site construction will take place from June 2009 to August 2009.

On November 19, 2008 (6), your Board approved the acceptance and appropriation of Proposition 1B funds for this and other projects.  Construction of this project is approximately $895,000, of which $500,000 was from anticipated Proposition 1B funds.  Due to the State budget issues, these funds have not yet been transmitted by the State to the County of San Diego and are not expected until late in the fiscal year.  To ensure timely project award, this request cancels appropriations supported by Prop 1B for Tavern road and requests to establish appropriations of $500,000 for the project based on Proposition 42 funding.>>

This project for culvert lining is separated from a similar project for culvert rehabilitation through internal paving because contractors in each of these areas tend to specialize.

County road crews inspect all County maintained roads and prioritize them for preventive maintenance.  Preventive maintenance includes the repair of road defects, resurfacing of the County-maintained paved roads, and replacement of storm drain pipes on roads scheduled for resurfacing.  Through visual inspection and scientific methods, staff determines which roads require asphalt resurfacing and replacement of storm drain pipes.  Asphalt resurfacing restores the structural integrity of the road and reduces future maintenance costs.  Storm drain pipe replacement ensures that storm drain systems are adequate to manage runoff during storm events.  Adequate storm drain systems protect against sudden failure of the roadway and reduce future maintenance costs and repairs.  

This is a request for approval to advertise and award to the lowest responsible bidder, a contract to resurface various roadway segments and replace storm drain pipes in north, south and east locations in the unincorporated area of San Diego County.

	< MacroButton NoMacro Proposition 50, the Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Act of 2002, established an Integrated Regional Water Management Grant Program to encourage regional strategies for managing water resources and provide grant funding for projects that protect communities from drought, protect and improve water quality, promote environmental stewardship, and reduce dependence on imported water.  

Two bond acts with objectives similar to Proposition 50 were approved in November 2006.  Proposition 84 allocates $91 million in project funding to the San Diego region.  Proposition 1E allocates $300 million to a competitive statewide grants program for stormwater flood management projects and provides additional funds for water management planning.

A San Diego Regional Water Management Group, consisting of the County, the City of     San Diego, and the San Diego County Water Authority, was established in 2005 to coordinate the region’s water management planning efforts.  A Memorandum of Understanding, adopted by the Regional Water Management Group members in 2005, set out the roles and responsibilities of each party in developing a San Diego Integrated Regional Water Management Plan (Plan), pursuing grant funding for projects identified in the Plan, and established a basis for jointly funding these efforts.

Under the initial Memorandum of Understanding, the San Diego Region successfully completed and adopted a San Diego Integrated Regional Water Management Plan, obtained $25 million in Proposition 50 funding, and initiated implementation of the adopted Plan.  However, a new agreement is necessary to allow continued coordination of the region’s efforts. 

This is a request for authorization to execute a new Memorandum of Understanding to guide continuing coordination of efforts and sharing of costs by the three Regional Water Management Group agencies in supporting Integrated Regional Water Management Program efforts through calendar year 2013.  Activities specifically addressed by the Memorandum of Understanding include preparation of grant applications under Propositions 84 and 1E, managing grants awarded under Integrated Regional Water Management funding programs, participating in selection of project proposals to be submitted with the region’s Plan package, and jointly selecting and funding a consultant to provide technical and administrative support to the group, conduct public outreach, and maintain a program website.
Total costs for the work covered by the new Memorandum of Understanding will not exceed $900,000, and are divided equally among the three agencies.>>

 MacroButton NoMacro In October 2008, the Land Use and Environment Group presented your Board with the findings of an organizational and functional analysis of the multi-departmental land development program.  The goal of the study was to better align and coordinate the various regulatory programs and streamline processes with the overarching goal of improving customer service.  One outcome of the study was to improve services to the public by integrating counter staff from the Departments of Public Works and Planning and Land Use to make the land development application process as seamless as possible.  

This item before your Board today incorporates many of the findings and recommendations from the study by combining the land development fees and deposits for the Departments of Planning and Land Use, Public Works, and Parks and Recreation into consecutive sections of the Administrative Code that identify each department’s fees and deposits by application  type. Previously, each of these department’s fees were located in disparate sections of the Administrative Code.  This item also serves to codify the change in departmental responsibility of certain functions resulting from the reorganized public service counter.  

Each of the departments included in this ordinance amendment performs different tasks associated with processing land development applications.  Each department is also responsible for ensuring that the program is wholly funded by deposits and fees, which must fully offset the costs of services provided.  Fees and deposits are reviewed annually; and if necessary, they are adjusted to reflect changes in actual and estimated costs.  Proposed current year fees and deposits are based upon budgeted costs included in the Adopted Budget for Fiscal Year 2008-09 and subsequent year proposed fees and deposits are based upon estimated costs included in the Approved Budget for Fiscal Year 2009-10.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro San Diego County Health and Human Services Agency, Aging and Independence Services operates the Edgemoor Distinct Part Skilled Nursing Facility (old Edgemoor) located on 21 acres of County-owned land in the City of Santee (Thomas Guide 1231, E6).  The 27 buildings, built between 1913 and 1961, have deteriorated and are obsolete.  On       December 11, 2001 (2), the Board of Supervisors determined that their continued use was not cost effective and authorized construction of a new facility.  Construction of the replacement Edgemoor Distinct Part Skilled Nursing Facility (new Edgemoor) is complete. 
Final transition to the new facility, include salvage efforts of obsolete equipment and furnishings well concluded by the summer of 2009.  At that time, the buildings constituting the old Edgemoor facility will be vacant.  No alternative County uses have been identified for the buildings. 
Vacant buildings can attract unlawful activity, pose a fire danger, and adversely impact adjacent neighborhoods.  The proposed action will authorize demolition of 26 existing buildings and incidental structures of the old Edgemoor facility following the relocation of the staff and patients to the new, modern facility.  The Polo Barn is listed on the National Register of Historic Places and the California Register of Historic Resources and is proposed to be preserved and maintained on-site for potential use by the Santee Historical Society.  

The old hospital facility will be demolished to protect public health and safety until redevelopment of the site occurs.  Future development of the site will be consistent with the Santee General Plan and Santee Town Center Specific Plan.  Appropriate documentation will be presented to your Board for consideration at the time a development project is identified and proposed for this site.  A specific development project for the site has not been identified at this time.
A Draft Environmental Impact Report for this project was circulated for public review from August 8 to September 22, 2008.  This is a request for the Board to: 1) certify the Environmental Impact Report; 2) make the related California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) findings for mitigation of significant impacts; 3) adopt a Statement of Overriding Considerations for impacts that cannot be mitigated; and 4) authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a request for bids and award a contract for demolition services. >>

	< MacroButton NoMacro In 1993, the Federal government listed the California Gnatcatcher as threatened under the Federal Endangered Species Act (16 U.S.C. §1531-1544).  Under the State of California Natural Community Conservation Planning Act in conjunction with the 4(d) rule of the Federal Endangered Species Act, a loss of up to 5% of Coastal sage scrub is allowed provided the jurisdiction in which the take is occurring is enrolled in, or actively developing a Natural Community Conservation Planning Act plan.  The County of San Diego is participating in, and has adopted, the Multiple Species Conservation Program South County Subarea Plan, a Natural Community Conservation Planning Act Plan.
Board Policy I-122, Use of the County’s 5% Allowable Loss of Coastal Sage Scrub by Other Jurisdictions, establishes procedures for other jurisdictions to request use of a portion of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment, after meeting certain requirements and providing compensation to the County.

This is a recommendation that the Board of Supervisors authorize and approve a request by the City of Santee for the Lantern Crest Senior Retirement Communities Project (P07-12) to use 4.4 acres of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment in accordance with Board Policy I-122.  Compensation will be in the form of $132,000 ($30,000 per acre), to the County for acquisition of lands located in the same Supervisorial District as the impact. >>
