	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 15, 2000 (1), the Board approved the Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement to form the Metro Wastewater Joint Powers Authority on behalf of Alpine Sanitation District, Lakeside Sanitation District, Spring Valley Sanitation District, and Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District. Other member agencies of the JPA are the Cities of Coronado, Del Mar, El Cajon, Imperial Beach, La Mesa, Poway, Lemon Grove Sanitation District, and Padre Dam Municipal Water District.

The Otay Water District is now requesting membership in the Joint Powers Authority. The First Amendment to the Joint Powers Authority Agreement will allow the Otay Water District become a participating member if approved by all Joint Powers Authority member agencies.

This is a request to approve the First Amendment to the Metro Wastewater Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement to add the Otay Water District as a participating agency.
