	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Cities of Chula Vista and San Diego, and the County of San Diego formed a Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement to coordinate the acquisition, planning and design of the Otay Valley Regional Park.  The Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement envisions the eventual inclusion of 3,000 acres of land in the park spanning 13 miles from southern San Diego Bay to Otay Lakes.  The County has identified a 12.88-acre parcel for acquisition and inclusion in the park.

On December 11, 2002 (2), the Board of Supervisors continued until January 29, 2003 a hearing to consider the purchase of Assessor’s Parcel No. 644-050-09 (Thomas Bros. Map 1331 B-4) from Katsumi Takashima.   Mr. Takashima originally agreed to sell 12.88 acres to the County.  He now wishes to retain a portion of the property for future family use, and has agreed to sell 10.13 acres, for the appraised value of $253,250.  The Board is requested to approve the Real Property Contract with Katsumi Takashima for the purchase of this parcel.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are budgeted in Capital Project KA0550 – Otay Valley Regional Park Acquisition.  The funding source is State General Funds administered by the California Coastal Conservancy.  The purchase will result in a cost of $253,250 in Fiscal Year 2002-2003, no additional cost in subsequent years, and the addition of no staff years.  Operations and maintenance of the acquired land will be the responsibility of the Department of Parks and Recreation utilizing existing budgeted resources.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 4, 2002 (1), the Board unanimously approved a multi-year fee package for Food Facility Permits, Housing Permits, Public Pool Permits, Septic Systems, Monitoring wells, and Plan Check Environmental Health fees.  Hazardous Materials Management, Underground Tank Storage and Medical Waste fees were not addressed by the Board on that date to allow additional work with customers to finalize the fee proposal for these programs, refine the procedure for stakeholders to be actively and continuously involved in the annual fee review process, and revise the ordinance to include this process.  With stakeholder and industry input and support, the fee recommendations are hereby presented for Board approval.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request apply only to the Hazardous Materials, Underground Storage Tanks and Medical Waste programs.  Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Environmental Health in the amount of $6,460,251 for Fiscal Year 2002-03.  If approved, the proposed Fiscal Year 2002-03 fee adjustments will generate $5,806,232 or $654,019 less revenue than budgeted in Fiscal Year 2002-03.  The shortfall between budgeted and actual revenue is the result of limiting fee adjustments in the first two years to reduce impacts on stakeholders, and the fact that fee adjustments will be in effect for only the last third of Fiscal Year 2002-03.  Producing an equal amount of savings in these fee-funded programs will offset the $654,019 gap between budgeted and actual revenue in Fiscal Year 2002-03.  The result will be a zero net County cost increase.  

The proposed fees are projected to produce revenue of $6,713,000 in Fiscal Year 2003-04, $7,046,000 in Fiscal Year 2004-05, and $7,412,000 in Fiscal Year 2005-06. Actual revenue will be compared to actual cost each year of the proposal to determine if any fee decreases or increases should be proposed to correct any significant positive or negative variance between revenue and cost.  In any event, actual cost will be balanced to actual revenue in these fiscal years with the anticipated result of no net County cost increase.  This action will not require additional staff years.  This proposal also includes two land use fees that were inadvertently not included in the December 4, 2002 (1) fee adjustment Board letter.  These fees provide for full cost recovery in situations where parcel maps on septic or sewer systems need to be re-reviewed.  These situations occur very infrequently.  Subsequently, little if any revenue is expected from these fees.   

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	If approved, 48 fees will increase and three new fees will be established to accommodate new State mandates and/or more accurately reflect the services provided.  Two of the three new fees are related to hazardous materials and one is for tank monitoring.

County Service Areas that collect fire mitigation fees are required to update their Capital Facilities and Equipment Plans for use of these funds annually. This year, there are no significant changes to their plans.

This is a request to approve each Fire County Service Areas Five-Year Capital Facilities and Equipment Plan.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Five-Year Capital Facilities and Equipment Plans represent planned use of funds collected through the Fire Mitigation Fee Program.  Approval of these plans is an administrative action resulting in no current or annual costs, and no addition of staff years.

	EXPANDED USE OF HIGH PRESSURE SODIUM FOR STREET LIGHT FIXTURES WITHIN THE SAN DIEGO COUNTY STREET LIGHTING DISTRICT (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 12, 2001 (9), the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to prepare a report analyzing use of low pressure sodium and other forms of street lighting.  The Report on Use of Low Pressure Sodium for Street Lighting has been completed. Since 1984, County guidelines have required use of low pressure sodium fixtures for street lighting except under certain conditions.  Preference for low pressure sodium was enacted at that time by many local governments in our region based on assumptions that it would be less expensive, save energy, and minimize light pollution that affects Palomar and Mount Laguna observatories. Also, it was not realized at the time that low pressure sodium lighting could degrade public safety. 

The County’s experience over the past 18 years has shown that low pressure sodium street lighting has significantly greater life cycle costs and provides less visual acuity which negatively impacts traffic and pedestrian safety.  Properly used, expanded use of high pressure sodium street lighting can result in savings of $150,000 per year, avoid the need for a fee increase to 84,000 lighting district customers, and will improve traffic and pedestrian safety.  Because of the relatively low number of lighting fixtures involved and the fact that high pressure sodium street lights can now be shielded, high pressure sodium street lights would have a negligible effect on night sky and observatories.

Recommended action would allow expanded use of shielded high pressure sodium street lighting instead of low pressure sodium in County Lighting District areas outside the 15-mile radius of each observatory. This action would result in retrofit of 3,000 County street lights out of 9,000 lights in the County lighting district.  The 3,000 street lights represent less than 3% of 105,000 street lights across all jurisdictions in the County. Current County Light Pollution Code prohibits almost all private lighting within the 15-mile radius and requires full shielding and limited operational hours for all lights that are allowed.  Use of high pressure sodium lights provides better color rendition and visibility and allows for installation of shielded “period” or “theme” lighting often sought by community and revitalization groups. Current prohibition of all but safety lighting in rural areas would be retained, and no change to the County Lighting Pollution Code would be required.

If approved, County Special Districts staff will begin installing fully shielded high pressure sodium fixtures as old low pressure sodium lamps burn out, over the next two years.  The capital cost of installation (approximately $300,000) will be offset by an on-going annual operating and maintenance cost savings of $150,000.  This savings will enable the County Lighting District to retain its low annual rate of $2.50 per benefit unit.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request is budgeted in the San Diego County Street Lighting District operational plan. Phased conversion to high pressure sodium lighting could be accomplished within current Lighting District Reserves over the next two years at an estimated $300,000 budgeted current year cost.  It is estimated these costs could be recovered based on projected annual savings of approximately $150,000.  No additional staff years are required.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This action will have a positive impact on businesses since high pressure sodium lighting creates a more “people friendly” atmosphere.  Citizens also strongly prefer high pressure sodium lighting as a security measure in commercial as well as residential areas and near transit stops.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. Find, in accordance with Sections 15061(b)(3) and 15301 of California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, that this activity is exempt from CEQA because it can be seen with certainty there is no possibility the following action may have a significant effect on the environment and because it is a replacement of existing facilities.

2. Direct Department of Public Works to allow public street lights to be equipped with fully shielded high pressure sodium fixtures except in areas within the 15-mile radius of Palomar and Mount Laguna observatories where current guidelines will continue to be applied.  Partially shielded high pressure sodium fixtures will be allowed in community historic/revitalization areas for “period” or “theme” lighting.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Establishment of a district provides property owners the opportunity to band together to make improvements or provide services in their area and self-fund them through assessments on their property tax bills.  The districts include County Service Areas, which are used for fire and emergency services, landscape maintenance, street lighting and sewer, and Permanent Road Division Zones for road improvement and maintenance.

Dissolution of Permanent Road Division No. 1000, Zone No. 104A – Artesian Trail in the Rancho Santa Fe area is proposed because road construction loans are repaid and continuing maintenance for the roads will be provided by Permanent Road Division Zone No. 104 – Artesian Road.  Requested action is to dissolve this district.  Parcels within Zone No. 104A - Artesian Trail are already included in the boundaries of Zone No. 104 - Artesian Road.

Dissolution of Permanent Road Division No. 1000, Zone No. 131 – Marlynn Court in the Escondido area is proposed because the road had been accepted into the Escondido city limits. 	The County of San Diego operates Gillespie Field, a general aviation airport in El Cajon. Gillespie Field provides facilities for 774 general aviation and corporate aircraft, aviation businesses and the Sheriff’s ASTREA facility. 

Edward Q. Hazlewood operating as Southern Cal Aircraft Repair, Inc. manages an aviation business on a 2.67-acre parcel at Gillespie Field.  The business provides facilities for aircraft maintenance and repair along with general aviation aircraft storage.  The Board approved the existing lease on February 13, 1990 (18).

This is a request to enter into a new lease with Edward Q. Hazlewood dba Southern Cal Aircraft Repair, Inc. replacing the existing lease. The proposed leasehold remains at 2.67 acres commencing on March 1, 2003, and terminating February 28, 2033.  This is an extension of 24 years and 3 months from the current termination date of November 30, 2008.  In order to qualify for a new 30-year lease the lessee is building two buildings, containing 13 aircraft hangars and office space, providing needed additional aircraft storage for the Gillespie Field aviation community. Funds from leases of airport property are placed into the County’s Airport Enterprise Fund, which is used directly to improve safety and security at County Airports.

	This request will result in additional revenue to the Airport Enterprise Fund.  Funding source for additional revenue is rental payment from the lessee under the terms of the amended lease agreement.  If approved, this request will result in total lease revenue of $15,103.72 in current year, representing eight months at the old monthly rate of $1,202.68 and four months at the new combined monthly rate of $1,370.57 ($1,202.68 rent plus $167.89 equity). The equity payment in the amount of $16,553, amortized over 15 years, is for postponement of the reversionary interest in existing leasehold improvements. The lease will result in approximately $16,446.84 in future annual revenue, and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Gillespie Field, in the City of El Cajon (Thomas Guide Map 1251-D1), is owned and operated by the County of San Diego. The airport is home to 12 Fixed Base Operators and 821 aircraft. Aircraft operations (take-offs and landings) are estimated at 181,777 for the last 12 months.

On October 11, 2000 (9), the Board approved a project to rehabilitate Runway 27R at Gillespie Field to correct deteriorating pavement infrastructure. The project will also rehabilitate Runway Safety Areas on east and west ends of the runway and add lighting upgrades to meet Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) standards.  To date, County Airports has accepted $1,513,161 in federal funding for this project.  Total project cost is estimated at $3,200,000.  This Board action will authorize the Department of Public Works to negotiate and subsequently award a contract to P&D Aviation to complete the design and construction management of Gillespie Field Runway 27R Rehabilitation.

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services) describes the County’s method for a Qualifications Based Selection.  In accordance with provisions of the policy, the selection process followed guidelines described in Board Policy F-40. Selection for Runway 27L Rehabilitation was based on the firm’s qualifications to perform required services in a satisfactory manner.

This is a request to negotiate and subsequently award a contract to P&D Aviation of Orange, California, for project design and construction management of Runway 27R Rehabilitation.  P&D Aviation was the second highest ranked and qualified consultant for the Gillespie Field Runway 27L Rehabilitation project approved by the Board on January 24, 2001 (10).  These same services are required for design and construction of Runway 27R Rehabilitation.

Board Policy F-40 states that a selection ranking list of qualified consultants may be used for up to 9 months to award additional projects to those firms not already selected for award of a project during the process.  In order to avoid the costly Request for Statement of Qualifications process, Department of Public Works recommends Board approval to extend the 9-month limit to award a contract to a qualified consultant.  This will save the County approximately $5,000 and four months staff processing time.

	Funds for this proposal are budgeted in Fiscal Year 2002-03.  Funding sources are Federal Airport Improvement Program Grant ($580,050) and the Airport Enterprise Fund ($64,450).  A State Aviation Grant in the amount of $29,025 has been applied for but not yet received. If the state grant is received the Airport Enterprise Fund match will likely be reduced. If approved, this request will result in a total of $644,500 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

It serves visitors to Borrego Springs and Anza-Borrego Desert with approximately 20 based aircraft and 11,900 operations in 2001.

A Request for Proposals was issued recently for development of additional hangars for aircraft storage at Borrego Valley Airport. CoPan, LLC is proposing to construct five hangars on .62 acres of vacant land at the airport. 	The Ramona Airport Improvement Project (Thomas Guide Map 1152 – A6, B6, C6) is a $10 million project that involves airport improvements including but not limited to a runway extension, construction of an air traffic control tower, and installation of a sewer line. Construction began in 2001 and is scheduled to be complete in 2004.  On July 21, 1999 (4), the Board approved an agreement with EDAW, Inc. for provision of environmental services on an as-needed basis for compensation not to exceed $250,000. 

Contract environmental services were utilized for various phases of the projects.  EDAW developed mitigation plans for wetlands and the Stephens’ kangaroo rat.  Negotiations for approval of these plans by the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service and the Army Corps of Engineers are currently underway.  Specific tasks to be completed for implementation of the wetland mitigation plan include arroyo toad surveys and construction monitoring during preparation of the wetland revegetation site. Completing these tasks will exceed the funding in the original contract with EDAW. 

Recommended actions will amend the existing contract to increase funding by  $50,000 to provide additional environmental services for the Ramona Airport Improvement Project.

Construction is scheduled to begin in 2005.  On June 12, 2002 (15), the Board approved a consultant contract with EDAW, Inc. for environmental services on an as-needed basis for compensation not to exceed $250,000.  Contract environmental services were utilized for various projects, including South Santa Fe Reconstruction.  EDAW, Inc. prepared a draft Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Assessment including technical reports, for the South Santa Fe Reconstruction Project.  The National Environmental Policy Act requires the California Department of Transportation and Federal Highway Administration review and accept these documents.  Comments have been received from these two agencies requesting additional technical studies and document revisions.  Responding to these requests will exceed funding in the original contract.

	On April 30, 2002 (2), your Board approved final Fiscal Year 2002-03 Annual Funding Plan for Community Development Block Grant Program, including $251,941 for design and Phase I construction of sidewalks on portions of the following streets in Fallbrook: Aviation Road, Alvarado Road, Old Stage Road and Brandon Road. 

Old Stage Road Sidewalks have been designed and are ready for construction. Improvements include new sidewalks where none presently exist on the east and west sides of Old Stage Road from Aviation Road to Fallbrook Street. (Thomas Guide 1027:F3). This project will benefit the public by improving pedestrian access to residences and Mission Road businesses in Fallbrook.

This is a request to approve additional funding for the project, and approve advertisement and subsequent award to lowest responsible bid of a contract to construct Old Stage Road Sidewalks.  Construction is scheduled to commence in March 2003.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	A recycling market development zone is a geographic area designated by the California Integrated Waste Management Board to provide financial and administrative incentives to expand the economic and employment opportunities of recycling. The County of San Diego is a member, along with the Cities of Chula Vista and San Diego, of the South San Diego Recycling Market Development Zone.  Recycling conserves energy and natural resources, and assists in meeting the goal of diverting 50% of materials going into landfills, as mandated by the California Integrated Waste Management Act (AB 939).

Under the program, qualifying companies can apply to the State for below-market, fixed-rate and long-term loans for projects that increase diversion of recyclable materials from land filling. Loans are for up to 75% of project cost, not to exceed $2 million, for equipment, working capital, real estate purchase (maximum of $500,000), leasehold improvements and debt refinancing. Qualifying companies include those that produce a recycled-content, value-added product, or otherwise increase market demand for materials normally disposed in a landfill. The State will also provide marketing assistance, tax incentives for capital improvements, and financial planning expertise to these businesses. 

The California Integrated Waste Management Board has indicated it must redesignate the South San Diego Recycling Market Development Zone by March 31, 2003. To redesignate the zone, the State requires that member jurisdictions show agreement by adopting resolutions approving application submittal. This is a request to adopt a resolution approving submission of application for redesignation of the South San Diego Recycling Market Development Zone; supporting preparation of the Recycling Market Development Zone redesignation application by the City of San Diego; and supporting designation of the City of San Diego as lead agency responding to mandates of the California Environmental Quality Act as it relates to the redesignation application.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	September 17, 1996 (25), the Board approved and adopted the County’s Integrated Waste Management Plan for the unincorporated area of San Diego County. The Plan contains five elements: Source Reduction and Recycling Element, Household Hazardous Waste Element, Non-Disposal Facility Element, Countywide Siting Element, and a Countywide Summary Plan. The San Diego Association of Governments’ (SANDAG) Integrated Waste Management Local Task Force is responsible for review of amendments to local jurisdiction’s waste management plans before submission to the California Integrated Waste Board. 

Review and revision is required by state law every five years to correct any deficiencies in the elements or plan, and to revise the documents as necessary. Amendments to the Integrated Waste Management Plan are in process. Of the five elements in the Plan, two unincorporated county jurisdictional elements are proposed for amendment, and are ready for Board review and approval: the Non-Disposal Facility Element and Household Hazardous Waste Element. The Source Reduction and Recycling Element was determined by staff, with approval of the state, to not need revision at this time. Two countywide, multijurisdictional elements are also in process of review, and staff anticipates these will be brought to your Board for final adoption in November 2003.

Steps in review include submittal of a plan for review, which was submitted to the state in June 2002; public meetings and preparation of each element document; submittal to the SANDAG Local Task Force for review; SANDAG recommendation to the Board of Supervisors to approve elements for the unincorporated area; your Board approval, and submittal to the state for review and approval. The Task Force concurred with the two unincorporated area element revisions and, on December 20, 2002, the SANDAG Board of Directors supported making a recommendation to the Board of Supervisors to consider them. Upon Board approval, the two elements will be sent to the state Waste Board for review and approval.

This is a request to adopt a resolution amending the County of San Diego’s Non-Disposal Facility Element and the Household Hazardous Waste Element of the County’s Integrated Waste Management Plan for the unincorporated area. The Non-Disposal Facility Element amendment describes changes in the unincorporated County’s infrastructure in non-disposal facilities since 1996. Changes were primarily necessary to reflect privatization of the County’s former landfill system.

The Household Hazardous Waste Element amendment provides a mechanism for the unincorporated County to safely collect, recycle, treat, and dispose of hazardous household wastes within short- and medium-term planning periods. Between 1985 and 1998, the Department of Environmental Health worked jointly with the 18 cities of San Diego County to develop a regional Household Hazardous Waste program. During this time, three Permanent Household Hazardous Waste Collection Facilities were established in the cities of Coronado, Poway and Vista. Since 1998, the County has entered into use-agreements with the operators of permanent household hazardous waste collection facilities located in the cities of Poway, Vista, San Diego and El Cajon, and sited a facility in Ramona to promote reuse and disposal of hazardous products.  Current Household Hazardous Waste Program components include one-day community collection events, permanent Household Hazardous Waste collection facilities, a load checking program, training, recycling, reuse and source reduction procedures, and a program to accept waste from businesses classified as Conditionally Exempt Small Quantity Generators.

The funding sources for these actions are State Coastal Conservancy grant funds ($2,372,388) and Proposition 12 grant funds ($1,093,000).

Department of Parks and Recreation

In addition to the requested actions affecting the Capital Outlay Fund, approval of this proposal will result in the appropriation of $20,124 in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  These funds consist of $15,000 of Land Use and Environment Group Management Reserves to be used for various park enhancements and recreational programs, and $5,124 of revenue received from the Juvenile Court and Community Schools for use of the Spring Valley Community Center, to be used for expenses associated with Department after-school youth programs.

County Service Area 83A 4-S Ranch

Finally, included in the proposed action is the appropriation of $5,000 in property tax revenues in the newly formed County Service Area (CSA) 83A 4-S Ranch.  Appropriations need to be established to provide for staff costs to manage the CSA.

The Nelson Family Trust has agreed to sell the 161.53 acres to the County for $1,000,000.

The Board is requested to set a hearing for March 5, 2003 to consider the purchase of the parcels from The Nelson Family Trust for $1,000,000.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The discharge of dredged or fill material into waters of the United States, including wetlands, requires a Section 404 Permit from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.  This Permit is issued with the concurrence of the Environmental Protection Agency and the input of other affected agencies such as the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service.  Land use and public facility projects, subject to the approval of the County, frequently are also subject to the U. S. Army Corps of Engineers Section 404 Permit approval.  Under the current procedures of the County and the Corps, these permit reviews of the same project are completed independently of one another.  This situation can result in extreme hardship for project proponents who may have to redesign projects which have been approved by the County but which do not meet the requirements of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and the Environmental Protection Agency.  

The Multiple Species Conservation Program did not address Section 404 Permits or California Department of Fish and Game Master Streambed Alteration Agreements.  U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and Environmental Protection Agency Section 404 of the Clean Water Act and State of California Section 1600 Permitting processes can be lengthy and arduous.  This has an effect on the timing and cost for the County to obtain permits for public works projects.  In addition, it has an affect on the review process for private developments.  Therefore, another process must be explored to resolve wetland impact issues.  

On September 12, 2001 (32), the Board of Supervisors approved a contract with Marc Ebbin to terminate on June 30, 2002, including extensions in one-year increments for a total of one year beyond the expiration of the initial term to June 30, 2003, in the amount of $90,000.  It is anticipated that all funds will be expended on this contract by June 30, 2003. Approval of the Chief Administrative Officer recommendation would add $90,000 to the existing contract for a total of $180,000 and extend the contract period to June 30, 2004, including an extension in a one-year increment for a total of one year beyond the expiration term to June 30, 2005.

On June 12, 2002 (12) the Board authorized staff to enter into agreements with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and Cities of Chula Vista and San Diego and Imperial Beach for the development of a Special Area Management Plan.  The County, in coordination with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Environmental Protection Agency and the Cities of Chula Vista and San Diego has initiated the Special Area Management Plan for the Otay River.  A Special Area Management Plan is a comprehensive plan that provides for natural resource protection and reasonable economic growth within geographic areas of special sensitivity.  This comprehensive planning effort is to be used to assist the federal, state and local regulatory agencies with their decision making and permitting authority to protect aquatic resources.  

This is a request to 1) extend a sole source contract to June, 2005 for a total of $180,000 with Marc Ebbin to provide professional services to coordinate U. S. Army Corps of Engineers and Environmental Protection Agency Section 404 of the Clean Water Act processes with the California Department of Fish and Game State of California Section 1600 processes; 2) issue a request for proposals for Fiscal Years 02-03 through 05-06 and award a contract for consulting services not to exceed $900,000 related to the Special Area Management Plan resulting in the issuance of a 404 permit from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and a Master Streambed Alteration Agreement from the California Department of Fish and Game for the Otay River Watershed; and 3) transfer appropriations of $90,000 from the Land Use and Environment Group’s Management Reserve to the Department of Planning and Land Use for the Otay River Special Area Management Plan.

	Contract Amendment with Marc Ebbin
The funding source is the Department of Public Works FY 02-03 budget for Multiple Species Conservation Program.  If approved, this request will result in $90,000 current year cost, 0.0 staff years.

Special Area Management Plan
If approved, this action will transfer appropriations of $90,000 in the FY 02-03 Land Use and Environment Group’s Management Reserves to the Department of Planning and Land Use for the Otay River Special Area Management Plan consultant services as follows based on available funding:  FY 02-03 ($90,000); FY 03-04 ($270,000); FY 04-05 ($270,000); and FY 05-06 ($270,000).  If approved, this request will result in $90,000 current year cost, 0.0 staff years.

	This proposal will not have a direct impact on the business community.  However, the Special Area Management Plan developed by the County of San Diego and the Cities of Chula Vista, Imperial Beach and San Diego, and the Corps of Engineers, Environmental Protection Agency and California Department of Fish and Game may result in the issuance of Section 404 General Permit under the Clean Water Act and a Master Streambed Alteration Agreement under Section 1600 of the Fish and Game Code.  These permits will assist in streamlining the processing of land development projects that are found to be in conformance with the permits.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Department of Public Works Field Operations is responsible for maintaining nearly 2,000 miles of roads in the County-maintained system, serving approximately 400,000 vehicles each day. Chip and fog seals for County roads are contracted on an annual basis by the Department of Public Works. Chip and fog seals are a protective measure, used on roadways with enough structural strength to withstand the weight of traffic. Sealing is very cost effective because it protects the integrity of roadway structure section and delays the need for more expensive asphalt overlays and repairs needed  when roads are badly deteriorated and losing their structural strength.  

The Department of Public Works road maintenance program budgeted its road maintenance projects based on Gas Tax and Governor’s Traffic Congestion Relief (AB 2928) funds. The State Controller’s Officer recently released the 2nd quarter allocation, totaling $1,586,000. To ensure prompt use of these funds, it is prudent to advertise this Chip Seal contract as soon as possible.  

This is a request for approval of advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to apply chip and fog seal coats to various County roads. The contractor will apply this road surface treatment, which consists of a chip seal followed by a fog seal, to approximately 91 centerline miles of County roads.
